“For Heaven's Sake, Let Up.”

The above is the caption of a half
column of “filling” (not paid for) whieh
appears in the Tribune of last week,
That fpaper, being “‘the only religious
journal in the valley,” has taken upon
itself the task of branding as liars all
the enterprising and wide-awake
journals of Kansas, and most especially
western Kansas.

Coming, as the editor of the Tribune
does, from the hoe-cake and sow-belly
fastnesses of old Missouri, it is not ex-
pected that he has, even after twelve
years’ residence in Sunny Kansas, had
sufficient moss scraped from his back
to enable thelight of enterprise and
advancement Lo penetrate to his torpid
liver, or warm into a feeling of broth-
erly love and sympathy his distorted
brain.

The article referred to says, *“it is all
well enough to ‘praise the bridge that
carries you over,”" and the quotation is
a troe one; but the trouble with some
people is, they don’t avail themselves
of the bridge. They get cranky be-
cause the bridge is not built according
to their self conceited ideas, and in-
stead of walking over with the prosper-
ous throng they seek to under-mine
it and throw the whole lobt into the
murky waters the slime of which they
are stirring up with their own plodding
and stubborn feet as they wade along
in the ways of an hundred years ago.

For shame, Mr. Trilune, that you
should ery out against the Kansas
press which can see the light of better
days and feel the warinth of prosperity’s
sun. For shame, that you should
brand as liars and senseless, visionary
enthusiasts the men who bave worked
night and day, year in and year out
from sunlight to midnight, to tell to
the world the solid truths of our state’s
worth. For shame, that a paper which
has lived and reasonably thrived for
nearly twelve and a half years in one of
the best towns in Kausas, should at-
tempt to spread a feeling of distrust
and discontent among your four hun-
dred or so of subseribers, and cause
them to regret that they have spent
their years of persevering toil in vain—
as you would have them believe.

“Many business houses in all the
towns have been compelled to close.”
We would like to see the Zribune get
up a list(if his space will permit) of the
busness houses in Great Bend which
have “been compelled to close.” *“The
truth is always the best, and in the
end pays better.”” When the whole
truth is known it discloses the undeni-
able fact that the business houses which
have closed, (and there have been none
in Great BDend since this ysars’® crops
have been gathered) have had at their
heads just such men as the writer of
the “*let up’’ article; men who have ex-
pected more to ¢climb to prosperity over
the ruins of some other men or busi-
ness, than through faith in Kansas or
an appreciation of her value.

We will not say to the alleged “‘re-
ligious journal,”” *for heaven's sake,
let up,” because the course it appears
to huve adopted will quickly place it in
its true light as one of the disheartened
and faint brothers who taste but the
gall and wormwood and see nothing
that is promising in the past, present
or future. We would suggest that
vou place at the head of your editorial
column, a8 a standing advertisement of
your views, the part of the next to the
last puragraph of your “‘let up™ article,
which reads:

**Nothing doing, no crops and no
prospects, no money, no business, noth-
ing doing, can’t see how people can sur-
vive through the winter; banks burst-
ing, merchants failing and closing out
at cost, mechunies idle.”

The Water Works.

To satisfy the curiosity of those
wishing to know something about the
kind and capacity of water works now
erected in this city, I here in present
some facts and figures.

The works consists of a stand pipe,
12 feet in diameter and 150 feet high,
which, when full, holds 126,903 gallons
of water, and exeris a pressure at the
base of 65 pounds per square inch.

In the boiler room there are two steel
tabular boflers each 4} feet in diame-
ter, and 13! feet long, containing 40
tubes 4 inches in diameter; eachi boiler
having a superficial area exposed to
heat of 700 square feet, and taking 14
square feet for each horse power, we
have 50 horse power for one boiler, or
100 for both.

In the engine room there are Lwo
steam pumps, one being u simple
duplex with steam cylinderd 14 inches
in diameter; water ovlinders 81 inches
in diameter aud 10 inches stroke. ‘The
other 35 & compound duplex, its Ligh
pressure eylinders being 10 inches in
digmeter: low pressure cylindess 18
inches in diametét; water yinders &)
m in dfsmetér fnd 10 mm

The displacement in gallons of water
per stroke is 2 45-100, and as thereare 4
water pistons, they are each capable of
making 102 single strokes per minute,
which makes 408 for four cylinders.

Now as their displacement is 2 45-100
gallons for each stroke, 408 strokes will
make 1,000 gallons, which is 1,000 gal-
lons per minute. Euach 1 inch nozzle
requires 200 gallons per minute to
throw a stream of water 100 feet high,
and it would require 1,000 gallong per
minute for five such streams.

Water pumped at the rate of 1.0600
gallons per minute makes 1,440,000
gallons in 24 hours, and giving each
head of population 5 gallons per 24
hours, which is as much as is used in
any city in the month of August, in-
cluding that is used for fire and manu-
facturing purposes, and this machin-
ery will pump enough water for a city
having 282 000 people.

After taking in the sightsand
listening to speeches by C. F. Diffen-
bacher, of Great Bend, and a1 number
of citizens of Walnut City, we took a
hack and drove over to La Crosse, to
see what the boys over there thought
about the matter. Learning that we
could not get home at the proper time
over the Mo, Pacific from La Crosse,
we just had time to make Rush Center
again, and did pot interview many of
the La Crosse people. However, the
La Crosse folks appear to think the
end is not yet, and did not permit the
diseouraging report from the supreme
court to get them rattled.

It is our opinion that Rush Center is
on top to stay, and for the benefit of
the county we hope the fight is ended
for some years to come.

Saturday's Trade.

A lurge number of people were in
town Saturday last than for many u day.

But when we have a
reasonable trade all the week, and then
such a grand rush on Satordays, it
shows that there is money in the eonn-
try, notwithstanding the efforts of
growlers and grumblers to make us out
all paupers upou the yerge of starva-
tion. The majority of the people of
Barton eounty have been here long
enough to know how much it will take
to keep them from harvest to harvest,
and when we bhave a partial failure of
crops, as we have had this yvear, they
govern Lheir expenses to suit the times.

Therefore, a day of rushing trade
like that of SBaturday only proves to
those who have been fearful that there
was 4 great scarcity of money, that
such fears were somewhat overdrawn.
