Gotting off 1o one side they com-
menced firing at the den wnd attracted the
occupants' attention in that way, aud Met-
call, the man who had first discovered the
dugout, got s chunce to run down the ravine
and get Lis horse. When he returned he
disclosed au plan that proved successful
Three men were to 2o to the dugout frown
the north and dig & hole down through the
top. The task was extremely hazardous
und for & moment there was hesitation in
deciding, but the gang could be caught no
other way and they wenb at it with de-
termination.

portation lines. The most unsual con-
truct is one which puys to the rail
road company 40 per cent of the

| gross receipts of the express company,
but various other methods of ssitlement

treated as subject to the act are considered
in detail. The fact that they perform many
othier services besides trunsportation of
properiy—such as the collection of debis,
ete.—is pot regarded as a reason why the
act should not be treated as wpplying to
their business s common curriers, since
many railrond companies also have other |
business besilea that of transportation.

The various sections of the act are coo-
sidered with relution 1o the express busi-
pess, and ure bound to be in theory as ap-
plicable thereto as to the business of rall-
road companies. In fact, the express come-
panies claim that they already ubide by the
rules established in the aet. Therequiring
of annual reports fromm express oom-
panies supposed to be u matter concerning
which the public bave = right to be in-
formed, aod Copgress may particularly
desire knowledge. Aty present, little is
known about the amount of their capitul
stock, thoir funded debt, or money invested
in their plant or business; the volume of
itheir business, with the expense thersof;
the rates charged and the methods upon
which the rates are conducted. The capi-
talization of some of the companies is
known to be guite large, amountiug o
muny million dollars in each case, The
dificulty of framing schedules for the in-
formution of the public, is not found to be
greater than in the case of railroad com-
punies which have compliod with the act.
The express companies have so complicd,
and their schedules have been placed on
file. The agents of all express compianies
are unecessurily instructed as to the |
charges to be made, sand the public is
eguaily intelligent.

The bringing of express companies with-
in the provisions of the act is found to be
practicable, and on some aceounts desira-
ble. The express companies which are
simply branches of & railroad, orgunize. |
and operated through its ordinary stuff, or
by an independent burean, or by a combi- |
nation with other railroad companies, nre
found to be voverad by the provisions of the
set. Inthe cuse of the indepsndently or- |
gunized express compan es, however, oper- i

| ating undor contracts for transportation,

the language of the act, as it now stunds, is

distincetly within its provisions. The words
“‘whaolly by railroad™ in the first section do

not wel! define the business of expresa
pompanies which use very largely the
service of teams, messengors, stage
vosgches and steamboats. The pooling
section applies to the pooling of the
business of railrnads. Other sections
speuk of railroads coptinually, and

of depots and stations, the language not
being applicuble to the business of express
compunies, exceptunder somewhat strained
constructions. The express business was
well known st the time of the passage of
thelaw, and has been frequently meationed
by nume in Congressional sialutes. The
omisslon to name it here is significant.

Stute Comuerce Commission of the Senate
did not ibelude the business of express
companies, and wus contined almost whol-
Iy to that of railroad companies. Upon all
these considerations the Commission has
thought best to refer the subjec! to Con-
gress, as in any case of doubtful jurisdic-
tion it Is far better that the legislative
body should resolve the doubt.

NO-MAN'S-LAND.

But Little Importance Given st Washing- |
ton to the Cluim of the Cherokees.

Wasmixarox, Dep. 20.—The claim of the
Cherokee Nution to the public land strip,
or “*No-Man's-Land," »s it hus been called,
is pot looked upon as of sny great impor-
tance by the Indian ofMcials,and is supposed
to grow out of the imperfect records of the
Nution, rather than any suvstantial busis,
The Cherokees bave long been under the
impression, as have many Western people
of that vicinity, that the public lsnd sirip,
which is almost paral el in its boundary
lines wilh what is.known as the Cherokee
“sgutlet” was a part of that coocession o
the Cherokees. By the treaties of 1833 and
1533 tne outlet, extending ulvng the eatire
Nation bouadary of what ls now the In-
dian Terrtory, was grantad the Chervkees
as an outlet to the greut hunting grounds
and rauges of the West and Northwest.
It was patanted to them in 1838, but in 186
they reconvayed it, together with other
lunds, lncluding these which now go to
mualce the proposed Tereitory of Oklahoma,
to be used in settling friendly tribes of Io-
diasns or freedmen, who may have been
slaves among the five civilized tribes. Ir
the pablic land strip was included in the
Cherokee outlet by the treaty ol 15334 1t
was ceded by thetreaty of 1584, but the gen-
eral opinlon is expressed by the suthorities
of the Interior Department that this land
was never ioncluded in the treativs men-
tioned and that the Cherokees through |
