There is something peculiar about

he American people in their willing-
ness to be gulled. Barnum, the
greatest and most successful showman
of the world, says that we were made
to be humbugged, and it would seem
that in a great measure he is right.

We have, in this city, men in all
branches of business who are honest,
square dealing, and who only want a
reasonable profit on the sale of their
goods. They are men who came here
as pioneers; who have stood by the peo-

ple of Barton county through all the
difficulties and hardships of the earlier
days, and who, know that they have
in most cases made reasonable head-
way in their business, are in still better
shape to stand by their friends in the
times of financial strains. And they
will do it, are doing it this winter.

Now, what we ask is this: Why will
the people of this county and city
too permit themselves to buy articles
through eastern men or their represen-
tatives; listening to their blandish-
ments, their false representations, and
purchase good3 which they could get
from our own merchants,, paying as a
general rule more for such goods than
is asked by our own dealers? Our at-

tention was recently called to this
matter through learning that a num-
ber of farmers had been purchasing
wind mills through agents of eastern
houses; paying from S150 to $200 for
machines which could have been
bought from' our local dealers for at
least one-thir-d less. It is true they
bought on long time; but they gave
notes, and these notes have been
placed on record and stand as a lein
upon the farms where such machinery
has been put up. Doubtless there are
many men who would not buy imple-
ments or machinery if they thought a .
claim upon their title to the land would
be made of record; but they appear to
forget all that when a smooth talker
tackles them and begins his persua-
sions and explanations, and they often,
purchase what they do not want, pay-

ing more fore it than they would have,
to pay our home dealers, and sending
the profits in the transaction all out of
the country.

Why wiU you do it? Reflect, and re-

member that it is the first duty of man.
to stand by his home, to assist his
neighbor who in turn will assist him;
keep this truth in mind; that a business
man or firm that can send men
throughout the country to solicit per-

sonally, your patronage are, making a
big profit out of it else they would not
do it.
