City Teachers® Amoehﬂtn
A pleasant aud profitable feature of
our school work is the city teachers’
association which holds its sessions the
last Friday of each school month., This
body met February 3d, in Mr. Reece's
room, Professor Reece presiding. An
interesting paper, “How to teach arith-
metical signs,” was read by Miss Nora
Frye. She recommends early drill in
the use of these sigus, indeed while the
pupils are yet in the primary depart-
ment; that it is just as easy to teach
these symbols as to teach the idea of
numbers, She claims that many pu-
pils in the high grades, and even teach-
ers do not correctly understand the use
of these characters called signs. Miss
Smith gave an excellent tulk on the
*Concentration of Energies.”” She asks
the question, “Shall we cut down the
school cuiriculum, or shall we enlarge
it?”' Shall the teachers spread their
energies over a large field of work or
shall a comparatively few subjects be

well tuught? She claims that the
true work of the teacher is
not steaching but training.

Miss Smith urgently suggested “phys-
icial training in connectiou with in-
tellectual development. She believes
in Industrial schools for girls well
as for boys. Taking the high ground
that mapual training together with
healthy mental occupation is effectual
in checking the extravagaut pressure
of the public school system, and that
complex  emotion called worry; and
brings into exercise the calmer facul-
ties, ns judgement, reason, ete.”

Quite a numbor of useful subjects
were discussed by the teachers; such
as the Tariff Reform, the “Postal
Telegraph.” ““Shall weannex No Man’s
Land to Kansas?" “The Bluir Educa-
tional BilL™

Of course the teachers do not feel
they are able to seitle all these ques-
tions satisfactorily, but this shows
what the teachers are reading about
and thinking about, and it shows the
time is near when the teacher’s in-
fluence will have some weight in politi-
cul as well as edoeational gquestions.

After the war he settled
in Illinois, and removed from that-
state to Barton county in 1873, For
the five years following his arrival
here he was engaged with various of
our business men, always comma::ling
the highest salary for his integrity jand
value as a clerk. In 1878 hie was elected
on the democratic ticket to the office of
county treasurer, which office he filled
for four years with honor to himself
and his constituents.

In 1882 the smallpox scourge deprived
him of most that is held dear in thia
world, taking in a few short days his
wife and two children.

During the war he contracted heart,
lung and throat troubles, and Ilast
summer he thought the climate of Cali-
fornin might assist in restoring his
health. While he was still in Cal-
fornia his aged mother who lived with
another gon in this couuty, sickened
and died, and from this time on he ap-

peared to become more feeble, dying at
San Diego, Cal., on Jan. 31st.
