Taus far this spring we have bad no
unhealthy boom in real estate. What
we mean by an unhealthy boom is the
yushing in of property owners and
placing their lands io the hands of
real estate owners, calling around every
day and raising the price on them just
a8 soon as the movement in transfers
begins to be a bit lively. Of course we
are here to make money and we have
the country that will make us money,
but we can better afford to be satisfied
with reasonable profits on our invest-
ments than to attempt to rush sales or
values simply because the demand be-
gins to be greater.

“Prof. Robt. Hay, Assistant Geolo-
gist of the Kansas Board of Agrical-
ture, says: ‘The matter will be urged
upon the next legislature, and we be-
lieve they will recognize the import-
ance of the measure. There is certain-
ly great need of a geological survey in
this state. The littie that is known of
our mineral resources and the strata of
the esrth is in private hands. A sur-
vey would probably result in the dis-
covery of coal mines which are un-
known and would give us the depths at
which we may expect to find coal, salf,
and other minerals. As it is now,
prospectors dig for coal; sometimes
they are successful, and often they are
not successful; their prospecting' how-
ever isof very little benefit to the
State.”

In conversation with our friend Mr.
Stoke, of the Barton County DeMo-
CRAT, we were led in the course of re-
marks to inguire how it was that the
democracy of Barton county were of
late coming to the front and getting in
so many county officers. The answer
came that there had been a vastin-
erease in the population of Barton com-
posed prineipally of voung men who are
as a rule, democrats.

Friday’'s Suicide.

Saturday the intelligence reached
this city that a young woman had com-
mitted suicide at the home of Stephen
Brown, 18 miles north of this city.
From Coroner 8. J. Shaw we get the
following facts:

Carrie Chapin, the vietim of an wun-
timely death, came to Barton county
about one and a balf years ago, from
vicinity of Fond du Lac, Wis.,, and
made her home with her aunt, Mrs.
John W. Smith. She was & young
woman some nineteen years old, pre-
possessing in appearance, was liked
and respected by all who knew her and
had made many frieads in the neigh-
bor hood. She was at the time of her
death engaged to be married to a young
farmer neighbor, and appurently had
nothing but some unbappy experience
in connection with the home of her
adoption to cause her to take the fatal
step shie has.

Friday afternoon she left the home
of Mr. Smith and going to Brown's
about sundown was immediately seized
with deathly agony and died in a few
moments. She had around ber neck a
small ribbon to which was attached a
small vial half full of arsenic.

Dr. Shaw reached the place about
10 a. m., Saturday and immediately
empaneled a jury composed of John
Wilkins, John Howard, Nelson Comp-
ton, Chas. Watson, and Orvir Baldwin.
The jury carefully examined all the
circumstances in the case and gave it
as their verdict that the woman came
to her death by arsenic poisoning, the
drug baving been administered by her
own hand.

It came out during the inguest that

At 1l o'clock on Monday a test of
the water works was made, which, to
the disinterested eye, did not show the
waterworks to be possessed of ability
to do very eflicient work in case of a
good sized fire. Three streams were
thrown at the same time, from different
bydrants, and guesses as to the highest
point reached by any of them vary from
35 to 56 feet. Surveyor C. Q. Newcomb
took bearings from a given point to the
different streams, and his report is that
the highestipoint reached was 77.8 feet.
His measurements of the three streams
are: On Peters near the square, 77.8
feet; on Holland near Lakin, 74.9 feet;
at the farthest one east, 71.1 feet, these
measurments being of the very highest
point reached by the spray. The ef-
fective stream would reach to within
frem 10 to 15 ft. of these measurements.
We have got to have something better
than that, gentlemen, for protection
against fire. Try again.

Following is the ordinance prepared
and passed by the city council, but
which Mayor Buckland has not yet
signed :

An Ordinance, to ide for o system o
Water Works fm of 'Muy Bend.{
State of Kansas, for the extinguishment
of fires, sanilary and other purposes.
Granting to J. A. Jones, his associates,
successors and assigns, the right o con-
struct said Water Works, And con-
tracting with J. A. Jones, his associales,
successors and assigns, for fire hydrands,
until said city of Great Bend shall pur-
chase said works, and giving to said eity
an option to purchase said works.

Be it ordained by the Mayor and
Councilmen of the city of Great Bend,
State of Kansas:

SecTioN 1—That there is bereby giv-
en and granted to J. A. Jones, of
Wichita, Kansas, his associates, suc-
cessors, or assigns, the right and priv-
ilege for the term of twenty-one years,
from the adoption of this ordinance, of
sapplying the city of Great Bend, and
the inhabitants thereof, water, for do-
mestic, sanitary and other uses, and for
the extinguishment of firves,

Bec. 2—The said J. A. Jones, his
associates, suecessors or assigns, is
hereby authorized to establish, con-
struet, operate, and maintain, said
works insaid city; receive, take, and
store, conduct and distribute water
through the said city, to construct and
extend aqueduocts, mains and pipes,
through all the streets, lanes, ualleys
and public grounds of said city, as the
same exists, or may hereafter be ex-
tended.

Sec. 3—The genernl plan of the
work, shall be as follows, two pumps of
one million U. 8. gallons capscity each,
every twenty-four hours, said pumps to
be independent each of the other, so
that they can be used seperately; an
engine house to be built either of brick
or stone; two boilers, each to be inde-
pendent of the other; and a stand pipe,
not less than twelve feet in diameter,
and to be not less than one hundred and
fifty feet higher than the intersection
of Main street and Broadway, in said
city; the supply of water to be obtain-
ed, by driving into the ground, to a dis-
tance of not less than sixty feet, a
sufficient number of drive well points
and gas pipe,and from a well which shall
be maintained, not less than twenty-
soven feet in depth, and of not less
than sixteen feet in diameter, with a
flow of water sufficient Lo supply said
pumping machinery, as herein before
provided for. There shall bLe laid
not less than four and one-half miles
of cast iron pipe, said pipe to vary in
size. from four to ten Inches inside
diameter, all pipes to be lmd not less
thun thirty inches below the surface of
the ground; said works shall be capa-
ble of discharging four one inch
streams, from any four hydrants,
through two hpndred feet of two and
and one-half inch rubber hose, and one
inch nozzle, to a hight of eighty feet,
any where the city council may elect to
make the test, and upon this test being
made, and upon compliance with the
other provisions of this ordinance, the
eity shall be obligated to pay hydrant
rental, as bereinafler provided for; and
such tests may also bé made at any
time, or times in the future, oi resolu-
tion of the city council, and in case of
a failure of said works to fill such tests,
then shall the liability of sald city to
pay bydrant rentul, cease, until such
time as said works shall fill such test,
as aforesaid.

Provided however, that in any case
any portion of the mains in any part
of said city, or any hydrants, becom-
ing frozen, bursted, or otherwise out of
proper condition, and in case of written
notice to the superintendany, oy eiler
person in charge of skl watler works,
of any fect, signed by the Mayor,
er Ally of sail city. having been
given, then and in that case, if said de-
fectshall not be remedied within forty-,
eight hours after the i m?p a

motiee, the liahliky o AW

cease, as to all rental, from the time of
giving such notice, until such time as
such mains or hydrants shall have been
put in perfect condition.

And in case of dumage to any citi-
zen or citizens by reason of such mains
or hydrants being out of condition, and
in case said company shall not forthwith
proceed, from the time of the reciept
of the aforesaid notice, to remedy any
such defect or defects, then said com-
pany shall be liable for any such dam-
age. And the amount of such damage
having been ascertained, the city coun-
cil shall retain the amount thereof out
of the annuoal rental due said waler
works company.

Sec. 4—In consideration of the bene-

fits that will accrue to the city of Great
Bend and its inhabitants the said city

hereby agrees to rent, and does rent,
fifty double discharge, anti-freezing
hydrants of four inches inside measure-
ment, at an anpual rental of $2,500.
Payable semi-annually on the first day
of July and the first day of January, at
the fiscal agency of the State of Kansas,
in the city of New York. And said J.
A. Jones, his associates, successors, or
assign, in consideration of the above
named benefit, shall furnish free of
charge, water for fire purposes, for
practice of fire company, for flushing
city gutters and sewers, and for use in
all public schools, and all other public
buildings, and shall also furnish and
maintain in each ward, at some place
designated by the city council, a public
drinking fountain for man ané beast,
from which no water shall be taken in
vessels,

And the said J. A. Jones, his as-
sociates, successors or assign shall per-
mit said city to obtain through one or
more cranes, erecled at the city’s ex-
pense, no charge to be made by the
company for tapping for sald crane,
such water as shall be deemed neces-
sary for sprinkling of Main street from
A.T.&8. F. R. B. depot, to Broad-
way, in said eity; from Williams on
Broadway east to Peter avenue; thence,
on Peter ayenue south to Lakin save-
nue thence, on Lakin west to Williams
avenue north to Broadway, and from
Main street, west on Forest avenu e to
Williams avenue; said water for the
above purposes to be free to the city.

8gc. 5—1In the event that the said J.
A. Jones, his associates, successors
and assigns, shall issue bonds upon the
works, rights and privileges belonging
to him, or them, then and in that event,
the Mayor and the city clerk, shall en-
dorse upon suid bonds at the reguest
of the said J. A, Jones, his associates,
successors or assigns, that said J. Al
Jones, his associates or assigns, have
in all respects, complied with all obli-
gations, if such be the case; that the
city, by proper authorities will cause
to be paid at the fiscal agency of the
state of Kunsas, In the city of New
York, the hydrant rental as the same
becomes due.

S8ec. 6—The eity shall have the right
to purchase the works, rights and priv-
ilege, at the expiration of ten years, at
the appraised valuation; and in case of
failure Lo purchase at the expiration
of ten years, then may the city pur-
chase the same at the expiration of
euch five years thereafter. Such pur-
chase to be made at an appraised yvalua-
tion of the same, to be made by three
disinterested gxperts, the city to choose
one the said J. A. Jones, his associates,
successors, or assigns to choose a
second, and these two to choose the
third. And such appraisers shall be
duly sworn, and shall make their
appraisment upon actual view of the
property, and shall make their valua-
tion upon its value at such time. The
city may then purchase and pay for
such property at such valuation, at any
time within six months after soch val-
uation shall be made, and on failure
to solpurchase the property, shall pay
all expenses of the appraisment; in
case of purchase the city shall assume
and perform all unfinished econtracts,
and in case of no hydrant rental, being
in existence at the time of purchase,
the number of hydrants shiall be taken
into consideration at the rates estab-
lished by this ordinance; the valuation
and appraisment provided for in this
section shall be made by said three
appraisers, or a majority of them.
