THE DOUBLE ALARM. !

Burning of a Bagging Factory and Death
of a Woman.

St. Lotus, March 23. At three o'clock
yesterday afternoon a double alarm was
turned in for a fire, in the Standard
bagging factory, ' on "Stoddard avenue,
near Twelvth street.

A rush
was made for the narrow stairway, but
before half the number conld. escape they
found themselves cut off by ; heat. and.
smoke. The few men employed in the
building worked bravely and rapidly and.
succeeded in. leading, the panic f stricken
girls through the smoke and flames to a
place where they could drop to the lot' ad-
joining the building and all were thus
saved with the exception of Ada Lebrecht,
who was found horribly burned.

Charles , Gufron. a middle-age- d , man,
worked Heroically in gettingthe girls out
of the burning building.-- . He remained on
the third floor too long and when he turned
to go out found all means of escape cut off
save by the window. He took his only
chance, jumped and was terribly injured
by the fail, but will not die. A man ; was
run over by a fire .engine during the ex-
citement and badly injured and was taken
away from tbe scene by friends before his
name. could be learned.
