DUN'S REPORT.

e Exolt t But No Material
Change In Business.

Kxw Yorx, June 20,—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade says: It bas bzen
a week of considerable excitement in
speculative circles, and of heavy general
trade, without material change in condi-
tions. As all depends in larges measure at
this season wupon crop prospects,
it Is most encouraging to find the
reports in  this partioular nnusaally
favorable, the only mnoteworthy ex-
ception being that some damage to cotton
and grain from frequent rains Is reported
at Galveston. In the Northwest the grain
outlook is particularly fine, great im-
provement being reported in quarters
where there had besn some apprehension.
With crops of unusual magnitude highly
probable, and with a general volums of
business so maintained, and the main in-
crease of 50 per cent. over last year in
clearing house returns, the progpect is not
gloomy.

Detroit notes quist business, and Eansas
City and Omaha report fair activity; at
Milwaukee improvement is seen with
greater activity, and at Cleveland and
Pittsburgh the iron and otber trades con-
tinue to mend. The glass factories have
about all closed for the summer. Coal
mining on the Monongahela is dull. Col-
lections are still slow at Milwaukee, but
at Detroit there is a visible {mprovement.
The money markets continue amply rup-
plied.

Wheat advanced 2 cents, with salns of
24,000,000 bushels on Wednesday, and bj,-
000,000 for the week, but all accounts of
harvesting thus far are satisfactory.
Corn and oats bave declined each a frac-
tion, and coffee ia atill sold heavily, trans-
actions for the week reaching 740,000 bags,
and has declined % cent. Pork aud its
products are all a little stronger. The
general average of prices has fallen.

Latest Estimates as to the Namber of Vie-
tims—The Situstion Growing Brighter.
Joamsrown, Pa., June 20.—The time-
keepers in the Cambria iron works office
estimate that from 400 to 5600 of the work-
men in the Gautier and Cambria iron
works wera lost and, counting women and
children dependent on them, they put their
loss of people at 2,000

believes at least 600 strangers were in
town at the time of the flood.

The bureau registering the names of the
living for the distribution of local funds
have secured about 12,000 and they expect
to register 20,000.

About 200 deposit books of ths Johms-
town Bavings Bank are reported lost by |
depositors or their heirs. There were
§774.000 on deposit and much of this is the
property of people having no heirs.

The situation is growing brighter every
day. Eighty thousand dollars in casb
arrived yesterday to pay the men in the
wvarious depariments. Ths work of regis-
tering the flood sufferers for the purpose
of distributing the local funds was finished
last night but the totals have not been
added. The men in charges of the work do
not think more than 4,000 persons were
lost.

RBRov. Dr. Beale, chairman of the morgue
committes, has made his official report
He has a record of about 2, 300 bodies. Ten
bodies were recovered yesterday. The
greatest lo:s sf life occurred on Washing-
ton street, 129 persons being killed in one
bhouse and the listz of dead from this
thoroughfare reaches 138, Property losses
amounting to nsarly §6,000,000 have been
reported. .

The Disappearance of the St. Louls School
Teacher—Her Body Found In the River—

A COMBINATION STORM.
A Destructive Storm Sweeps Through
Portions of Minnesota.

Rousuronp. Minn., June 20 —A combined
cyclons, waterspout and hail storm passed
from one to five miles east of hers Thurs-
day mnight, destroying every thing in ita
path. It probably gathered over the town
of Wiscoy, Winona County, entered
Money creek, Houston County, section 2
and 8, passed almost due ncrth, curving
slightly to the west, through Yucatan and
the eastern part of Norway in Fillmore
County, and then on through Freble till
it spent its force.

A ST. LOUIS MYSTERY.

A Young Woman Found Dead in the
Streets—Murdered and Robbed.

Detective Desmond
took off her shoes and on examining them
found that they were from the shoe atore
of Joel Bwope in this eity. He at once
went to the store and the bookkeeper,
upon consulting the sblpping book, found
that the shoes had bsen purchased on
April 10 and on May 7 shipped to Annis
Weiss, Madison House, Jefferson City, Mo,

The body was taken to the morgus,
where several Jefferson City people called
and positively ldentified it asthatof Anna
Weiss, head chambermaid at the Madison
House, that city.

An sutopsy was held and i§ was found
the woman had died from concussion of
the brain, caused by the blow on her head.
8She was enciente. Bhe had been visiting
Mrs. Hollingaworth, a sistsr, of this city
on her reiturn from relatives in Terre
Haute., Ind., and it is reported that she
hAd an unknown lover in this city.

That the body was robbed after the
murder there is no room for doubt Bhe
bad about sixty dollars in money and a
pair of diamond sarrings worth ninety
dollars, when she came to Bt. Louis. The
earrings were given to her by Mr.
McLsire, a guest of the Madison House
last winter while he was ill there for a
week. The earrings were not found on
the body, nelther was the money.

The dead are being tak=n to the unuer-
taking establishment of F. J. SBtader as
they are recoveved. and prepared for
burial. Itis almost certain that at least
twenty-five people were kilied in the
wreck. The water in the creek at ths
point where the aceident occurred is about
twelve feet deep, and it is expected that
ten or twelve bodies are held in the creek
by the wreckage.

John H. Miller, a flagman on ons of the
freights, states that the proper signals
ware given when the position of the shift-
er was discovered, and Engineer Caldwell
snswered, but the speed was too high.
When the ill-fated train left Bol-
iver about forty workmen boarded
her, but Conductor Barnhart put them
off at' Derry. When the train lelt
there a great many of them boarded bher
again. Four of the injured taken from
one car stated that eleven others were in
the car and in another box car it is stated
by one of the rescued that there were
fifteen or twenty men. One or two of the
bodies taken from the wreck were terribly
burned by the lime which covered the
wreck.

The train, going at a speed of twenty-
five miles an hour, crushed into the cars
on the bridgs, tearing up the rails and ties,
plunged over the side of the stone bridge,
a descent of forty feet, into the bad of the
creek. At the same moment an east-
bound freight was passing on the other
track and one of the wrecked cars caught
the car next to the caboose on this train,
wrecking it and bad'y using up the push-
ing engine. Eighteen loaded and thirteen
empty cars together with an engine are a
total wreck.

BEGGS IN THE BOTTLE.

The Chicago Folice Have the Lawyer of
Camp 20—-Rumor That He Has Turned
Informer.

Caicaco, Juns 27.—The sensation of
yesterday in the Cronin murder case was
the announcement that Lawyer John F.
Beggs, ex-president of camp 20 of the
Clan-na-Gasl, by which body it is held
that the physician’s death was decreed,
and who was deposed from the presidency
of the Irish-American club & few nights
ago, had been placed under arrest. Inves-
tigation developed the fact that he bad
been taken from his lodgings shortly after
midnight and locked up in the Warren
avenus station. He was brought
down to ths courk house
Iate yesterday afternoon in & patro
wagon sirongly guarded by police and
uvshered without delay inio the presemce
of the grand jury. For an hour or more a
volley of questions was fired at him, but
toall evasive replies were roturned. He
particularly refused to admit that shortly
before Cronin’s murder he had made a
bitter speech in camp 20, denouncing the
physician as a British spy. At the com-
clusion of his examination be was re-
turned to the station, but the police re-
fosed to let any one see him.

The prisoner is a well-to-do lawyer and
bas had some prominence as a politician.
It is stated that bis arrest was ordered by
Btate’s Attorney Longenecker. "

Chief Hubbard, when importaned by
newspaper men who wished to interview
the prisoner, said Beggs did not wish to
be seen. . On this foundation rumaors
spread that Beggs was the camp No. 20 in-
former, whom the suthorities have imtl-
mated they wers in communication with.
