TANNER REVISED.

One of the Cases Which Led to the Com-
missioner's Bemowval.

Wasmixerox, Oot. 10.—The Secretary of
the Interior has rendered a decision re-
vising the action of ex-Pension Commis-
sioner Tanner by which that official
doubled the pensions of all persons draw-
ing #2 per month for partial *non specific
disability.” The order by Tauner wus
issued in April todate back to his entrance
in office. The rate for total disability ina
non-specific case is 3% per month, for hair
disability ., #4 per month, aml for one-
fourth disability %2 per month. Tan-
ner ordered that all persons
rated at the oune-lourth should be classed
as specific disability and receive half dis-
ability rate. This would have doubled
the pensions of about 20,000 persons who
were then drawing $24 per year, and wounld
thus increase the pension pavmeuts about
three-fourths of a million dollars per vear.

The
day for the exscution was set, and the
electr.cal spparatus bad aiready been a=t
up in the prison when ings were
taken to test the coustitutiooality of the
law, thereby granting Kemmler a new,
though brief, lease of life.

The past month has been favorable for
corn, Hlight frost nortk of 40 degrees in-
jured late corn, but the percexiage of
damage was generally very small, as the
crop was well matured in the third week
I Beptember. The dry weather came op-
portunsly after the abundant rains of
July and August which somewhat im-
paired the condition of crops on
the Atlantie cosst In the BSlates
south of Maryland the bottom lands
were quite too wet for the best yield
or quality. Considerable acres were
blown down and some Injury resulted
from rotting in all of the cotton Btates.
In the Ohio valley there was an excess of
moistare in May and June that retarded
planting and delayed maturing. The best
development of maize was in the Missouri
walley. The best growth of rye waa in
the guif States. It could scarcsly be im-
proved in either district, though the yield

The returns of yleld per acre of wheat
are in thresher measurement. This re-
port is preliminary, as the local estimates
will be tested by the record bioks of the
threshers now coming. The present aver-
ages for ths priocipal BStates are
148 bushels in New York; in Penn-
sylvania, 123; Ohio, 14.6; Michigan, 14.7;
Indiane, 14.7; Iliinois, 16: Wisconsin, 142;
Minnesote, 14.6; lowa, 18 1; Missouri, 13;
Kansas, 18 4; Nebraska, 12; Dakota, 83,
and California, 15. Winter wheat was in-
jured in many districts, during harvest
and in the stack, by heavy rains, and ia
comparatively light, grading badly, thus
reducing valua. Ita weight and quality
will be the subject of further report, after
test of the scales in marketing.

The cotton returns show large plant-
ings, active opening of bolls, fibrine in
good condition and generally fine weather
for packing. Yet the plant is everywhere
reported late and fears are expressed that
frost may seriously shorten the crop. The
condition is naturally reported high with
a reservation by the most intelligant
correspondents that present favorable
appearances are deceptive; that in seasons
of excessive molsture the outcome falls be-
low expectation, while in those of drought
the result is better than was feared.

sufficient moisture whest sowing was well ad-
vanced October 1.  In nearly all the counties of
the State our correspondents say an increased
acreage of wheat will be sown this fall over that
of lnst year.
