to the principles laid down by the
third party as prudence and patriotism
would permit, while the republican was
the party of plutocracy pure and un-
defiled. Hence there were democrats
that would not vote with the republi-
cans under any consideration, and vice
versa. Under this condition of affairs
some democrats voted with the alli-
ance, and at the expense of their own
party, made the ailiance strong enough
to carry the county; but seemingly the
alliance is unconscious that this fact
was the key to their sucecess.

“Now, if the democrats will make
good nominations they will find all who
once belonged to the party ready to
fall in line and again work for their
first love.

We wish to gently
remind the democrats of Barton that,
though defeated in a loeal fight in Bar-
ton county, it will not dim the fact
that we belong to the grandest and
most laudable party in America; a
party that last year polled a majority
of over 800,000 votes, being a majority
of over 300,000 over all other parties
combined; a party with the most bril-
liant and unimpeachable records in the
annals of American history. A party
that last fall elected 236 representatives
against BT republicans and eight for
the alliance; a party that elected 25
governors; a party that will in 92
make & slean sweep of the country and
gain control of every branch of the
federal government.

REPUBLIOAN COUNTY OONVENTION.
It Finds Several Viotims and Puts Them
Forward to Go Down Once More.

The republican county convention
met in the court house on Saturday,
the 5th, at 11:30 a. m. It was called to

order by chairman of the central com-
mittee, Ross. A.D. Butler was made
temporary chairman and Oscar O'Blen-
iss and Ira H. Clarke temporary secre-
taries. Committees on order of busi-
ness, resolutions, credentials, and per-
manent organizalion were appointed,
and the convention adjourned to 1:30
p. m.
AFTERNOON.

Called to order at 2 o’clock. The
committee on order of business re-
ported as follows: The reports of the
various committees to be made and
the nominations to then follow in the
following order, viz: Treasurer, Clerk,
Register, Bheriff, Surveyor, :Coroner
and Commissioner. The report was
amended, that the election of chairman
of the county central ecommittee be first,
then the selection of township commit-
teemen, and the nominations; the re-
port accepted and adopted as amended.

The following township commitllee-
men were selected: Albion, J. W.
Logan; Beaver, M.!C. Brinson; Buffalo,
levi Guno; Clarence, A. M. Button;
Comanche, C. A.Willms; Eureka, J. R.
Harris; Fairview,” T. C. Barrows;
Great Bend, Geo. Caraway; Homestead,
Ira ©lark; Independent, M. C. Elmore;
Lakin, H. L. Ives; Liberty, P. R. Cory;
Logan, W. L. Stewart; Pawnee Rock,
Elh Bowman: South Bend, D.W. Ward;
Wheatland, Frank Millard; Walnut,
M. B. Fitts; Washburn, J. N. Robinson;
City—1st ward, H. J, Sturgis; 2d ward,
A. J. Buckland; 3d, Jas. Clayton; 4th,
W. H. H. Eeeney. (The townships of
Cheyenne, Cleveland, Grant and Union
were not represented.)

The convention then waited ten
minuates until the committee on creden-
tials was ready to make its report.
(Here Caraway informed the conven-
tion that the chairman of said commit-
tee was *‘fixing up credentials for some
delegation.”) During this wait speech-
es were called for from ‘“‘ex-members
of the alliance,” but for some reason he
did not respond. E. C. Cole responded
to an enthusiastic call from all the
delegates (except Caraway), and gavea
neat little talk about Appomattox, Bull
Run, etc. He mentioned President
Harrison, and not a wave of enthusi-
asm rolled across the peaceful breasts
of the delegates, but when he men-
tioned Jim Blaine the boys enthused
quite a bit. Caraway was then called
for, and immediately opened his mouth
and put his foot into it. He said when
he concluded to come to Kansas he
hunted around for a place where there
was a good republican majority, and
found it here in Barton; he said that
‘*when he came liere Barton county had
500 republican majority.” (Some of the
delegates probably wondered if his
comiug had anything to do with reduc-
ing that majority to zero?) He gave
the alliance “‘calamity howlers,” re-
pudiators,” ete., a few side wipes and
read an extract from some paper on
*‘pension iniquities;’ the whole trend of
his short speech was the same old
bloody shirt nonsense—his only stock
in trade.

The committee on ecredentials then
brought in their report, giving the
number of accredited delegates from
each township, but no names of dele-
gates. Upon motion, the roll of town-
ships was called and the names of
delegates announced.

A ballot was taken for chairman of
the central commiltee, resulting in the
following vote: Geo. N. Moses 21, Jas.
Clayton 30, M. Caraway 60, W. H. H.
Keeney 5, A. C. Schermerhorn 2. The
second ballot resulted in the election of
Caraway with 93 votes, the result
standing—Clayton 21, Moses 7, Keeney
4, Ross 2, and Schermerhorn 1.

There being no delegates from Beaver
township, Caraway moved that as there
were two republicans present from tbat
township they be allowed to act as del-
egates; carried. A. J. Buckland want-
ed L let “Brother Fenno” represent
Union, but Mr. Fenno very respectfully
declined.

The commiltee reported James Clay-
ton for permanent chairman and Frank
Redfield, Oscar O'Blennis and U. H.
Holder, secretaries.

Mr. Clayton, im taking the chair
stated that “*it was not best to make
much of a speech,” that the delegates
should *“‘try and come together and
nominate a ticket;” that they should
‘“‘try and make up all differences, and
endeavor to nominate a ticket and lo-
cate the candidates as well as possible
in the different parts of the county.”

The committee on resolutions re-
ported a set of resolutions that were a
re-hash of former resolutions in this
state, with prohibition carefully left
out; they denounced the *“‘horde of
calamity howlers;” endorsed the **Mec-
Kinley bill and Bill McKinley,” and
(of course) condemned zll democrats as
being ignorant, poverty stricken and
irresponsible. The report was adopted

amidst an unusual calmness.

Careful investigation by experts has
shown that to establish & gevuine tin-
plate mill in this country would be a
task involving a year’s time in the
construction of buildings, furnaces and
machivnery, and un expenditure of {rom
$150,000 to 200,000 before a singie plate
should have been dipped. Such a mill
would be large enough to make tinplate
in commercial quantities, and if the
product sbould compare favorably in
quality and in price with the imported
plate it would find a ready wmarket. It
is needless tv say, bowever, thut the
dealers in tinplate are igonorant of the
existence of any such plant im this
country, nor has the construction of it
here been seriously propused. All talk
of tinplate-mill building in the United
States at the present time is indulged
in either for advertising purposes or
for political effect.
