MR. SPRNGER'S CONDITION.
ported Yesterday- That He Was Dying--.

Erysipelas Increasing.
Washington, March 7. An alarming'

report touching' Springer's condition
spread about the city yesterday and itwas generally announced that he was
dying: A visit to the Springer resi-
dence proved that no material change
in the sick man's condition had oc-
curred. Three doctors were in attend-
ance and he was very siclc and low.
His condition generally through th
day has been a deep sleep or stupor,
but the doctors and those in attendance
saw nothing1 in the situation for im-
mediate alarm.

The attending physicians held a con-
sultation late last night and at its con-
clusion Dr. John A. Vincent of Spring-
field, III., Mr. Springer's family physi-
cian, made the following statement to
the Associated press:

"There is no occasion for immediate
alarm. Mr. Springer is worse to-da- y,

but that does not necessarily mean that
a fatal result must ensue. This change
is nothing more than might be ex-
pected in the run of this disease. I
fully appreciated that when I said
Saturday that while his condition was
improved then, he was not out of danger.
Throughout the day Saturday his symp-
toms were favorable, bat a change for
the worse took place in the afternoon,
and continued during the niht While
he slept considerable last night, yet it
was broken, restless sleep. There is
an increased development of erysipelas
on his face, attended by delirium and
coma. The aggravation of the erysipe-
las, while of course a matter of gravity,
is not necessarily alarming. It only
shows that there is not sufficient vital-
ity to resist the ravages of the disease.
It shows low vitality and a lack
of physical vigor. The erysipelas be-
gan on his left cheek and has extended
over and covers the entire face ex-
cept the forehead. The nose is very
much swollen with development of
vesicles. Both eyes are involved and
nearly closed. The delirium, of course,
is induced by the disturbed condition
of the nerve centers. The coma or
stupor frequently makes its appear-
ance after he has been talking in an
aimless way about the business of the
house or the tariff bilL After he drops
off into this state of coma or stupor,
however, it is quite easy to arouse him
again, when he will talk quite intelli-
gently perhaps for awhile. But after
the conversation ceases he will
lapse into that condition again.
He is a very sick man, there
is no doubt of that; but it is not
immediately dangerous in my opinion.
Even should the disease terminate
fatally he would pass into a comatose
state an.l remain for hours in that "co-
ndition and possibly a day or two before
death ensued. Drs. Curtis and Verdi
are still with me in the case. Dr.
Curtis, in fact having1 charge of it as
he was the first physician called. We
have consultations twice a day and are
in perfect accord as to the treatment
that is being pursued."

Shooting and
hunting have long been practiced by
women as well as men in England, but
I know some persons who draw the
line at cricket

maids in Warwickshire who are the en-
vy of half the young men ia the county.
The moving spirit of the team is a
fetching; darkey ed maid, with shortcurly brown locks, called Nancy by her
family and intimates.

she is not the least bit of what is called
a "tomboy" in the states. Not a bit of
it! Yet Nancy not only plays cricketbut hockey and tennis" as well She
can row like a 'varsity man, and a story
goes that she was coxswain for a crew
in training on the river near her fath-
er's country house not so long ago.
Then she will give almost any man fif-
ty points at billiards and knows how
to handle a thoroughbred almost as
well 'as a professional trainer. And
the result? Well about as splendid a
sample of physical perfection as it is
possible to become.
