THE SHAIX,W EVENTS.

As the sun ere it is risen sometimes
paints its image in the atmosphere, so
often do the spirits of great events
slide on before the events, and in
today already walks

The full sianilicauce of the move-

ment inaugurated at the Salitaa con-

vention, and in the furtherance of
which the Wichita convention was
held last week, can be appreciated
only by those having some practical
knowledge of the subject of irrigation
and w.'io have witnessed its results

The truth of this assertion was well j

illustrated by a short editorial par- -

agraph that appeared on the eve of the j

meeting at Wichita, in one of the
papers published in that city, which
was iu substance that if the farmers
in western Kansas who are perpet-
ually starving by reason of failure of
crops, or freezing because of their

to purchase fuel, would leave
the barren and God forsaken hills of
that region and settle in a white man's
country, they would be less likely to
be regarded as fools by the general
public.

The same thing might with equal
justice have been said a few years ago
of the pioneers who left the praries of
tvansas auu ueuiuu ujclu,
and in the face of incredible dangers
and hardships occupied tl e plains and
valieys of Colorado, Wyoming, Utah
and Idaho, where the conditions for
successful farming were very much
less favorable than they are today in
the western belt of Kansas, yet where
is the section in eastern Kansas or
Nebraska so formed for fertility, abun-
dant crops and absence of all possi
bility of crop failures as that in which
Greeley. Colo., is located, or ihe valley
of Great Salt Lake in Utah, the Big
Horn and upper Tlatte valleys in
Wyoming, and the magnificent fruit
growing country about Boise, Idaho?
And these are simply examples of what
irrigation has accomplished iu a rain
less region, where the farmer has also
to contend with alkali lauds and sage
brush, wilh short growing seasons and
inadequate transportation facilities,
or none at all, and with a dozen other
obstacles the Kansas farmer never
dreamed of, much less encountered.

While the rain belt has moved west
ward very perceptibly since the settle-
ment of trans-Missou- ri empire, it is
nevertheless true that irrigation has
been the prime factor in effacing from
the modern map all traces of the Great
American Desert, whose outposts re-

ceded gradually to the foot hills of the
Rockies, were then driven back into
the mountain fastnesses, and, finally,
were lost forever amid the eternal
snows of the Continental Divide. The
elevated plateaus of Men tan a artrjr

Wyoming, on which vast herds of
cattle ranged, and a whole section of
which would not raise enough grass
tokeep a steer alive have, through
irrigation, been made the richest hay
meadows on the continent, where the
ranchman or small farmer is rapidly
displacing the c uttle baron and the
cowboy.

A concerted movement to secure to
the citizens of the prarie states their
share of the waters that come from the
melting snows iu the mountains for
purposes of irrigation was inaugur-
ated some years ago by Governor
Thayer, of Nebraska but failed to
secure the encouragement and co ope-

ration that would have made it a
success. Thayer succeeded, however
in alarming the mountaineers and the
result was the proposition for a system
of reservoirs in the mountains, to be
built and regulated by the national
government, which will eventually
uo doubt, be accomplished. Then the
Arkansas, the Platte and other
streams having their source high up
in the hills will resume their former
volume and millions of acres of laud
will be brought under irrigation and
reclaimed by the agriculturist. Arte-
sian wells and reservoirs w ill have to
be resorted to in sections not traversed
by any stream, aud this has been
done successfully too often to be lorg
er considered in the light of an ex-
periment.

The irrigation and successful culti-
vation of all of those lands iu western
Kansas where crop failures hve been
so common of late years is only a
question of time, and once thpy are
relieved from dependence upon the
rainfall, that moment crop failures
will cease to enter into the calcula-
tions of the farmers of that section.
wuo wji. know ne;ther 11 Wd nor
UlOUght. but Will leap as he has SOWe

with the unvarying regularity of tb
changing moons and revolving seasons.
It is withiiy the bounds of possibility
that in those days a succession of
crop failures may overtake the farmers
of middle and eastern Kansas from
too much or too little rainfall and from
the ravages oj pestiferous insects, and
that they will be obliged to appeal
to tLeit brethren in the western part
of the state for seed grain, or sueeor

scarcely relish the suggestion that if
they would abandon their farms and
all their lares and peuate3 they w ould
be less likely to be considered fit candi-- I

dates for the lunatic sylum and more
assured of the sympathy of those who

! put their dependence in irrigating
ditches rather than the clouds.

A Spanish historian of the sixteenth
century, referring to the expeditions
sent out from Montezuma's capital in
search of the Seven Cities of Cibola
and the Provice of tuivera, speaks of
a rich and powerful people with great
towns which would require three days
to pass through them. All their lands
were fertile, abundant and with great
fruit trees, and very full of buffalo.
In one of the cities some thousands
of houses three and four stories high
were counted, and at every one-fourt- h

of a league, more or less, highways of
the width of sixteen paths (and some
more) entered the city. All the plains
from the city to the mountains seemed
a paradise, many large asequias abound-
ing for irrigation. A cacique told
Senor Adelautado of other immense,
rich inland cities and notable things
about them; of plains full of buffaloes
and other'things of strange greatness."
An expedition to this country in 161S
was driven back by "a terrible and
awful earthquake, which seemed to
play with the most solid mountains''
and the search was practically abandon
ed until Coronado organized his famous
expedition and marched through Kan-
sas to the bluffS at Atchison, where he
got his first glimpse of the Missouri
river and began his return march with
out discovering the Seven Cities of Ci-

bola, though he located the Province of
Quivera in the northeastern part of
this state. Afterwards his guide con-

fessed that he had misled him. from
which it would seem that the famous
towns and the plains teeming with
crops raised by irrigation must have
been between the Missouri river and
the mountains in short, in western
Kansas. Their depopulation and dis-

appearance fiojn the' face of the earth
prior to the eighteenth century was
due doubtless to the earthquake above
referred to, which did not, however,
change the climate, or the character of
the soil, which is to day exactly as de-

scribed by Penal i It will be strange
indeed if. with the . hematic irriga-
tion of that region, its prevent popula-
tion does not acquire as m,j h wealth
and build as great cities a3 those
sought for in vain by the Spanish con-
querors, aud restore its ancient power
and prestige. This is but one of the
many results that may be anticipated
from a perfect system of irrigation un-

der national encouragement and aid,
as foreshadowed by the events at Sali-n- a

and Wichita, which paint but faint
images of the sun of prosperity, the
rim of whose disc already visible
above the horizon to the farmers of
western Kansas. Topeka Press.
