The Middle-of-the-Roa- d, Prohib-Femal- e

Suffrage Element on Top.

The convention of the populist party
to nominate a county ticket was called
to order at Hoisington last Saturday
forenoon, and T. H. Butler made tem-

porary chairman and W. F. Honen
temporary secretary. The usual com-

mittees were appointed and tbe working
machinery started, and an adjournment
was then taken to 1:30 p. m.

After dinner Prof. Stryker was put in
as permanent chairman and the reports
of the different committees were heard.
When these reports were in it was plain
that the Arnistrong-Newton-Brinso- n

element had got things fixed up satisfac-
torily and the convention would be run
according to their masterful ideas.

The resolutions pledged allegiance to
the Omaha platform; favored the free
coinage of gold and silver at a ratio of
16 to 1 ; commended Senator Armstrong
for getting a fees and salaries bill pass-

ed by the populist senate last winter,
and condemned Representative Cole for
not getting it passed by the republican
house.

The order of business provided for
