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A GAMBLER SUICIDES.

HOWARD CUM MINGS TAKES
HIS OWN LIFE.

Was a Xoted Character Throughont
MLssoarl, Kansas and Oklahoma Son
of G. .A. It. Commander Cummlng-- - of
Oklahoma Left Foneral Directions. -

Fokt Scott, Kan., Feb. 10. Iloward
Cummings, a well knovfn gambler,
committed suicide last evening in his
room in the Hotel Huntington, by
taking' morphine, after first attempt-
ing to hang: himself to the headboard
of his bed. He arrived In this city,
where he is well known, a week ago
Friday, from Houston, Texas, but reg-
istered from Clinton, Mo. He was' a
sufferer from catarrh of the stomach,
and had twice .before attempted his
own life.

Cummings is a brother-in-la-w of E.
EL Lattimer, a tailor, of Clinton, Mo.,
for whom he left a letter. lie is a son
of Judge J. R. Cummings, department
commander of the G. A. R. of Okla-
homa Territory, and the probate
judge of Kingfisher county.

He asked to be buried here, and
that none of his relatives be notified
until after the funeral. He demanded
that his money be given to his parents
and that he be buried in a pine box in
a cheap lot, adding that he did not be-
lieve in "giving a 830 man a $300
burial." :

Cummiug3 was recently employed as
agent for Pete Golden, the Atchison,
Kan., gambler, at Weir City, Pitts-
burg, Kansas City, Clinton and other
places. ,

Cummings was known as one of ihe
most daring gamblers of the three
states, having operated in all the
large cities. He recently came here
and won $M,S00 from the king gambler
and - then went to Houston, Tex.,
where he operated until a few days
ago. He was about 28 years old. lie
directed that there should be norfuneral, no parade, no invitations and
no display; and ordered that his body
be hauled out in a dray wagon.

SAVANNAH BANK ROBBED
Thieves Get Away With 814,000 in

Itonds and Stamps.
St. Joseph, Mo., Feb. 10. Robbers

made a raid on the State National
Bank at Savannah, Mo., sixteen miles
from here, Friday night. Th ey beat the
night watchman into insensibility and
then effected an entrance into the
vault. They secured about 300 worth
of stamps belonging to the postoffice,
but were unable to open the safe
which contained several thousand
dollars. "

In the private boxes connected with
the vault the robbers found SI 1,000 in
bonds, which they carried away with
them. The bonds were numbered
from 120,733 to 120,744 inclusive and
numbers 114,191 and 114,192. The
coupons on the bonds due January 1 ,
1896, Jiad not been detached.

A New American Order.
Washington, Feb. 10. A new na-

tional semi-- i ilitary organization - has
been formed here by General M. A.
Dillon, founder of the Union Veteran's
Union and the Medal of Honor Legion.
The organization is called the Oriental
Order of Zouaves, and its principal ob-
jects are to cultivate among citizens
of all classes and ages a strong spirit
of Americanism, with a special view to
rigid enforcement of the Monroe doc-
trine. .

Kansas Railroad Hoard.
Topeka, Kan., Feb. 10. The State

Board of Railroad Commissioners has
filed its thirteenth annual report with
the governor. It is a voluminous doc-
ument, covering 800 page0 The con-
tents are largely statia.icaL ' The
principal feature of the report is a de-
fense ot the board against the com-
mon charge that it has no authority
to enforce its decrees, and is main-
tained simply as a political adjunct to
the party in power. r, '

Kroger Will Go to England.
Losdos,, Feb. 10. President Kruger,

of the Transvaal, has accepted the in-

vitation extended by Colonial Secr-
etary Chamberlain to come to England,
accompanied by some members of the
Transvaal executive, to act as a - com-
mission. Probably a special session
of the Volksraad will be called to
grant a formal sanction and to nomi-
nate a commission.

Nearly All for McKinley.

Capital has been taking a vote for
President, and the result is probably
a fair index to the sentir-en- t of Kan-
sas. l'ot counting the rr.iny scatter-i- n

tr vntps. the result un to date stands
as follows: McKinley, 3,1S8; Reed, 82;
Allison. 228; Harrison, 255; Lincoln, 16.
For second choice Reed had 1,203 and
Allison 1,068.

Five Tears for Colean.
Fort Scott, Feb. 10. J. Ii. Colean,

who wrecked the State bank by em-
bezzling 550,000, was sentenced to five
years in the penitentiary at hard la-
bor, the maximum penalty. While
being sentenced he "cried pitifully.
His wife and sister held him up dur-
ing the ordeal.
