WASHINGTON NOTES.

SECRETARY LoONG sent a letter offi-
tially commending Capt Clark, of the
battieship Oregon, and the men under
his command for bringing the vessel
in eafety to Key West, Fla., after its
long journey from the Pacific coast

PresipExT McKiNLey took occasion
in interviews with eongressional call-
ers at the white hounse on the 3lst to
state his conviction that the annexa-
tion of the Hawaiian islands should
be speedily accomplished.

Tue war board at Washington, now
that Admiral Cervera's fleet was lo-
cated in Santisago de Cuba, was con-
sidering the advisability of securing
the entrance to the harbor so that the
Spanish vessels could not escape and
then reducing the city and capturing
the Spanish squadron. A holexchange
of dispatches was going on between
Commodore Schley and Washington
on the subject.

Tue monthly statement shows that
mt the close of business May 31, i80S,
the public debt, less cash in the fed-
eral treasury, amounted to $1,087,778,-
760, an increase over last month of
$19.541,108.

SURGEON GENERAL STERNBERG, of the
army, has received numerouns letters
from patriotic ladies asking what arti-
cles would be most acceptable for the
use of our sick and wounded soldiers
in the fleld or in the hospitals. For
the purpose of answering in a general
way these inquiries, he has prepared a
memorandum which will be sent to
persons communicating with him at
Washington on this subject.

No official news was received at
Washington on the 1st regarding the
bombardment of Santiago de Cuba by
Commodore Schley and it was not re-
garded as a serious engagement.

A WasnmixeroNs dispatch on the 2d
stated that unless there was a chaoge
in the plans of the war department a
third ecall for volunteers will be made
necesgary before the additional 75,000
volunteers sre mustered into service,
enlistments being slow.

A pispAaTcH to the New York World
from Washington said that the state
department and the attorney general,
by direction of the president, were
working hard in the preparation of a
form of government for Cuba after the
Spaniards shall have been driven from
the island. The administration does
not believe that Cuba can, immediately
after peace is declared, organize a sta-
ble government and the president be-
lieves it to be his duty to help the peo-
ple in their efforts.

Tue secretary of war on the 3d as-
signed the brigadier generals of vol-
unteers to their stations. Brig. Gen.
Huadson, of Kansas, was assigned to
the Fourth corps, Mobile, Ala., and
Brig. Gen. Nelson Cole, of Missouri,
to the Second corps, Falls Chureh, Va.

Ex-PresipExT CLEVELAND hag writ-
ten a letter to the secretary of the com-
mittes appointed to collect funds for
the Red Cross society, the funds to be
used for the relief of soldiers during
the war, expressing his regret at be-
ing unable to attend a meeting of the
society at Philandelphia and commend-
ing the gociety for its objects.

EanLy on the 5d the American squad-
ron began & second bombardment of
the fortifications at Santiago de Cuba
and a lively cannonading ensued for
two hours, which silenced the Spanish
batteries. The collier Merrimac made
a dash ioto the harbor, but was tor-
pedoed by the Spaniards and sunk and
herecrew of eight men captured. 1t was
believed at Washington that the Mer-
rimac was sent to her destruction in
accordance wilth a pre-arranged plan
by Admiral Sampson in order to dis-
cover whether the harbor mines were
effective.

AN Atlanta, Ga., dispateh stated
that State Senator Carter will lead a
company of giants in the war against
Spain. The senator says this company
will be the tallest in the United States
and physically will hold a distinction
similar to that of the queen’s horse
zuards in England. No person under
six feet will be taken.

Tue business failures in the United
States for the weelk ended the 3d num-
bered 175, according to Bradstreet's
commerecial report, against 192 for the
sorresponding week in last year.

PrivaTe Rornasp MceDoxanp, eom-
pany M, First Missouri regiment, was
drowned in Chickamanga creek, half a
mile from the regiment’s camp at
Chickemauga Park, Ga. The body was
recovered.

Braixern, Minn., was recently vis-
ited by a tornado, accompanied by
rain and hail, which did thousands of
lollars of damage to proparty. The
wind swept throngh the residence por-
tion of the city, wrecking outbuild-
ings, uprooting shade trees, demolish-
ing glass store fronts and tearing of
roofs. No fatalities were reported.

Lovis MarTELS, who was released
from jail on the 5d at Alfred, Me., hav-
ing completed a term to which he was
sentenced for & misdemeanor in which
Mrs. Joseph Glendon was involved.

band of the woman. Glendon then
placed the revolver against his own
breast and fired & bullet through his
heart, dying instantly.

THIRTY-NINE Spanish prisoners, eap-
tured on the Spanish steamship Rita
off Porto Rico on May 8, arrived st
New York on the 8d on the Clyde line
steamship Seminole. They were
torned over to the Austrian consul for
shipment back to Spain.

A TERRIFIC explosion occurred in the
tar paper factory of Tobias, New &
Co., at New York, in which a number
of persons were seriously injured, the
entire plant wrecked and thousands of
dollars of damage done. No one was
killed, but it was feared that some of
the injured may die. The firemen
think the explosion was caused by ac-
cumulation of tar gas

A spPeciaL from Vietorla, B. C, said
that the schooner Lady Jane Grey
foundered 90 miles west of Cape Fint-
tery on May 22, Only 27 out of 61 pas-
sengers were saved.

Tae Kansas City, Pittsburg & Gulf
railroad completed its line into Fort
Smith, Ark., on the 1st.

TuE car barn and 130 ears of the
Consolidated Rallway company at Bal-
timore, Md., was burned, entailing a
loss of 8250,000; fully covered by in-
surance.

A THOUSASD people gathe at
Doyline, La., on the 3d and wiz:uad
the burning at the stake of William
Street, a negro, who attempted the
ruin and murder of Mrs. Parish, who
was reported in a most critical eondi-
tion. The flames were started at one
o'clock and in ten minutes the megro
was a charred mass. It was a sicken-
ing sight.

WorTtHiNgTON Military academy
(Episcopal) near Lincoln, Neb., was re-
cently burned. Loss, $62.000; insured-
for about $30,000. The building was
of brick and stone, 8¢ stories The
fire eaught in the attic, supposably
from a fiue, and, being beyond the fire
limits, nothing could prevent the de-
struction of the building. ¢

Tree Madrid correspondent of the
London Morning Post says that Senor
Leon y Castillo, the Spanish ambassa-
dor to France, at his recent conference
with the gueen regent and Senor Sa-
gasta, was officinlly charged to ask
the powers to intervene to obtain
peace on such terms as would protect
the self-respect of Spain.

Near Muscatine, Cleburn ecounty,
Ala., Kilgore and Barnes, two farm-
ers, who had been at war over a line
fence, shot each other and it was re-
ported that both would die. Kilgore
was tearing the fence away when
Barnes shot. Kilgore fell, bot man-
aged to reach his gun and shot Barnes
before he lost consciousness.

TuE attention of the Madrid publie
on the 1st was absorbed in the condi-
tion of the Bank of Spain, which was
considered more serious than any ree
verse of the war, inasmuch as the im-
possibility of the bank to help the
government means impossibility to
continue the war with the United
States.

Jases UNpERwWOoOD, & traveling jew-
elry salesman, met an awful death
while in the store of a customer at St
Louis the other afternoon. Thioking
it was drinking water, Mr. Underwood
plunged a glass intoa two-gallon erocle
containing eyvanide of potassium and
drank it off. In less than 15 miautes
he was dead.

Apvices from Hayti on the Siststated
that the American fleet at Santiago de
Cuba had cannonaded the batteries of
the harbor and also had a brush with
the Spanish warships there and that
the advantage appeared to be with
the American fleet. Naval officials at
Washington, however, diseredited the
news, and said it was almost impossi-
ble, under the circumstances, that Com~
modore Schley should have forced an
entrance into the harbor, In view of
the dangers which would have to be
surmounted.

Tne story of the capture of the Al-
fonso XIIL, sent out from Key West,
Fla.. was o mistake. She chaged the
St. Paul, but the latter got away by
being the faster boat.

Tue Transmississippi exposition was
opened at Omaha, Neb., on the Ist.
There was a grand civie parade three
miles long. President MeKinley
touched an electric button at the white
house and started the machinery and
sent a telegram of congratulation to
the president of the exposition. At
night a pyrotechnic display on the
most elaborate secale took place in the
exposition grounds.

MatLadvicesreceived from Australia
contain a brief account of the cannibal
outrage in New Guinea. They attacked
a peaceful village, carried off all the
women and captured and killed 18
men, ten of whom they ate.

ReTURNs of the vote for officers of
the International Typograuphical
unton, which was taken in all chapels
in the United States, resulted in the
election of Samuel B. Donnelly, of
New York, for president; J. W. Bram-
wood., of Denver, secretary-treasurer;
George W. Harris, of Chicago, organi-
zer, and J. (. Cain, of New York, dele-
gate of allied crafts to American Fed-
eration of Labor.

T CORK N THE BOTLE

Officials at the Navy Department
Satisfied That Sampson Purpose-
ly Sacrificed the Merrimac.

THE SPANIARDS CLEAR THE CHANNEL.

The Sanken American Colller Merrimae
Hlown Up with Dy i by Admiral
Cervera, foas to Permit Him to Escape
Should Admiral Camara Arrive in Cubao
Waters to Relieve Blockaded Ships.

WassixaeroN, June 5.—*The cork is
driven in the bottle,” was the com-
ment of the naval officers at the navy
department this morning upon the
news of the sinking of the collier Mer-
rimac in the channel at the entrance
of Santiago harbor. They are sbsa-
lutely satisfied that the ship was sent
in by design of Sampson to close the
channel and prevent the escape of the
Spanish squadron and that the under-
taking was successful. If so this will
rank ©8s one of the boldest achleve-
ments in naval history. It will out-
rank even Cushing's famous attack
upon the Albemarle with his little
torpedo boat. ‘That is the opinion at
the navy department at least The
officers say that Cashing had a fight-
ing chance o escape after making his
attack and he did indeed escape.
There was no such chaoce for
the men who toock the Merrimac into
Santiago harbor under the guns which
Schley’s report described as of great
power and over nests of submarine
mines, anyvone of which was safticient
to erush in the bottom of the ship. It
is not possible now to learn who mwade
up this crew that is destined to be
famous in American history, for the
opinion at the navy departmentisthat
Admiral Sampson decided that noman
be ordered into such dangerous duty,
but that volunteers be called for.
There is no doubt, however, that at
least two of the oflicers were aboard,
namely Commander J. M. Miller, of
Missonri, snd Assistant Engineer H.
K. Crank, of Texas The captain
could be relied upon, it is
said, to stick te his ship to
the last and from what is known of
Crank's character, he would not be
likely to leave theship, being the only
commissioned officer on beard. There
is only one opinion at the department
of the courage of the man who coolly
stood at the engine levers down in the
hole and directly above the bottom of
the ship momentarily expected to
come flying upward on the blast of a
mined torpedo.

One of the reasons that form the
basis of the conviction that the Merri-
mae was purposely sunk in the chan-
nel is the fact that the ship was of
little value as & naval vessel. She had
broken down in her machinery and
was kept at work only with difficalty.

‘Some of Crank's letters arc at oaoce

laughable and pathetic in their recital
of the trials and tribulations the
young officer suffered (he is about 25
vears old) in his efforts 1o make the
machinery work at all. This is just
the kind of craft that would be select-
ed to block up the channel. She is of
iron and therefore not likely to be
easily removed by the Spaniards
Then she was empty and so of no im-
mediate value to the fleet

Another reason for believing that
the Merrimae was purposely sunk is
the small number of the crew aboard,
according to the reports.  There seems
to have been just enough men on her
to steer the ship and keep the engines
moving. The normal crew of the col-
lier was abont 40 men, so that the oth-
ers must have been taken off in ad.
vance. Itissald at the navy depart
ment that there is no possibility that
the American sailors captured by the
Spaniards will suffer. They'are not
spies in any sense, butl prisoners of
war and so far there has been no dis-
position shown by the Spaniards tc
mistreat such prisoners

As to the change wrought in the
situntion by this bold expleoit, it i
said that it will now be possible 1c
draw off the larger part of the Ameri-
can fleet for service elsewhere than at
Santiago. perbapsat San Juande Porto
Rico or Havana for instance. A small
force of say two monitorsand a cruiser
would suffice to keep guard at Santisgo,
for all that is neces:sary now is to be
able to bring enough guns to bear up-
on the channel to.prevent the Span-
jiards from attemptiog to clear away
the wreck by the use of torpedoes and
to prevent the escape of the small tor:
pedo boats that might be able to pass
over the Merrimae.

The *paniards Ulear the Channel.

Port av Prisce, June 5.—Further
news received here from Santiago de
Coba confirms the reports that the
bombardment of that place began at
three o'clock Friday morning. After
the action the Spaniards blew up with
dynamite the sunken American collier
Merrimac and have since been at work
clearing the channel so as to, in ail
probability, permit Admiral Cervera’s
fleet to put to sea should
the Cadiz squadron, under Ad
miral Camara, arrive in Cuoban
waters to relieve the blockaded
ships. In the meanwhile the dis
patches from Santiago de Cuba say
the Spaniards pay tribute to the au
dacity of the Americans in so cleverly
attempting to block the channel. Ae
cording to the Spaniards it would be
foolishness upon the part of the Amer
icans to attempt to force the harbor
entrance, which is deseribed as being
long =nd oparrow and thoroughl:s
mined, seemingly forming an insur.
mountable barrier. There are a greal
pumber of insurgents in the vieinity
of Sauntiagoe, probably waiting fo:
some decisive action upon the part of
the American fleet, which will un
doubtediy be the signal for = land at
tack upon the town.
