LATEST NEWS IS GOOD.

Bulletins from the President's Phy-
sicians Dispel Almost All Doubt

as to His Recovery.

WORST PHASES OF CRISIS ARE PAST.

The Chief Executive Mind la Clear and
His Mental Faculties Vigorous as Ever
Restraint Placed Ipon His Talking

.Cabinet Members to Return to Washing-
ton Cook County Democracy's Act.

Buffalo, X. Y., Sept. 10. The fol-
lowing bulletin was issued by the phy-
sicians at 9:20 a. m.; "The presi-
dent's condition is becoming more and
more satisfactory. Untoward inci-
dents are less likely to occur. Pulse,
122; temperature, 100.8 degrees; res-
piration, 28."

The doctors began assembling
about eight o'clock and it was 9:15
before any of them came away from
the Milburn house. A few moments
later Dr. Iiosewell Parke and Secre-
tary Wilson came out together. Dr.
Park answered the many inquiries
with a cheerful and very positive as-

surance of confidence. "The situation
is entirely satisfactor3r," said he, "and
there, r.re no symptoms to cause
alarm." lie was asked if the earlier
bulletin referring to the president's
''somewhat restless night" warranted
any apprehension. "Xot in the least,"
he . replied. "It is entirely natural
that a patient in the president's con-
dition should have some periods of
restlessness. But he is receiving no
anaesthetics. lie is fully conscious
at all times when he is awake, and
his mind is clear." Whent asked if
the president conversed with those
about him, the doctor said the pa-
tient was quite able to talk and did
so far as the physicians permitted,
although they were reluctant to per-
mit him to sap any of his energy ,in
this way.

Secretary "Wilson was overjoyed
with the word which the physicians
brought from the sick. room. "The
president will get well," he said sev-

eral times. "I feel it, and I am sure
the doctors now feel it. Of course,
the danger point has not been passed,
but the continued absence of unfa-
vorable symptoms strengthens our
hope. The period for peritonitis to
appear is rapidly passing away and
there is not a sign of inflammation.
.rhe proinptness with which the oper
ation was performed and the skill
with which it was accomplished is
telling their story. The tissues were
sutured so quickly that they probably
began to heal immediatelj. The pres- -

dent's good health and the long life
of careful living behind him are in
his favor, but above all his indomi
table will and courage are the
factors counted upon to pull him
through. He has made up his mind
to live, and live he will. The rise in
his temperature during the night
was somewhat disturbing, but his
condition is better and our hopes con
tinue in the ascendant. The fact
that his slumber during the night
was restless is not to be wondered
at. All the conditions uncier wnicn
he is living are abnormal. The wa
ter and liquid nourishment which he
is receiving are being administered
hypodermically, and this alone would
account for his restlessness.

Dr. Herman Mynter came from the
Milburn house at 9:30. He said to the
Associated press: "Everything is sat
isfactory. Every hour, that passes
with ho decidedly unfavorable results
is encouraging and indicative of final
recovery." Dr. Eugene Wasdin, an-

other of the consultation staff,
emerged from the house a few min-

utes later, lie said: "There are no
JUt reding symptoms. The reKtlcKB-ne- s

"Ydu certalnby may," answered
the vice president, turning quickly
and grasping his hand, and then as
two laborers with dinner pails and
tools slipped up he shook hands with
them. "Ain't you afraid to be shot?"
asked one of the men. "No, sir,"
he snapped out, "and I hope no official
of this country will ever be afraid.
You men are our protection and the
foul deed done the afternoon of Fri-
day will only make you the more
vigorous in your protection of the
lives of those whom J'ou select to of-

fice. Such men as you can work with
the ballot the salvation of the coun-
try without resort to violence."

Mrs. McKinley FnUy Informed.
Milburn House, Buffalo, N. Y., Sept.

10. Mrs. McKinley.was admitted to
the sick room Monday morning and
had a brief stay with her afflicted
husband. The veil of domestic pri-
vacy is of course, thrown over the
details of the meeting. Mrs. McKin- -
ley bore up well and displayed the
same fortitude which has character-
ized her, as well as the president,
since the tragic event occurred. Al-

though there have been statements
that Mrs. McKinley has not been ap-
prised of the manner in which the
president is injured, it can be stated
positively that she is fully aware that
hewas shot, although it has not been
necessary to dwell upon the harrow-
ing details of the affair. As much as
possible, she has been buoyed up by
the encouraging attitude of the ph3rsi- -
cians, and she has responded by giv-
ing all her strength toward passing
through the ordeal with calmness.

Senator Uaona Jubilant.
Milburn House, Buffalo, N. Y., Sept.

10. Secretary Hitchcock and Senator
Hanna emerged from the Milburn
house shortly after noon. The sen-

ator appeared to be very jubilant. He
stopped a moment before entering
his automobile to express his great
satisfaction at the president's condi-
tion. "Every bulletin is an improve-
ment," said he, "and the last is the
best of all. Of course last night was
an anxious one, but the president
passed in safety without a change
for the worse. The crucial period'
will probably extent through another
day, possibly longer, but every hour
now is a victor. Mrs. McKinley was
with the president for some little
time this morning," he added. "She
is doing splendidlj'."

Financiers Believe He YF1II Recover.
London, Sept. 10. "The feeling of

the British financial world," said Lord
Rothschild to a representative of the
Associated press, "is that President
McKinley will get well and everything
come out all right. Hence the rise of
American securities on the stock ex-

change above parity."
Cabinet Members to Return.

Washington, Sept. 10. The most
favorable news yet received in Wash-
ington from Buffalo reached Assistant
Secretary of the Treasury Ailes from
Secretary Gage over the long distance
telephone. The secretary said that
the latest report of the phj'sieians
was eminently satisfactory and that
the president undoubtedly would get
well. Secretary Gage expects to re-

turn to Washington in a day or two
and will be followed at intervals by
other members of the cabinet. It is
not expected that any of them, with
the possible exception of Secretary
Hajv will remain in Buffalo for any
length of time.

Action by Cook County Democracy.
Chicago, Sept. 10. The Cook Coun-

ty Democracy has voted to abandon
its strip to the exposi-
tion, giving as a reason that it would
be indelicate for a political club to
march and enjoy itself in the streets
of Buffalo at a time when the presi-
dent of the United States was in dis-

tress nearby. The club also adopted
resolutions "expressing sincere regret
and sorrow at the attempted assassi-
nation of President McKinley and hope
that our esteemed president will be
restored to full and perfect health."

Secretary of War Root Directs That
the Assassin Czolgosz Be Not

Allowed to Pose.

UNITY HIS CHIEF CHARACTERISTIC.

Detectives Confident Others Moved Him to
the Deed, m He Is a Miserable Coward
Gbastly Pale with Terror When lie
Thought the Mob Would Oet 111m
World-Wid- e Movement to Stop Anarchy

Buffalo, X. Y., Sept. 10. At the re-
quest of Secretary of War Boot, both
the district attorney and the chief of
police have adopted a policy of keep-
ing from the public as far as possible
all information concerning Leon Czol-
gosz, the miserable creature down in
the dungeon of police headquarters
who shot President McKinley. In tak-
ing this course Secretary Boot seems
intuitively to have grasped the char-
acter of the assassin and to have hit
upon the one thing that would cause
him the most chagrin. So far as can
be ascertained he is of a piece with
all the anarchist type of murderers.
His one overmastering trait is vanity.
He is just the kind of conceited ver-
min the anarchist master spirits use
as tools for their senseless crimes.
Like all of them, he is a shivering
coward at heart. When he had fired
his two treacherous shots into the
man who in all courtesy and kindness
was reaching out to shake hands with
him when the deed his crazy egotism
had nerved him up to do was over and
for the moment his own miserable
life seemed in danger, he was ghostly
white with terror. How the anar-
chists who were back of him for
there are few who believe his story
that the inspiration was his own
must have worked upon so despicable
a craven to get him up to the murder-
ing point only those who did it can
know. But their leverage was in the
same inordinate vanity, which, now
that the danger of being is
over, is enabling him to pose in the
role of a hero and a martyr.

He was hardly well within the pris-
on walls and there safe from mob
violence before his conceit began to
bring back his nerve. He was quite
himself, although rather badly bat-
tered at the hands of those who first
fell upon him. The two policemen
who watched over him all night to
see that he made no attempt to kill
himself report that he slept fairly
well until daylight. The new' day
brought with it to him the conviction
that he was one of the great ones of
the earth. He had endless satisfac-
tion in the thought that all the world
was talking of him. it pleased him
greatly when he was summoned to
have his photograph taken for the
rogues' gallery. lie posed for the
samera in heroic attitude, with his
head thrown back and his eyes turned
upward in the approved style of the
martyr.

Czolgosz is a Pole, of the whey-face- d,

rather wall-eye- d type, with a
narrow forehead and thick hair, light
brown in color and rather wavy. He
is evidently quite proud of his hair,
and has trained it to stand up right
from his low brow in a

style. He is rather small in per-
son and slight, but is not badly built.
The only bodily traces he bore of
the rough handling was a cut and a
swollen lip and a scratched nose,
where Secret Service Officer Poster's
heavy fist fell upon him, driven home
with all the vigor of the officer's first
furious transport of rage. The collar
and necktie of the ussatKin had worn
were gone nnd his shirt wns torn
open at the collor. In this way he
was photographed, nnd no doubt It
would bo a source of anguish to him
to know that Secretnry Boot had re-
quested that none of the photographs
be made public.

to the chief of police here, and of de-

velopments of a startling nature that
are anticipated. The great majority
of these reports, in the words of a
cabinet officer, are "manufactured out
of whole cloth." The question of the
prosecution of, Czolgosz, the cabinet
are unanimously of the opinion is
purely a local affair. There is no gov-
ernment statute covering an assault
upon the president of the United
States and in he eye of the law the

crime of last Friday is merely a local
offense committed against private
citizen in violation of the laws of the
state of New York and of Erie county.

Chicago Suspects Held Without Bail.

Several of the prisoners have
admitted acquaintance with the
would-b- e assassin Czolgosz and the
police are working1 on the theory that
the president's assailant was inspired
to do the deed by the teachings he
received while here last July. The six
male prisoners were held without bail
pending the hearing, while the three
women arrested with them were held
in bonds of $3,000.

Police Want Emma Goldman.
New York, Sept. 10. Detecitives are

searching for clews as to the where-
abouts of Emma Goldman. Leaders
among the anarchists deny she is in
the city. They assert that she is in
hiding in St. Louis.

To Make It Treason.
Cumberland, Md., Sept. 10. In dis-

cussing the attempted assassination
of President McKinley, Congressman
George A. Pearre, said: "I will offer
a bill in the next congress of the
United States amending the constitu-
tion so as to make an unsuccessful
attempt upon the life of a president
of the nation treason and the penalty
death. The man who strikes at the
nation's head is a public enemy and
should be treated as such."

No Sympathy from Socialists.
Chicago, Sept. 10. Two thousand

members of the socialist party voted
down a resolution of regret for the
attempted assassination of the presi-
dent at a meeting in Bergman's grove,
Biverside. The argument of those op-
posed to the resolution was that Mc-

Kinley is the representative of the
capitalist class and that his safety
or danger are matters of no concern
to socialists.

We visited the territeries of A-
lberta, Assiniboia, and Saskatchewan,
and found them far surpassing our
imagination, but little did I exjicct
to find such rich, loamy soil, so much
of it, and so uniform in its level
prairie lay. I do think the soil of
Canada as a rule equals if not ex-
cels the finest prairie farm lands of

sod is rotted and pulverized, it is as
pliable and as easily cultivated a.s In-

diana sandy soil.
Western Canada, from my point of

view, offers as fiiio opportunities for
mixed farming as any place "in my
knowledge. The. long, sunshiny days,
together with the rich soil, produce
very fine wheat, oats, barley, fl.iK
and other cereal products. There i

scarcely any attempt to raise corn,
except early varieties for table use.
The season is too short to depend
upon maturing field corn. From the
standpoint of getting this land ready
for the plow, I must say that I never
6aw such a vast extent, practically
all ready, so all that one has to do
is to hitch up the plow and go to
work. This is not the case with all
the Canadian land, however; some oC

it has quite a bit of timber, imuii
of it may be called brush land, and
some of it has lovely forest groves,
dotted here and there, thereby cov-
ering a hundred and sixty acres.

I have no doubt but that this coun-
try excels as a grazing or ranching
country, because they have such rich
grass, having an abundance of rain
to keep it fresh. They also havo
plenty of water streams, and as a
rule water may be reached at a depth
of from 20 to 40 fect. From this you
see there can be plenty of hay mown
for winter feeding, and I have had
reliable farmers to tell ine that their
stock will feed on hay alone, and

for market in the spring. Upon
Inquiring about the expense of rais-
ing a steer, a farmer replied thut
he did not consider It would cnt
any more than $t.oo or ffl.oo to d
velop a three-year-ol- d steer.

I truly think Canada offers a tlni
opening for a young man or n mm
who Is renting land In Indiana, One
hundred and nlxtynere of good black
land will cost you only $ 10.00 at
the time you enter It, nnd by plowing
nnd cultivating the norr. each year
for three yrnr, given you one hun-
dred and fcUty acres of land for
IJ0.0O. ThU laud can be bought from
the llallrnari Companies, private or
poratlonn or the (lovrrninent for
f.i.OO to ft.00 prr aere.

Canada, wherra h would only maUf
$1.00 here, and I fel ure that I

ipent more money to get. my eighty
acre farm In White County, Indiana,
cultivated, than It would eoht in1 tu
cultivate elg-h- t hundred acren in Can
adn. ThN may crm a fctrong" tcw
to take of thr matter, but when you
take Into consideration the tipnrinjr,
ditching1, fencing and the exppnln
breaking In of the uttimpn, and then
compare the expense to that of land
needing only the breaking, you wllr
conclude that it is not such a wild
or exaggerated statement as yon
might at firnt think.

I enjoyed the balmy, breezy atmos-
phere, which was bracing and rfrch-in- g,

and the cool nights which made
it so pleasant for sleep.

On making inquiries regarding th
winters in this country I learned
that the people never suffer from
the cold,, as the weather is dry and
invigorating, and in a great many
places, farmers and herders allow their
stock to run outside the round.

One great advantage to the settlers
In Western Canada is the free cream-
eries established by the Government,
and run exclusively in the interest
of the farmer.

I visited Thomas Daley, a farmer
near Edmonton, Alberta, who showed
me oats he had raised, some of which
took the first prize at the Paris Ex-
position last year. The same yielded
110 bushels to the acre in 1S09.
