He planted trees around
the house laid out tbe grounds with
drive ways and parks and intended to
have a country seat the same as they
have in England, Poor Fred, the
nearest he ever came to being a
country squire was that he bought a
pair of Fox hounds but he never had
anything to follow the honnds with
except a yoke of oxen, Hesold out
and like the Arab silently wended his
way. Like many others Fred only
needed a few million to become a
good fellow and a benefactor to the
community in which he lived.
