Under normal conditions there
iz always a material difference
between the areas seeded and the
area finally harvested. During
the last eizht years the aver-
age acreage sceded was 31,808
000 aeres, and the average har-
vested was 29,329,000 acoes, or
an average of erop area abandon
el between seeding and harvest
of 2,500,000 aeres each year.

In 1903, the last previous year
of serions drouth conditions dur-
ing the period of germination anc
fall growth and the sbandoned
acreage was more than double
this normal average or 5,200,000
geres.

The condition of the erop is

The largest irrigating eanal in
the world—a veritable artificial
river—is to be construeted in Cen
tral Wyoming, aecording to the

lans of the Wyoming Central
rrigation Company, which has
just been filed in the office of
State Engineer C. T. Johnson of
Cheyenne, Wyoming.

These plans eall for a main ca-
nal 132 feet wide at the top, six-
ty feet wide at the bottom, 45
miles in length and capable of ¢ar
rying a stream 14 feet in depth.
This canal is to be dog in the
ceded portion of the Shoshone
reservation in Fremount county,
and is to reclaim 230,000 acres of
the richest land in the state.

er right covering every drop of
water available for the recla-
mation of the eeded lands.
