will remain in good condition for
when the furrow-slic- e is inverted, and
plowing for a much longer period dur
ing dry weather than land which has
received no cultivation. It mav often
be advisable to practice early disking
rather than early plowing where both
cannot be accomplished. The surface
mulch of soil produced by disking not
only retains the water in the soil
offers a favorable surface to abosrb
the rains.

A new method of preparing the
seed-be- d for wheat is now coming into
practice in western Kansas. The plan
is to list ground with an ordinary
corn as soon alter harvest as
possible. The lister furrows are run
about three to three and a half feet
apart, very much the same as when
the lister, is used for planting corn
Later, when the weeds have started,
the sou is worked back into listed
furrow by means of a or
disk-sle-

In a dry climate this method of pre
paring the seed-be- d may have several
advantages as follows: (1) The
lvation of the land soon after bar
est tends to conserve the moisture

already stored in the soil; (2) the
land is in good condition to

catch and store the rain, and later
cultivation clears the land of weeds
and leaves a soil mulch to
conserve the moisture already stored
in the subsoil; (3) the early and con-

tinued cultivation of the soil favors
the action of the bacteria and the de
velopment of available plant-foo-

The Seed.
Good seed means more than seed

that will sprout and grow; it means
well bred wheat adapted to the cli
matic and soil conditions of the local
ity in which it is grown.. '.
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soft red winter wheat are the two
types best adapted for growing in this
state, and these types have
special adaptation to certain sections
of the state, the soft red whedt be-

ing superior to the hard red wheat
only in the eastern and southeastern
counties, while throughout the groat
central wheat belt of Kansas and in
the west and north the hard wheat
has been found to be the more hardy
and productive.

There is no question but that some

varieties of wheat are superior to
others in hardiness, qualith pro-
ductiveness, and that certain varieties
are better adapted than others for
growing in certain section of . the
state. The tests at the experiment
stations proves this, and a farmer
should be well repaid for securing and
planting a little pure seed-whe- of
one or more of the va-

rieties as shown by the tests at the
experiment stations.

Several hundred varieties or sam
ples of wheat secured from foreign

and from farmers and seeds
men have been planted and tested at
the several Kansas experiment

during the last six years. Com-

paratively few of these varieties have
proved superior, and these have been
purified, graded and selected, and the
improved seed planted in larger areas
for increase. During the past four
years the Kansas Experiment Sta-

tions have distributed some 8,000

bushels of well-bre- hard red winter
wheat of these best producing varie-

ties, such as Kharkof, Malakoff and
Improved Turkey all bearded Tur-

key wheat. This wheat has been re-

distributed the farmers and sown
in larger areas, and fields of it are
now growing in practically every
county of the state, the total aggregat
ing 200,000 acres. The tests at
the Station and reports from farmres
prove that this wheat is of greater
