Oh the street
car it occurred to him that he had
paid a great deal for his ' oherrieti
He knew that the freight rate on cher
ries from California was $1.15 per
hundredweight, or 1 0 centi per
pound. He also knew that the grow-

er of the cherries received 3 cents
per pound f. 0. b. Here was 4

cents per pound for the cherries laid
down in Chicago, and he had paid 30
cents! Who got the difference?
