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. CALLS CAPPER'S HAND
Sam Seaton Tells a Few Things
About Arthur's Guarantee.

Some lime ago, Sam Seaton, one
of the leading Democratic politi-
cians of Lhe stale, published a page
advertisement in the Topeka Daily
Capital, in which comparisons
were made of the various expendi-
tures of this and the previous ad-
minisiration, and calling atten-
tion to the many false stalements
which had been made by the Cap-
ital and other Republican papers
regarding the so-called extrava-
gance of the Hodges administra-
tion.

Mr. Capper, editor of the Capi-
tal and straddle-the-fence candi-
date for governor of this stale,
published an arlicle in the same
issue telling the readers of the
Capital thal, ordinarily, he quar-
anteed every advertisement in his
papers to be exactly as represent-
ed, and with the one exceplion of
the Seaton article, this guarantee
would conlinue to hold good, and
Sealon comes back al the gentle-
man regarding his famous guaran-
tée in the following language.

This was poking into a hornet's
nest, as Mr. Capper found when
Mr. Seaton stung him as follows:

Notwithstanding your invila-
tion extended some lime ago, over
your own signature, offering vour
columns fo the governor lo make
any explanation he might desire

What I want o call
your atlention to is the following
seventh column on page 4 of the
same issue of your paper, to-wil:

“The Topeka Daily Capital has
for years guaranteed the truthful-
ness of the advertisements admit-
ted to ils columns. Today, for the
first time in its history, the guar-
antee is waived on one adverlise-
ment. The Capital does not guar-
antee the accuracy of the slate-
ments made in the advertisement

Now, my dear Mr. Capper, you

You refuse your famous “guar-
anty” to my truthful story, al-
though vou gave the sanction of
honesty to the full page advertise-
ment of that “Wonderful Chinese
Herbalist,” Dr. Lee K. Chin, who
recently plead guilly in a federal
court in California to violating the
federal postal laws, and whose ar-
rest and conviction was brought
about mainly by the advertise-
ment conlained in your paper.
