ABOUT THE GRANGE .RELIEF.
Editor Register: As there are a

great many rumors about the goods now

being received by the relief committee of
the Patrons of Husbandry of Allen coun-

ty, Kansas, I will say for the information
of all concerned, that at the last meeting
of the County Council it was ascertained
that the destitution was so great through-

out the county, among the brethren and

the citizens generally, that it would be

impossible for us to raise sufficient funds
to supply those that were unable to help
themselves within our own granges.

Therefore the Council appointed a relief
committee of four with instructions to
correspond with the relief agents of the
Kansas State Grange and the State relie-

f-agents. Also to employ and send

soliciting agents east to the brothers and
.friends of other states, and ask of them
contributions sufficient to jrevent suffer-

ing. The committee appointed was I. C.

Cuppy, Robert Cook, B. D. Allen and
Jas. Fculkner.

The committee have since that time
tried to discharge the trust imposed

upon them. They met the same evening
after the Council adjourned and elected
Jas. Faulkner chair-nan- , and decided to
send I. C. Cuppy to Indiana and such

other localities as he might deem best,

and Robt. Cook to Ohio. They arc now

operating at those places and meeting
with good success in the granges .they

have visited. Brother Cuppy visited

Otter Creek Grange No. 1181, State of
Indiana, this Grange has sent me a draft
of $33, and s box of clothing,, with di-

rections to use the same to the best ad-

vantage of those in need. The draft has
been received, but the box of clothing
has not yet arrived. Also $21 from Mr.

Cook, donated by the County Council of
the Patrons of Husbandry, of Warren
County, Ohio. We have also received

from W. P. Popenoe, relief agent of the
Kansas State Grange, fifty sacks of- - flour

and forty pair of shoes, which goods and
supplies we will distribute to the grange
relief committees of all the granges in
tho county in accordance to the number
In need of relief, taking receipts therefor
from those committee reporting to ns
the' number of destitute families and
number of persons in need of relief in
their jurisdiction, and they will distri-

bute to those within their own bounds.
By adopting this plan of distributing the
committee hopes and expects to relieve
those that are actually in need of help,
our brothers and sisters first, then our
neighbors, so that none shall suffer if we

can help it.
I have been asked if this aid is for all

or ouly for the granges. To this I must
say it is a grange movement. It is man-

aged by committees appointed by the
granges of their own members, and that
I should be ashamed of a grange com-

mittee that would so far betray human-
ity as to allow any person to suffer with-

in their jurisdiction, while they have
relief supplies in their posession and
under their control. But on the other
hand we hope all will try to provide
for himself and his own household as
much as possible and not expect too

much of the committees or donations
from charitable people and that the
grange distributing committees see to it
that all persons who have the means and
ability to support himself and family,
be allowed to do so and not disgiace our
order and county by begging for those
who are able to support themselves.

Now, in conclusion I desire in behalf
of the Patrons of Husbandry, of Allen
connty, Kansas, to return our thanks to

the brothers of Otter Creek Grange No.
1181, State of Indiana, and to the Coun
cil of AVarren cou-ity-

, Ohio, for their
liberal contribution..
