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The following good advice is from an
address delivered before the Bucks Coun-

ty, Pa., Agricultural Society by Thomas
Shellcross:

Economical farming implies several
conditions. We must raise greater crops
per acre. It takes no longer to cultivate
a good crop than a poor one. Wc must
have the most improved implements;
machinery is cheaper than labor. A man
with a corn plow can do double the
work he could do with a cultivator, and
do it better. A good washing machine
materially lightens the cares, of the
household. The sewing machine might
be a great labor-savin- g machine, but
einec its introduction there are so many
msless seams made that the labors of the
women do not seem to be made any
lighter. I remember once seeing a gar-

ment with nineteen tucks.
There is no economy in purchasing

half-wor-n implements. They will be
continually ont of order. The first wear
is always tho best.

Pay a' you go. A man with cash ia
his hand can always purchase to much
better advantage than he who expects a
credit. I have seen corn bring SI. 10 per
bushel on a credit of nine months, when
the market price was only eighty-fiv- e

cent.
The farmer mut keep well posted. It

is a great matter of economy that he be
well supplied with papers and magazines.
Not only his county paper, which tells
him of afiYirs about home, but also one
of the great dailies, which lets him look
right out into the world. At least one
of the journals devoted to agriculture
should find access to his home. One or
two hints picked up through the year
will amply repay the cost of subscription.

There is economy in giving children a
good education. We know too little of
the whys and wherefores connected with
our calling. We work too much in the
dark. To get the best possible results
from our land and fertilizers, how impor-
tant that wo should understand their
constituents and their adaptability to
certain crops. As soon as by improved
intellectual power man begins to dis-

cover and apply the laws of nature, a
vast accession is made to tho power of
human productiveness If thin be so, we
see how groundless is the opinion that
education and science are without prac-
tical benefit, and that philosophers and
students are merely a useless burden on
the community, since it is knowledge and
its application which has given us all
tho advantages which wc possess over
savages.

It would be a good plan to keep a note
of every little thing that needs attention,
so that all may be done in or-

der. There will be drains to make and
repair, fences to close that have been,
opened, stacks to totr off and prop up,
leaves to rake up in wood lots, brush to
clear off, roads nd lanes to repair, sta-
bles to clean out and whitewash, and a
hundred things to do that must lie pro-
vide! for or they will go undouc. Every
farmer should carry a note book 3nd
pencil in his pocket, and make use of
them.

Walking horses have. come into usage
at western fairs. It is urged in- - favor of
such contests that horses able to walk at
the rate of four or five miles an hour are
ofjnoro value to farmers, for farm work,
than those that can trot a mile in 2:20.

Dogs as Protectors of Sheep- -

On the continent of Europe, where the
writer studied for years the management
of the magnificent Merino flocks belong-
ing to our nation's friend, General Laf-

ayette, at LaGrange, he observed that
each flock had its shepherd, with one or
more dogs to assist him, and unless from
stress ol weather the sheep were housed
at night, the shepherd was never separa-
ted from them; at night they were folded
with movable hurdle?, and their guardian
slept close by in a movable cabin on
wheels. In the fertile province of Brie,
enclosures, except to parks and gardens.
are unknown, the shepherd and his dogs
being quite competent to control the
movements of their charge. In that
country they have long since solved a
problem which must soon be solved in
this country, viz : Is it cheaper to mind
cattle in the field, or to trust them to
permanent enclosures? In Europe the
wages of the shepherd does not amount
to the interest of the cost of enclosures.
Certain it is whether we should adopt it
or not, under tho French system losses
from dogs or thieves never occur. In
other countries, a3 in Spain or Xew Mex
ico, though the sheep are still under tho
supervision of shepherds both night and
day, their main protectors arc powerful
dogs, capable of not only destroying

curs, but the largest wolves.
These dogs are often suckled by the ewes
and they know no other family than that
of the flock with which they were raised.
We can think of no'valM reason why the
same course should not be pursued here;
at all events, it is worth the trial. Take
a very young pup of any powerful breed,
give him a ewe for a footer mother, and
under no circumstances separate him
from his adopted family, and in all prob-

abilities he would become as faithful a
guardian as do the great Pyrcnean dogs
under the some management. Cor. Turf
Field and Farm.

Occa-ionall- y, for variety, a little meat
may lie given raw. Fish, when plenty,
is more conveniently given when boiled,
because in that state the fowls easily
pick every morsel Irom the bones, and
no mincing is required. Chandlers'
scraps have the advantage of being al-

ready cooked, and on that account, as
well as many others, they are excellent.

The Poultry World.

Fr.csii Blown 1'Lowr.r.s in Winter
Choose some of the most powerful

buds of the flowers you would preserve,
such as are latest in blowing and ready
to open; cut them off with a pair of scis-

sors, leaving to each, if possible, a piece
of the stem three inches long; cover the
end of the stem immediately with scal-

ing wst, and when tho buds are a little
shrunk and wrinkled, wrap each of them
up separately in a piece ot paper, per-
fectly clean and dry, and lock them up
in a box or drawer, and they will keep
without corrupting. In winter or any
other time, when you would have the
tlowets blow, take the buds at night and
cut off the end of the stem scaled with
wax and put the buds into water, where-
in a little nitre of salt has been diffused;
and the next day you will have the pleas
ure of seeing the buds open and expand
themselves, and the flowers display their
most lovely colors and breathe their
agreeable odor.

A mild form of the epizootic (influen-
za) has made its appearance at Butfalo,
New York City, and various other
points in the state. But few horses are
rendered totally unfit for work. Tho
first symptoms of the disease is an irri-
tating cough. Many people seem to be
affected m a manner similar to the Lor-
ses. The disease is attributed to some
peculiar condition of the atmosphere, and
it is thought that it will quickly disap-
pear when a change in the weather takes
place.

Keeping Apple jJjThrough the Winter--

Mr. Alexander Hyde, a 'well known
agriculturist of Massacusctls communi-
cates to the New York Timet some use-

ful suggestions in regard to keeping tip-

ples through the winter.g-On- method
is to wrap each apple in a'bit of old
newspaper, the paper serving both to
keep out air and to prevent the apples
from bruising in transportation. A
method more effectual still is to fill the
barrel nearly lull of apples and then put
in some dry fine sand or powdered plaster
and shake it down gently. This will fill

up all the insterticcs between the apples
and keep them fresh indefinitely. An-

other mode is to pit the apples in some

dry, sandy or gravelly noil, just as tur-

nips and potatoes arc pitted. On this
point Mr. Hyde says: "They will keep

splendidly througli the winter, thus pit-

ted, but must be used speedily in the
spring after they are dug out, as they
will rot soon after exposure to the light
and air. In order to pit apples select

some dry spot where there is no possibil

ity of water filling the pit, and dig a hole

three or four feet deep and of any re

quired size, place some clean dry straw
on the bottom, and on this the apples,

to the depth of two feet, covering the
whole with a layer of straw and then a
layer of dry earth, raising tho latter
above the general level of the ground
and sloping it that it will

shed rain. The apples will come out in

the spring as crip as cabbages when pit-

ted in this way.''
