Care of Hovses' Logs.

Few men who bandle horses give prop-
er attention o the feet aud legs. Espe-
cially is this the case on farms. Much
time is often spent in rubbing, brushing
and smoothing the hair on the sides and
Liips, but the feet are not properly exam-
ined and cared for. Now, be it known
that the feet of a horse require more
tare than the body ; they need ten times
as much, for in one respret they are al-
most the entire borse. All the groomiag
that can be done won't avail anything if
the horse is forced to stand where his
feet will be filthy. In this case the feet
will become disordered, and then the leg
#il gt Ladly cut of fAx, and with bad
feet and with bad legs, there is not much
elsc of the horse fit for anything.

Stable prisons generally are terribly
severe on Lhe feet and legs of horaes, and
unless these buildings can aflord 8 dry
room where & horse can walk Kround, lie
down or roll over, they are not half so
healthy eod comfortable to the horse as
the ptstares, and should be avoided by
ill good hostlers in the country.

Wheun the ground is wet iv the spring
and fall of the year, horees are liable to
s affiicted with scratches and grease in
tlie heels. To cure avd prevent these
disorders, the partsshould ive well washed
with emolient soap, and aflerward rub-
bed dry with soft cloths, after which
they may be touched with sweet oil or
healing siutment, and the animalstould
be bept cut of the wet as much as possi-
Lle.— K-

Profits of Sheep-

A correspondent of the Practical Farm-
er, in speakidg of the profits of South-
downs for muiten, sdye:

If quality of meat was the only desid-
efatum I would make no change, but as
coarser wools mow bring the highest
price; zud #s, perhaps, 1 gain a little in
weight (of which I am mot altogether
vertain, but at least do pot luse any), I
have made one cross on my flock of 100
ewes, with the Cotawnld. The best re-
sults and the finest carcass have resulted
where the Southdown buck wits used on
the Cotswold ewe. 1 do not want any
finer sheep tham this makes und I try
10 keep them for my purposes, one-half
Southdown and one-half Cotswold.
Whst lambs I have to spare are sold
in advauce to your butchers at about
cight dallars per head. I raise 100ts,
which I consider indispefisalle in the
sheep Lusiness, and with good shelterand
good management, I have the lambs in
warket in March and April. 1 consider
the roots make s good substitute for
easly pasture. It promotes the flow of
milk in the ewes, keeps them in good
beart and with fine appetites. 1 have
always followed e advice io your paper,
to keep sll my animals healthy and
thriving. If they once go down or be-
come stunted, much of one’s feed is
thrown away. Two-thirds of my ewes
usually havetwins, With lambsateight
to ning dullars each, and wool at ity
wetits per pound, your readers can figure
up my profits on 10 owes.
