Wo surrender most nf our available
space this morning to PrcwJeat .Grant's
first message to the Forty-fout- h cougresa.
It is 'a singularly able and coJiprchen-civ- e

document and discusses almost every
phase of public affairs with characteristic
boldness, perspicuity and decision.
Without space tor comment at this time,
we shall merely summarize the principal
topics under review. The president
treats popular education as a subject of
paramount national concern ; earnestly
reeoinmeiids the taxation of church
property; believes tbat neither the inde-

pendence of Cuba uor her belligereut
rights should be recognized in the exist-
ing condition of affairs; defines interna-
tional rights and privileges as alfectiug
the submarine electric cable comp inies .

comments upon theMexican depredations
on the Texas frontier; naturalization
iron Is, and the gro-- s impositions prac-
ticed upon the government through the
cffirrt of claims; advocates specie resum-
ption on and after January 1st 1870, as
provided by act of Congress; makes .sun-

dry recommendations concerning finan-
cial le Mation, specifically the redemp-
tion ot two millions monthly of legal

uv issuing in muu ue.iu ioii
fi,imiH bearing interest at the rate of 3 -

0 per cent per annum; and provid-
ing for increasing the revenue by a
restoration of the duty on tea and colfee.
Various practical arc sub-
mitted concerning the mining states and
territories, and the institution of polyg-
amy and the importation of Chinese
women for illegitimate purpo'o are.
severely reprobated and denounced.

Tfiese are the leading features of the
president's message, which councludes
with a brief recapitulation nf the ques
tions lie deems ol tne most vital import-
ance, and calling for immediate
legislation by congress. He pronounces
in favoi of compulsory education so far
is to deprive all persons who cannot read
anil write from becoming voters after
the vear 1S00, advocates the distinct and
perpetual reparation of cjitirch and state,
aid that no sectarian-- tenets shall be
ever taught in any school supported in
whole or part by the state or nation;
that licensed immorality shall be sup
pressed, and that such laws be enacted as
shall secure a speedy return to sound
currency; and suggesting that the begin-
ning of the eeond of our
na'tiouai existeuce will bo the most
fitting tune for the inauguration of these
reforms. It i3 altogether the most
interesting and impressive utterance
that has emanated from President
Grint, and as addressed to the opening
session of the fourty-fourt- h congress, and
upon the eve of another presidential
canvas, will bo read with universal
interest and elicit wide spread and
exciting comment.
