Mahlon Palmer of this city has a
little patch of Eldorado spring wheat
that fa a 'real cariosity. It was grown
from seed seat aim by hia brother and
indicates, as is claimed for it, that it will
yield an enormous crop.

stead of the usual single head has a clus-

ter of heads all of which are well filled
with nice plump grains. If, as this ex-

periment of Mr. Palmer would indicate,
this wheat can be successfuly grown
here, it is a matter of great importance
to our farmers.

RAILROADS AND MAR-
KETS.

The Lenvenworth, Lawrence & Gal-
veston railroad traverses the county
from north to south, passing through the
towns of Iola and Humboldt, and affords
direct connection with Lawrence and
Leavenworth in Kansas and Kansas City
in Missouri. This last is one of the best
markets in the country and is but six
Hours trom tola, tne county seat

The M. K. & T. passes through the
S. W. corner of the county, touching at
Humboldt and affords an outlet to the
mining regions of the west, and south to
Texas and the Gulf.
