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A Berlin dispatch of the 5th an-
nounces that a decree has been issued
proclaiming a regency, and nominating
the Crown Prince Frederick William as
Regent. The decree is signed by the
Emperor "William and by
Prince Bismarck. The Emperor's
wounds are said to be progressing satis-
factorily, but some weeks must elapse
before the crisis is passed. At the first
fire the Emperor received seven shots in
the right forearm and wrist and five in
the head and face, his helmet being
completely riddled. By the second dis-
charge he received about twenty shots
in the left upper arm and shoulders and
six m the neck. The folds his thick
military cloak deadened the effect of
this charge. A large number of arrests
have been made of parties expressing
sympathy with Dr. Nobling, the assas-
sin, and a printer at Posen has been
sentenced to four years'
for using offensive observations with re-
gard to the Emperor.

The Michigan Greenback Convention,
held on the 5th, nominated Henry S.
Smith, of Grand Rapids, for Governor.
The platform demauds the uncondition-
al repeal of the Resumption act and the
National Banking law, and the issue by
the Government of all paper money, to
be a legal tender for all debts, public
and private.

The Maine Greenback Convention,
held on the 5th, nominated Joseph W.
Smith for Governor. The Toledo plat-
form is indorsed.

The Indiana Republican State Con-

vention, held on the 5th, nominated the
following ticket: For Secretary of State,
Isaac S. Moore, of Vanderburg County;
Auditor, Gen. A. O. Miller, of Boone;
Treasurer, Major George F. Herritt, of
Johnson; Judge D.
P. Baldwin, of Cass; of
Public Instruction, John T. Morrell,
of Tippecanoe. The platform fa-

vors "a sound and staple curren-
cy of gold, silver and paper of the
same value; national legislation au-

thorizing the reflcipt of greenbacks at
par in payment of pustoms and in the
purchase of Government bonds ; oppo-
sition to further financial agitation."
The House into the Presi-
dential election is characterized as an
act of party desperation, and any at-

tempt to oust the President from office

pledges the party "to support and

A Washington dispatch of the 5th
says : The friends of the Texas Pacific

they could not hope to secure its passage
without permitting a number of Sena
tors, who wish to speak on the subject
to have an opportunity to express their
views. It has, therefore, been deemed
advisable not to pres3 the matter, and
they have formally decided to postpone
action until December next.

The Oregon State election, held on
the 3d, resulted in the election of Beck-ma- n,

Republican, for Governor, by a
small majority. Whitaker, Democrat,
is elected to Congress, and the Legisla-
ture will be Democratic on joint ballot.

--The Prussian Ministry, on the 6th,
submitted to the Federal Council a mo-

tion signed by Bismarck, proposing the
dissolution of the Reichstag. The mo-

tion points out that in view of a second
attempt on the life of the Emperor the
Government's for the
maintenance of order does not permit
them to rest content with having
merely introduced the former abor-

tive anti-Social- ist bill, but they
can not count upon another bill which
they intend to introduce meeting with
better success in the existing Reichstag.

The cause of the explosion
was unknown.

The spring crop reports received by
the National Department of Agricul
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throughout tne country generally. j.nere
is an estimated increase in acreage of

45 per cent.-i- n Kansas, 30 per cent, in
Illinois and Nebraska, and a slight in-

crease generally in most of the West
ern States. The Eastern States about
hold their own.

The May cotton crop report of the
New Orleans Cotton Exchange shows
for the States of Louisiana, Mississippi
and Arkansas, a generally favorable
condition of the crop, which is from 10
days to two weeks earlier than last
year. Labor is reported generally
efficient. No fertilizers of any account
are being used. The area planted is
about U per cent, less in Louisiana this
year than last, and in Mississippi and
Arkansas about 1 per cent. more.

The New York Tribune publishes a
statement to the effect that an agree-
ment has been entered into by which all
the interests of the Union Pacific, Kan-
sas Pacific, St. Louis, Kansas City &
Northern, Colorado Central, Denver
Pacific, St. Joseph & Denver City, and
the Denver & Rio Grande Rail-
roads will be consolidated, and
will pass substantially into the control
of Jay Gould. This combination, it is
claimed by those interested in the Union
Pacific Road, will furnish what has long
been desired, an outlet it can control to
St. Louis for Western and Southern
traffic. The length of the various roads
here enumerated, including leased lines,
is 3,655 miles, of which 2,957 miles are
built and in operation.

MINOR NOTES.

John Simons, alias Simon Robinson, col-

ored, was hanged at Pensacola, Fla., on the
24th, for outraging and murdering a little
negro girl.

Two little girls, aged C and 8 years, daugh-
ters of a farmer named Moench, residing at
Dixon, Pulaski County, Mo., were recently
smothered in a large trunk where they had
secreted themselves while playing, the lid
being fastened by a spring-loc- k.

A man named Caldwell, living near Amer-icu- s,

Ga., on the 3d killed his wife and
three children and his wife's sister with a
smoothing-iro- n. He then tried to kill him-
self by leaping into a well and from the roof
of his residence, and filially succeeded by
throwing himself from the top of bis gin-hous- e.

The famous race-hors- e McWhirtcr broke
down in the three-mil- e race at St. Louis on
the 5th. Itoth of his fore-le- were broken,
and he waa shot on the track to put an end
to his sufferings. Ife was owned by Col.
Buford, of Kentucky, and was valued at
$10,000.

Two boys, from 10 to 12 years old, named
George Scott and Marccllus Anderson, ran
away from their homes in Hastings, Minn.,
on the 3d. On the morning of the 5th their
bodies were found on the railroad track
near St. Paul in a terribly mangled condi-
tion. It is thought they were walking liack
home and fell asleep on the track, where
they were killed by a night train.

A Yokohama (Japan) dispatch says that
Okubo ToshituiUi, Senior Imperial Coun-
cillor and Minister of the Home Depart-
ment, was assassinated May 14, by six men,
while riding from his residence to the pal-

ace. The murderers were followers of the
late rebel Saigo.

Jose Miguet Barccllon, President of the
House of Representatives of Venezuela, was
recently shot dead by Edward Scanlon, ed-

itor of the Tribunal Liberal. A political
quarrel was the cause of the shooting.

The Kentucky Press Convention held its
annual session at Hopkinsvillc, beginning
on the 5th.

The Pope has directed Cardinal Franchi
to dispatch urgent instructions to the Catho-
lic clergy of Germany to use every effort to
prevent the spreading of Socialism.

A train on the Texas Central Railroad was
thrown from the track near McEinney, on
the 7th, the sleeper and one day-coac- h be-

ing rolled down an embankment, about 40

feet high. The Rev. Knowls Shaw, a minis-

ter of the Christian Church at Columbus,
Miss., was instantly killed, and George W.
Henry, of Denison, Texas, was fatally in
jured. Other members of Mr. Henry's fam
ily were badly hurt, as was also the Rev. J.
Todd Miller, of Ennis, Texas. Some 13
passengers in all were injured.

William Dixon was banged at Vicksburg,
on the 7th, for the murder of Henry Bach-ma- n,

a peddler, on board the steamer Fair
Play, in March,1877. The killing was the re-

sult of a quarrel,but was done in cold blood.
Five negroes were hanged by a mob in

Point Coupee Parish, La., on the 4th. They
were charged with the attempted assassina-
tion of Dr. Wm. B. Archer, and with enter-
ing into an organized conspiracy to kill off
the leading white citizens of the parish.

Mrs. Sarah J. Wilson, a widow, aged
about 40, who resided on her farm about 9
miles north of -- Greenfield, Ind., and her
niece, Annie Cass, aged 9, were found mur-
dered on the morning of the 8th. The two
were the only occupants of the house. The
murderer gained admission by breaking the
glass in the front door and then unlocking it
from thi inside. There were evidences
that the brave woman had made a deter-
mined resistance, her clothes being badly
torn and scattered about the room. Both,
apparently, had been choked to death, but
there was no evidence of any crime other
than murder having been committed or at-

tempted. Mra. Wilson .was possessed of
considerable-- , property, and. robbery was
probably the incentive to the crime.

Washington, June.C The Investigation
into the alleged Louisiana and Florida fraud-w- as

continued Mr. Cox, of the com-
mittee, said he had received from Stanley
Matthews tho originals of the correspondence
between him and James E. Anderson,
which the Clerk read. Copies of the
most important of the letters
had been before presented to tbe committee
by Anderson, and all were of about tho same
tenor, viz., urgcitly soliciting Matthews to
secure him an office. Upon motion of Gen.
Butler, a resolution was adopted inviting Mr.
Matthews to appear before the committee
and make any explanation regarding the
correspondence that be may desire.

Washington, June 7. The examination
yesterday of Judge A. B. Levissee, of Louisi-
ana, an Elector on tho Republican ticket, de-
veloped tho fact that two of the duplicate re
turns from that State presented to the Uouse
and by them referred to the Electoral Com-
mission were not signed by witness, but that
bis name was placed thereon by some other
person. The explanation ot this is stated to
be as follows: The original return from Lou-
isiana forwarded to Washington was dnly
signed by all tho Electors, but npon
being received by Ferry
was thought to bo informal in
some particulars, and accordingly
a messenger was sent to Louisiana to request
the Electoral Collego to reconvene and make
another set of returns which should comply
with tho requirements of tho law. This st

was complied with, but Levissee being
unable to be picent,his name was signed by
somo one else ho, the evidence as yet does
not show. All three of tho returns, as rccclv-cd.wcr- e

laid before tho IIouo and referred to
the Electoral Commission. Further evidence
of Judge Lev isee was to the 0 licet that apro
posal had been made to him by one Asher to
cast his vote blank orto vote for Tildcn in tho
Electoral College, the compensation offered
bcing.S100,000. Levi3eo testified that ho had
several interviews with Asher, and one with
a broker named Hernandez , who appeared to
be the principal In the transaction, and that
ho led them to infer that ho might bo bought
over for u big enough price, being
named by him as the lowest figures he would
entertain. The history oi this alleged attempt
to bribe Levisseo was fully detailed by him In
his testimony before tho Senato Committee
last yenr.

Tho Chairman y presented a

Harlan, as stated, to secure lor him the ap-
pointment of Consul nt Callao. This is en-

dorsed" For important reasons I spcciallv
request that this request be compiled with.
Signedl Stanlet Matthews." Refeiredby

the President to the Secretary of State.
4. From Stanlpy Matthews to Secretary

Evarts, Introducing James E. Anderson, as
follows: "Tho bearer, Mr. James E. Ander-
son, of New Orleans, is the gentleman in
reference to whom, when last in Washington,
I had a private conversation with you, urg-
ing his appointment to a consulship. Mr.
Anderson has had until now a subordinate
clerkship in the Custom-hous- e at New Or-
leans, which has been always unsatis-
factory to him, and now his resi-
dence there has become so unpleasant
that he lias abandoned it and his clerkship.
Tbe circumstances in which Mr. Anderson
has been placed, and In which he has been
compelled to act a very difficult parttre such
as to give him very strong claims upon the
Administration in public Interests, and I do
most earnestly urge that some satisfactory
public employment may be found for him at
once. iSIgned Stailet Matthews."

5. From "John W. Bulldozer," West Felici-
ana, La., saying be is the person who tried to
rid the stato of Anderson last fall, and ask-
ing in tbe name of the people ot the State
"If you have any vacant consulship at any
earthquake-shake- n point, any cholera-infecte- d

city, yellow-feve- r point, or any smallpox-

-ridden community, or any vacant
to tbe fiercest of our Indian

tribes, to send him to one ot these places at
once, because we consider the said Anderson
a person who bas just sufficient character to
serve the party that pays the most money,
and of the class of patriots who can best
servo their country by dying for It." The
reading of this letter caused considerable
merriment among tho committee and specta-
tors.

6. From J. A. Straight, Government Proof-
room, Washington, to the President, warning
the latter that Anderson Is a worthless fellow
who falsely represents himself as coming
from Ohio. Referred by the President to the
Secretary of State.

7. From W. K. Rogers, the President's Pri-
vate Secretary, to Secretary Evarts (bearing
even dato with the foregoing), requesting
that Anderson's commission as Consul to
Funchal, It It has not been delivered, be
withheld until further Inquiries are made as
to Mr. Anderson's character.

8. From P. B. Conn, publisher Steubenville
(O.) Herald, recommending Anderson as a
worthy young man and a staunch Republi-
can.

The committee in executive session exam-
ined the Louisiana Electoral returns and pa-
pers connected therewith, with tho following
results as stated by tho Chair: It was found
that the certificate designated "No.l" was
tho first certificate executed, that the
signatures were genuine, but that it contain-
ed but one list ol Electors, they having voted
at the same time for President and

The other two retnrns were found
to tulflll the requirements of the law In hav.
Ing two lists ol Electors, but the signature ot
Levisscc.as to by him.ts forged there-
to.

Washington, June 8. Judge Levissee
was recalled y and made some correc-
tions In his previous testimony, the most im-

portant being that he did not tell Asher he
would take and refuse to accept his
electoral certificate. Being asked if he had
any Idea as to who signed his name to the two
last electoral certificates, he replied that he
bad not.

Senator Ferry then appeared before the
Committee and testified at great length re-
garding the manner in whicb, s President of
the Senate, be received the returns from the
various State:. He testified that when he
received the first returns from Lou-
isiana from tbo messenger, Thomas C.
Anderson, he noticed an informality upon
the face of the document and informed him
ot the fact; had no knowledge that
the return was defective In containing
but one list of Electors; did not remember
wno Drongnt tne secona return, due tnougnt
now that It was not Anderson, the first mes-
senger; did not recollect that he bad talked
about tbe Informalities In tbo Louisiana re-
turns to members of his own party, but
thought he might have done so generally as
In tbe case of retnrns from other states.
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The Chairman here laid before the commit'
tee a letter from Stanley Matthews. In which.
availing nimseii oi nis privileges as a aena
tor. he declined to annear before the com'
mltteo for examination, on the ground that
the authority of tbe committee, as he Is in-
formed through tho Congrettional Globe, is
limited to an inquiry into certain alleged
frauds In the elections in Florida and Louis
iana, of which be bad no knowledge whatever
except as appears in nis correspondence witn
Anderson, which Is already In ovldence be-
fore the conimittecand that any explanations
wuicn ne nau to give ne preierrea to reserve
for the Senate Committee.already appointed.
After some discussion, Mr. Butler submitted
a resolution, which was adopted, that Mr.
Matthews be subpoenaed in due form to ap- -
pear before the committee. Adjourned tui
Monday.

Explorations Made Among the Tombs
ox a umc.

A delegation of about 3U persons
started from this city yesterday morn-
ing to visit and examine the ancient
mounds in Clay County, about five miles
norm ot this city, me delegation in-
cluded the visiting members of the Kan
sas State Academy of Science,
and many of the members of the Kansas
(Jity -- .lentihc organization.

The mounds were found located upon
the high bluffs facing towards the south
and west, and overlooking the Missouri
River bottoms. Three or four of the
largest mounds were opened and ex-
amined. They all contained the re-
mains of human bodies, interred there
in centuries ago, and with the exception
of one spear-hea-d, no implements of
war or tne cnase, ana no pottery usually
found in these mounds were discovered.
Several skulls were found in a good state
of preservation, but the bones of the
other portions of tbe bodies were mostly
decayed and hardly recognizable. In
one mound, at a distance of abont 18
inches from the top, a well formed
square tomb built of stone was found.
It was about three feet high and about
seven feet nine inches long, with an
opening or door at the south end. Three
of thebodies appeared to have been
buried in a sitting position, and one re-
clining upon the floor of the tomb, with
the head resting upon a stone pillow.
In another mound eight skulls were
found in a stone vault four feet six
inches deep, which had been covered
over with slabs of smooth undressed
stone.

The skeletons found were those of a
race of people of the average size of
the men of this age. The shape of the
skulls was varied, gome indicating
great animal ferocity and others great
intelligence. Some of the bones had
the appearance of having been gnawed
bv the testh of wild animals, others
seemed to havo been subject to the ac
tion ot bre. l'rof . Aluuge, of Topeka,
who accompanied the exploring party,
expressed the opinion that the niound-buildc- rs

belonged to a very numerous
race of people which occupied the
country between the Allegheny Moun-
tains and the Missouri River, and the
lakes and Northern Georgia and Ala
bama, lie expresses the opinion that
the Toltec race, which was afterwards
dkeovered with the Aztecs in Old Mex-
ico, once occupied the Ohio, Mississippi
and Missouri valleys, and that they
reached an advanced state of cultiva-
tion before they migrated to Mexico.
He cited proof to show that this race of
people not only wirked the copper
mines of Lake Superior very extensively,
but they worked the mica beds of the
mountains in Virginia, and the fisheries
on the shores of the Gulf of Mexico, as
largo quantities of mica have been
found with marine shells and the tusks
of marine animals buried in the
mounds in Ohio; copper from
the mines of Lake Superior has been
found in the mounds in Texas, Arkan-
sas and Mexico, thus marking the line
of migration of this extinct race of peo-
ple from the north to the southwest.
Prof. Mudge states that he has found
the pottery made by this extinct race of
people upon the Kansas prairies at least

00 miles west of the Missouri River,
but he had never discovered mounds or
remains of mounds west of that point.
That this extinct race of people inhabit-
ed the country centuries before the
American Indian appeared in this re-
gion seems to be evident. On the top
of one of the mounds was the stump of
a tree felled at least twenty-fiv- e years
ago. The rings in the grain of this tree
were over three hundred in number,
and as each ring indicated a year's
growth, the tree must have been grow-
ing upon the mound opened yesterday
more than three hundred years ago.

Frof. Mudge expresses the opinion
that the Toltec race, found mingled with
the Aztecs of Mexico, when Cortez led
the Spaniards to the City of Mexico,
once occupied all the Central States,
and that they were driven south and
sonthwestward by disease or by the
fiercer Indians from the northeast and
northwest. According to his estimate of
time these people occupied the land at
least one thousand years ago.
