Tue Kansas City Board of Trade has
recently made a change in the grading

of wheat coming to that market. Wheat

that was before graded as No. 2, is now

classed as No. 1; Nu. 3 as No. 2; No. 4
as No. 3, and rejected as No. 4. These

grades mow correspond with the St.
Louis classification Our farmers will
do well to remember these changes when
looking over market reports, or dispusing

of their wheat. We also give below the
standard and description of grades in

that market :
Winter wheat—No. 1 white to be

sound, dry, well-cleaned,pure white win-

ter wheat; No. 2 white to be sound, dry,
white winter wheat, reasonably clean;
No. 3 white to be dry, white, thin or
bleached winter wheat, free from must;
No. 1 red to be sound, well-cleaned, dry
red, or red and white mixed winter
wheat ; No. 2 red to include all sound,
dry, reasonably clean red or red and
white mixed winter wheat, No. 3 red to
include sound, dry, red or red and white
mixed, thin or bleached winter wheat ;
Mo. 4 winter to include red, white or
mixed winter wheat, not good enough
for No. 3, but sound ; rejected winter to
include all damp, trashy, tough, very
musty, very smutty, trashy, dirty and
damaged wheat falling below No. 4;
mixed wheat to be classed as No. 1 and
No. 2 red must not contsin over one-
eighth white.
