We can name a hundred Republicans in
Kansas, any one of whom is St. John's
equalln all the better elements of man-
hood, and just as much entitled to the
position for the next term as he is'. If
the Capital thinks' it can bulldoze such
men as T. C. Henry, John A. Martin,
John C. Carpenter and others off the
track, it may bye and bye wake up to
the fact that it was just a little too prev-
ious in its conclusions.
