She is not in Egypt
or a Barbary State. She is not veiled
and bidden and watched within some
Turkish harem. She is growing upon
American soil, breathing American
air, learning American ways, and gain
ing glimpses ofAmerican free thought.
Do you think she is unconciousof what
you suffer ? Do you believe that she
will grow up with any reverence for a
God who, she is taught, delights in
such things ? Don't you see that you
are killing in her young heart the
germs of chastity and of reverence for
divine mercy? 'What will be there-suit- ?

Look around the streets of Salt
Lake City and mark the results your-
self. Remember this! Women were
neyer kept in polygamy through three
generations except in oneway. They
have to be made slaves, aud perpetu-
ally watched and coreced. Unless
these means are brought to bear the
whole structure tumbles to pieces. The
leaders in the church know this, and
so, while they preach to you the need
of obeying God's will, they are secret-
ly longing for the Governmentto put
such a restraint upon them that they
will have an excuse to tell their peo-

ple they must, to avoid bloodshed and
imprisonment and loss ofproperty,give
up the sj'stem. But why wait ! Ten
resolute women can in concert sound
the alarm, and in a month make it
impossible to ever again have perform-
ed a plural marriage in Utah.

reference to these points Judge Morton
of the District Court has held as follows :

3. That the "prohibition
.amendment" to the Constitution was
legally Adopted, ratified and became a
part of the Constitution by the vote of
he electors of the State of Kansas at

the November election of 1880.

2. That the said Amendment was le-

gally submitted, and so submitted as to
enable the electors to vote upon it sep-

arately.
3. That by the vote cast at said elec-

tion the said proposed Amendment be-

came a part of the Constitution of the
State of Kansas.

4. That upon the decision of the
Board of State Canvassers bejng an-

nounced and published the "Prohibi-
tion Amendment" became a part ofthe
Constitution,

5. That from and after that time all
licenses to sell intoxjpating liquors be-

came and were null and void, except
that the licensee might sell for medical,
scientific and mechanical purposes.

G. That while the adoption of the
"Amendment" abrogated all licenses
previously issued and prevented County
Commissioners and cities from issuing
licenses to sell intoxicating liquors, it
still left in force the penal provision of
chapter 35, of Compiled Laws of 1879,

which provide that "any person with-
out taking out and having a license as
grocer, dram-sho- p keeper or tavern
keeper who shall directly or indirectly,
sell any spirituous, vinous or fermented,
or other intoxicating liquors, shall be
lined in any sum not more than one
hundred dollars, etc."

7. That all powers of County
and City Councils to issue

licenses previously granted being made
null and void by the adoption of the
amendment, any rale of intoxicating
liquor, except under the exceptions
named in the amendment, is illegal.

Captain Eads Ship Raima.
Captain Eads has not been sleeping

upon his projectof a ship railroad. We
hear from him now in Mexico, where
he has secured a remarkably favorable
concession for a route across the Isth-
mus of Tehuantepec a concession
which includes an entirely unexpected
provision, opening the way for ihe
United States Government practically
to become a partner with Mexico in
aiding the construction of the road.
Sensible of the fact that the great value
to this country ofa means for transport-
ing vessels from ocean to ocean will be
the facility it would give for sea com-
munication between our Ports on the
Atlantic and the Gulf and our Pacific
ports, Captain Eads has chosen the
most northerly, and therefore the short-
est route. From New York to San
Francisco by way of the Isthmus of
Tehuantepec is 1500 miles less than
by way of the proposed Panama Canal,
and the difference in distance between
the mouth of the Mississippi and San
Fancisco is 2,800 miles. A letter from
Mexico whjoh we publish to-da-y gives
the first details of Captain Eads's enter-
prise, and of the lriendly feeling exist-
ing toward it among the people of our
sister Republic. Instead of throwing
obstacles in Captain Eads's way, as us-

ed to be done by former Mexican gov-
ernments when any scheme of improve-
ment originating in this country was
broached, the present Administration
has welcomed his enterprise and accorded

it as favorable treatment as could
reasonably be asked. Captain Eads is
eminently a practical man. He means
business in this matter, and we shaI
be disappointed if he does not find
means to begin work on his railroad
before De Lesseps does any great
amount of digging at the Isthmus of
Panama. The prospeot of ships going
from sea to sea in Captain Eads's big
tanks on wheels is to say the least, as
good as of their going under the moun-
tains through the problematical French
tidewater canal. N. Y. Tribune.

The Milk of Different Breeds.
Some time ago, we had occasion to

make an examination of the milk of dif-
ferent breeds ofcattle, for the benefit of
the class in dairying. The facts brought
out by this experiment, although not
by any means new, seem to us to be of
interest beyond the limits of the class.

In the examination referred to, the
milk of a pure-bre- d Jersey cow, the
half-bloo- d Jersey, and the pure-bre- d

Short-hor- n, was placed in separate test--
tubes to the depth of five and one-ha-lf

inches, and allowed to stand twelve
hours. Care was taken in the outset to
secure the milk of cows which had re-

ceived substantially the game feed and
general treatment. The amount of
cream throw up by the different kinds
of milk is shown by the following tab-

ular statement :

5i inches Jersey milk gave
cream.

51 inches i blood Jersey milk gave
14-1- 6 in. cream.

5 inches Short-hor- n milk gave 5--

in. cream.
It will be seen from the above that

the milk of the half-bre- d Jersey cow
va3 much more productive of cream

than that of the full-bloo- d Jersey, and
the Jersey milk was much richer than
the Short-hor- n. The fact that the
milk of the half-bre- d Jersey was richer
in. cream than that of tne pure-bre- d,

agrees with the common experience of
dairy-me- n, who assert thattho half or
three-fourt- bred Jersey is for all
practical purposes of the dairy, equal to
the fall blood.

An examination of the skimmed milk
of these different sorts furnished another
interesting fact. In the case of the Jer-
sey milk, this was found to. be thin,
blue and watery, the line separating
the cream and milk being well defined ;

while, Hn the milk of the Short-hor- n,

the skimmed milk was 'thick and
opaque, and the .distinction between
creain and milk with difficulty made
out. A microscopic examination made
the reason of this quite plain. The
Uuttery part of the milk exists, in all
cases, in the form of minute, nearly
round, microscopic masses, which it is
generally believed are enveloped by a
thin sack of caseine or curd. In the
case of the Jersey milk, tneee butter
globules were found to be very irregu-
lar in size, the average being much
larger than those found in the milk of
the Short-hor- n. Jersey milk may be
richer in butter than that of other
breeds, but its chief value is doubtless
owing to the fact that this butter ex-

ists in the milk in comparatively large
masses, which come to the surface rap-
idly in the form, of cream, leaving a
thin, watery skim milk behind.

In the experiment referred to above,
the same amount (5 inches) of the
"strippings" the last of the milk
drawn from the cow of the half-bloo- d

Jersey, was set aside. In this, at the
expiration of twelve hours, the upper
two inches was somewhat darker and
thicker than the remainder; but there
was no perceptible line separating
"cream" and "milk" ; fox' in fact, the
strippings are cream, and should in all
cases be placed directly in tlje cream
jar. Prof. Shelton.
