The Democratic members of the late
New York Legislature have issued an ad-

dress to their constituents, reviewing in de-

tail the causes for the lengthy Senatorial
deadlock, and referring in no complimentary
manner to the methods and tactics employed

by the Republicans to settle their factional
disputes.

There seems to be a genuine revival
of the duelling code in Europe. Two Span-

ish officers fought at Gibraltar, one of whom
was killed and the other seriously wounded.
Baron Von Geyso, a young German officer

of much promise, has been shot dead in a
duel with a brother officer. Two students
of Gottengin fought a duel with pistols, and
one was mortally wounded. .

Prof. Eastman, of the National Ob-

servatory, says that the last new comet will
coon be visible to the naked eye. "It will
not be so far north as the other. We will be
able to see it by and by, early in the evening
in the west, and early in the morning in the
east. It has something of a tail, which will
grow more distinct. The comet is labeled
as Comet C, being the third comet discov-

ered this year. The comet up by the polar
at ar is the Comet B ."

Governor Crittenden, of Missouri,
by proclamation, offers $5,000 reward for the
arrest and conviction of each person par
ticipating in the train robberies atGlendale,
in October, 1879, and at Winston on the 15th
of July, the latter robbery being attended
with' two murders. For the appre-
hension of Frank James and Jesse
W. Janies $5,000 Is offered unconditionally,
with $5,000 added upon their conviction for
complicity iu the crimes mentioned.

The Commissioner of Indian Affairs,
with a view to effecting a friendly arrange-
ment looking to a 'gradual consolidation of
the various Indian agencies and bringing
near together the various tribes of Indians,
now scattered over a wide area, sent out let-

ters to the Poncas, Omabas, Winnebagoes
and Lower Agency Sioux, instructing them
to send three delegates from each tribe to
"Washington by August 15. Replies were
received from each tribe declaring a willing-
ness to do so. The especial object of the
conference at this time is to arrange for
some better location for the Poncas in Ne-

braska, who refused to go to the Indian
Territory.

There is no little excitement in Eng-
land over the reported discovery at Liverpool
of infernal machines packed in barrels pur-
porting to contain cement, received by
steamer from America. The report, though
generally circulated, was not credited by
many, until Secretary Harcourt, in reply to
an inquiry touching the matter in the House
of Commons, said the report was substan-
tially correct. The Home Office, on the ar-

rival of the vessel referred to in the report,
has sent two detectives to Liverpool, and six
machines were discovered in one vessel and
four in another. The Home Secretary
further stated that more than three weeks
ago the Government was informed of con-

signments from America to England of in-

fernal machines, the names of vessels being
given. Investigations to discover the orig-

inator of the conspiracy, he said, are pro-

ceeding here and in America. He believed
the conspirators were connected with the
avowed projects of the Fenian press in
America. He concluded as follows: "It is
my firm belief that the American Govern-
ment is as desirous as the English Govern-
ment to suppress such crimes."

The condition of the President be-

came alarmingly worse on the 23d, owing to
the stoppage of the discharge from the
wound and the consequent formation of a
pus cavity. A surgical operation, skillfully
performed by Dr." Agnew, of Philadelphia,
relieved the patient from immediate danger,
although his condition was still considered
critical. On the morning of the 26th a sec-

ond operation was found necessary, on ac-

count of a partial stoppage of the discharge
from the new incision. Dr. Agnew this
time. succeeded in removingfrom the wound
several pieces of the shattered rib, one of
them an inch long, the other smaller. The
operation was a painful one, but the Presi-
dent bore it bravely, without the adminis-

tration of anaesthetics, and was perceptibly
relieved as the pus again flowed freely, vr.
Hamilton, one of the attending surgeons, in
a subsequent interview informed a reporter
thatthiB latest complication did not materi-
ally affect the patient's chances of recovery,
but other similar obstructions and compli-
cations may ensue, and still not cause seri-

ous alarm. The location of the bullet is now
believed to be in the right illiac fossa the
cavity between the front of the hip bone and
the ribs, which contains the small intestines.
On the 27th everybody about the White
House was cheerful, the general opinion
being that the President was out of
longer.

Tbe Late Dean Stanley.

Another distinguished Englishman is
dead. The cable brings to America the
news ot the death of the great Dean of
Westminster. There are few Englishmen
whose death would be so widely regretted
in this country. His relations with America
were not simply in his public and literary
character. He had numerous and devoted
personal friends here who had the greatest
admiration for his abilities and reverential
regard for his character. Arthur Penrhyn
Stanley was born in Alderley, Cheshire, De-

cember 13, 1815. His father was Dr. Ed-

ward Stanley, rector of Alderley for thirty-tw- o

years and Bishop of Norwich from 1S37.

The son was educated at Rugby, and iulS38
graduated at University College, Oxford,
where he subsequently resided for twelve
years as tutor. In 1851 he was appointed
Canon of Can:erbury, and he was Regius
Professor of Ecclesiastical History at Ox-

ford from 183G to 1SG4, when he was made
Dean of Westminster. He was a leader
of the "Broad Church" party. He pub-

lished "Life and Correspondence ol
Thomas Arnold, D.D." which has
passed through numerous editions and
been translated into several ioreign lan-

guages, 'Sermons and Essays on the Apos- -.

tolic Age," "The Epistles of St. Paul to
the Corinthians, with Critical Notes and
Dissertations," "Historical Memorials of
Canterbury Cathedral," Sinai and Pal-

estine in Connection with Their History,"
"Lectures on the History of the Eastern
Church," "Lectures on the History of the
Jewish Church," "Abraham to Samuel,"

The Bible, Its Forms and Substance,"
"Scripture Portraits and Other Miscell-
anies," " Historical Memorials of West-

minster Abbey," "The Three Irish
Churches," " Essays on Church aud
State," "The Atbanasian Creed," and
" Lectures on the History of the Church of
Scotland." In. November, 1S74, he was
elected Lord Rector of the University of St.
Andrews. The last of the works named
above vas written in 1S74, as we learn from
the American Cyclopaedia, to which we are
indebted for the record of the wonderful
life-wo- of this eminent theologian. The
cause of his death was erysipelas. His age,
it will be observed, was sixty-si- x. It wa
reasonably hoped that he had many years of
life before him.

SCIENCE AUD INDUSTRY.

Recent experiments show that the
lio-h- t of an eleptric lamp travels 187,200
miles per second.

It is intended, if possible, to run

pumping the air into the workings and
for other purposes.

It is
believed that if a baloon can carry with
it in portable shape a reserve force such
as Sir William Thomson found in the
famous box sent him from Paris, bal-

loons can be fitted up with steering ap-

paratus that will enable the aeronaut to
control their passage through the air,
and go withersoever he will rather than
whither the wind listeth. A meeting of
the Aeronautical Society is to be held
forthwith to discuss this new factor.

Musical Ants

A correspondent of Nature, writing on
musical ants in Sumatra, says that near-

ly two years ago he found a musical
species of Polyrachis, which makes its

apery nests on the under side of bam-o- o
K leaves. The noise, which resembles
very heavily-fallin- g rain, is caused by
the insect striking the leaf by a series of
spasmodic taps, both with its head and
with the extremity of its abdomen,which
it bends inward while so doing. He
came upon a second species of large
brown ant in Sumatra,the noise of which,,
as in the case of the other ant, resembled
heavy rain and could be heard a long
distance off. What struck Mr. Forbes,
the observer, most about this species
was the singular synchronism of the
movements. "These ants were spread
over a space perhaps a couple of yards
in diameter on the stem, leaves, and
branches of a great tree which had fal-

len, and not wi'hin sight of each other;
yet the tapping was set up at the same
moment, continued exactly the same
space of time, and stopped at the same
instant. After the lapse of a few sec-end- s,

all recommenced at the same in-

stant. The interval was always of about
the same duration, though I did not
timA it. Each ant did not. however.
heat synchronously rith every other in
the congeries nearest to me. There
were independent tappings, so that.a
sort of tune was played, each congeries
dotting out its own music, yet the be-

ginnings and endings of these musical
parties were strictlv synchronous."
