This great peculiar
feature arises from the dry ellmate;
the grass growing and ripening slow-
ly retains its nutritious substance to
such extent as enables atock to winter
on it In shape without other feed or at-
tention. While the stock men of Kan-
sas are feeding and sheltering their
cattle at considerable expemse the
stack men of Texas, New Mexico and
Colorado are enjoying their lelsure;
many of them “spending the winter

cattle find thelr own living without a
cent expense and generally come
through in fine condition.

A stranger flying over the railroad |,
at first concludes toat the country is
none other than a sandy, barren des-
sert ; but on closer inspection will find
a light coat of fine grass, grazing on
which are to-day thousands of cattle
fat as your stall fed stock over in
Allen county. This to rome may
seem a little extravagant, but is only
the record of facts which ure demon-
strated by thorough experience. Home
idea of the magnitude of grazing here
may be gleaned from the following fig-
ures which we have taken the pains to
oopy from official returns of the
assessment of this county for last year
and shipment from this station, which

88,186, horses 8,253, mules 141, ship-
ment of cattle 610 cars, number of
square miles of territory 2,970. This,
owing to the imperfection of assess-
ment, is generally claimed to represent
about two-thirds of the actnal amount
of stock. The only attention given
cattle s jn summer and gonsists in
gathering, bpanding and shipping.
The sytematic manper in which the
work ia done incurs compamtively
little expense. We have met a num-
ber of persons who began five or fen
years since with smal]l meapsora few
cattle and are now qujie wealthy. But
the man with small means must work
against great odds as he la compelled
to sompete with men. who own from
five thousand to twenty.filve thousand
head of cattle and wha are worth their
millions.

Regarding the agricultural {ntepests
of course little can besaid. While noth-
Ing gan be raised withous Irigation, It
is claimed that by irrlgation over
three million acrea along the Arkso-
sag can be made profitable farming
land. An unsugoessfu] experiment
