The Cattle Scourge,

Lagt Tuesday in company with com-
missioner MeCarley, J. M. Smyth and
C. E. Warcham, we went to Neosho
Falls to attend the meeting of stock
men ealled to consider what measures
had betler be taken for the eradication
of the foot und mouth disease that has
made its appearance among the cattle
of Coffey and Woodson countles. We
went there strongly unde: the impres.
slon that the oattle interesis were
more seared than burt, and that an ex-
trn session of the legislnture wonld be
8 useless ‘and upcalled for waste of
money and Ume. We came
away fully convinced that the magni-
tude and far-reaching effect of the
spurge hind not been realized and that
an extea session of the legislatare is an
Imperative necessity, would prove
In the long run to be the most econom
feal mensure that could be taken,

The meeting was a very large and
representative one.  Ffleen counties
were represented and there must have
been at least 20 men present. The
Governor was there accompanied by
Treasurer Home, Major Slins, Seore
tary of the State Board of Agriculture
and by representatives of  the
Topeka Commonwealth and Capital,
the Kansas City Jowrnal and
the Chicngo Tribune, Representalives
of the Emporia, Burlington and Leroy

pers were also present, Stale sena-
E:n-, Judge Thacher, Kelley and Fingh
were there and In short the meeting
was mado up of the most able and in-
fluential men of the Btate. The meet-
ing was ealled to urder by Licutlenant
GovernotFinney, who briefly stated the
origin and progress of the scourge, [t
broke out first about Christmas amoug
some enlves owned by Mr. Keith, five
miles north of Neosho Falls, Shortly
after that it made its appearnnece in the
hends of Messrs, Beard and Goodrich,
in the same vicinity. The real unture
of the disease was not ksown until last
week, when veterinary surgeons were
sent for and pronounced it the foot and
moulh disease, On Monday of this
week, the surgeons visited the herd of
Mr. Pribbenow, on Owl ereek, about
12 miles south of Neosho Falls and
foand eight nuimale of Lis herd nfect-
ed with the same disease. This is
the extent of the discase in our imme-
tiate nelghborhood,  Some time after
the meeting had been called to onder,
representatives from  Lyon county ar-
rived who stated that the disease had
nlso made its appearnnce in that coun-
gnn the'farm of a Mr. O'Toole.  Mr.

"Toole had made a large sale of stock
after the disease hind broken oul, bul

before its true nature was known, and
there is every possiblity therefore that
the scourge may become wide spread.
As gathered from the report of the sur-

ns the symptloms of the disease are
as follows: be animal stands with
back arched and bead down. Shows
feverish condition by hunting cool
places to lie down. Becomes lame
psually in the hiod feet first.  Ulcers
appear about the hool and the foor
gradually sloughs off by mortification.
Uloers appear also in the mouth
and the animal somctimes foams at
