Mr. Will Whittiugton, of Osage
township came into town Wednesday
morningandgct out awrit of injunction
against certain unknown parties who
had, on the evening previous, forcibly
eutereil upou and taken possession of a
quarter section of laud which is owned
by a brother-in-la- of his. and of which
he has chnrge. As nearly as we can
learn them the facts arc these. On
Tuesday afternoon while Mr. Whit-tiugto- i:

was out huutiug lie saw four
men tlriviutr two uairous loaded with
lumber, going toward this piece of
laud. He met them with a sliot gun
ala gap in the fence and forba'de them
entering. They then drove around the
field and attempted to enter at another
side which was not fenced. Mr. W.
met them on the line and again for-

bade them entering. After some par-
ley, one of the men stepped behind his
wagon and drawing a revolver on
Whittiugton cursed him and ordered
him to leave. After about 13 minutes
lie concluded to obey and they entered
tbe place and preceded to erect a
shanty.

The land is owned by Mr. Frank M.
Hays, of Illinois, a young man who
bought it three years ago and who liaj
been working for wages since then to
pay for it. He has just recently got it
paid for and is expected out soon to
take possession of it. His brother-in-la-

has been pasturing it, built a stock
pond, and has got it nearly fenced.
Such being the facts it is to be hoped
that the courts will show little mercy
to the men who are trying to rob him
of it. For it is plain robbery and noth-
ing less can be made out of it. The
four men were strangers to Mr. Whit-tingto- n,

and wc don't know whether
they belong to the League or not. It
they do not they have certainly taken
lessons from that organization for their
methods of procedure are very simi-
lar. If they are, acting by authoiity
of the League, our space is at the dispos-
al of any member of the order who
wishes to justify their course. If they
are not we will gladly publish an of-

ficial statement to that effect.
L.vtek. Deputy Sheriff Brown who
