After awhile they, by some ac~
cident of prosperity or circumstancos, get
in the place for which they have no guali-
fication. And very soon, if the man bs &
merchant, he is going around asking hia
ereditors to compromise for ten cents om
the dollar.

Aye,
it is oot the imperwonation of anaother; we
ourseives are Lbe real Merchant of Venice,
or the real Shylock, the real filial Cor-
delic or the real erucl Regan, the real
Yortia or the real Lady Machoth. The

But
we nover put off oor choracter, and no
chanye of apparel can make us any one
elxe than that which we eternally ara,

Many make a failure of their part in the
drama of life through dissipation. They
Lave enongh intcllectual equipment and
pood addiress, and genialily unbounded.
Bot tiaey have o wins eloset the! contains
all the forces {or their social and bosiness
and moral overlhrow. Bo fer back as Wil
Xing Bdgar of Enginnd made a law that
il drint-cups should have pins {astened
&t - certain point in the side, so
ihat the indalger might be romluded
to stop bafors Lo got to the bottom. But
there sré po pins projecting from the
sidos of the modern wime ecup or
beer mug, and (e first point at which
willions slop ix at the sravelly bottom of
ihoir own grave.

Dr. Bax, of France, has recently discov-
ered someihing which gildrinkers ought to
know. He bas found out that alcohol in
cvory shape, whether of wine, or brandy
or beer, contains parasitic life called
bacille: potumania. By powerfuimicro-
scopes these living things are di ered,

Efforts arc being made for the discovery
of soms germricide that can kill the para-
sites of alcoholism, bLut the only thing that
will ever extirpate them is abstinence, to
which I would bofore God swearall theso
young men and oid.
