Queen Victoria has offered the Comte
de Paris the use of Claremont Castle dur-
ing his exile from France, but the offer has
been declined as the Comte does not intend
to reside permanently in England.

The Liberal local Government, or seces-

sion party, of Nova Scotia, was successful
at the elections by a large majority. The
supporters of the Government claim
twenty-nin- e of the thirty-eig- seats.

Juarez Selman has been elected Presi-
dent of the Argentine Republic.

Twelve or fourteen lives were lost and
$1,000,000 worth of property destroyed by
the fire which recently ravaged Vancou-
ver, B. C. The fire was blown in from the
prairies by a storm.

Prince Luitpold, of Bavaria, has
telegrams of condolence from Ger-

man and foreign potentates; also a tele-
gram from the Emperor William, lament-
ing King Lndwig's death, and tendering
his deepest sympathy, "of which," he says,
"our long friendship will assuredly con-

vince you."
In the inquest in the case of McCormick,

who was shot in the recent Belfast riots,
Inspector Green testified that the consta-
bles began firing without orders; that he
stopped the firing as soon as possible and
that the riot act had not been read beforo
the firing. The jury rendered a verdict of
willful murder against policemen whoso
names are unknown.

A ST. JOSEPH TRAGEDY.

Colonel Btroae;, of aa St. Joseph Herald,
Shot by Dr. Blrtuaoad, Who Thro At-
tempts to Kill Himself.
St. Jo3efb, Mot, Jnne 19. At eleven

yclock yesterday aorainr as Colonel J. M.
Strong, manager of the Herald, was sitting
In the counting room with bis back to the
door. Dr. S. A. Richmond entered tbe door-

way and drawine a revolver fired one shot,
which struck his victim In the left side of
tbe neck. Colonel' Strong jumped up and
staggered towards the back office, Rich-

mond fired two more shots and Strong fell
Richmond then turned outside, placed the
revolver to his temple and fired, dropping
Instantly to the sidewalk. At the time of
(be shooting Cofonel Strong was engaged
n conversation with some unknown man
ind was totally unconscious of the approach
of the enemy nntil be was struck by the
Bret bullet. Richmond drove up to the front
of the office in a carriage, sitting on tbe
back seat, the driver In front lie Is said to
have alighted and coolly walked to tlio
Herald office door without any trace of

When he commenced to shoot
his driver drove away and left him, and it
was after turning to look for the carriage
and finding it tome, that ho shot himself.
Colonel Strong' fell struck by the two bul-
lets, one nf which, as stated, struck him in
the neck, ranging upward into tbo brain,
the other struck in his back and is believed
to have penetrated the heart He said: "I
am dying," and passed away iu five min-
utes after the first shot was fired. Rich-
mond's bullet took effect in the left temple,
and as yet it Is impossible to tell whether
it will prove fatal or not It Is believed,
however, that he will not recover, as be Is a
raving maniac at present The trouble is
solely of Richmond's own making, lie has
long been known to tbe newspaper fratern-
ity as the discoverer and manufacture!
of "Samaritan Nervine," and has
been an extensive advertiser and has
bad an enormous business in his nos-
trum. Some year and a half ago Colonel
Strong was one of the principal attorneys
for him in his suit with Harlan P. Hub-bai-

advertising agent of New Haven,
Conn. It Is believed that his business af-

fairs were too weighty for his brain, and
that he became crazy. Some fire months
ago he disappeared from this community
and left a lot of papers, evidently the work
of either a knae or a hopeless lunatic.
He chanted Colonel Strong and otner prom-
inent attorneys of this city with having
ruined him, and indicated that he had ended
his career in the river. At that time opin-
ions differed as to his condition, some hold-
ing him crazy, others believing him simply
working a ruse to obtain SS5,000 life Insur-
ance. Two months ago he turned up in
Chicaeo crazy and was brought home. Since
that time he has not been seen about town
but once or tn ice until the tragic event of
yesterday. All the people acquainted
with the circumstances know that Colonel
Strong was entirely innocent as wero the
other parties, of the charges mailo against
them, and Richmond's manifesto, in which
lie claimed that he had only been restrained
from killing Strong and others by the great
est moral effort, and the deed of yesterdaj
proves Richmond's lunacy beyond a doubt,m
at least such is the popular erdict Colonel
Strong leaves a large family, consisting of
a wife, tlireo sons, the eldest of whom is
John P. Strong, r of the Her-
ald; other sons aired respectively fifteen and
twelve. The eldest daughter is Airs. Wil-
liam B. Summcy, of Washington, who
married about a month ago, ami another
little girl of ten years. He was sixty-on- e

years old, a lawyer by profession, and a
man who had been very prominent in tint
Republican party of Northwest Missouri
for nearly thirty jears. He was a man of
violent prejudices, but well liked and
highly esteemed by those who knew him
best

A FREIGHT DECISION.

Railroad CaaualMloaoTa Baa taw
Soathera Kaataa Railroad a IVeetmra.

The Board ot Railway CosssslseloBeri re-

cently rendered some Interesting decisions
ia relation to the manner in which the
Southern Kansas Railway Company has of
late billed consignments from one point to
another. The first Is that in the ease of
Rogers & Son. of Medicine Lodge, who filed
complaint with tbe board to the effect that
they were charged for 30,000 pounds when
in fact only 20,000 pounds were shipped.
The following Is the decision by tbe board:

From the complaint In this case and the
accompanrlnr evidence, and tbe nature of
the response made by the company com-
plained of, the facts appear to be as follows:
On the 14th or .April. 1880, there was con-
signed to complainants at Harper a carload
nf corn, to be shipped to them at Medicine
Lodge, Kan., over the Southern Kansas rail-
road. The consigner weighed the corn be-
fore putting the snmo Into the car. and his
sworn statement shows that the total we'pht
was 22.KE pounds. In the waybill it Is de-
scribed as "IS9 sacks of corn: we'ght subject
to correction, 30.000 pounds." When the corn
reached its destination complainant was
charged tho regular rate for the distance
'between Harper and Medicine Lodge
upon a stated weight of 30,000 pounds.
In bis response to this complaint Mr. 8. B.
Ilrnes, the companv'8 general freight agent

n s: "Our instructions to ncents are. when
I billing grain, to use a wc ght of 30,000

pounds, which Is to be to actual
weight when such Is ascertained. It was
formerly our cutom to bill all cars at 2.",00fi

pounds, but s'nee the capacity of cars have
been increased. It is found that tho average
we'ght is 30.000 pounds." The writer adds:
"If vou desire, we will put the complaint
In the form of a claim, and adiust direct
with shippers as soon as possible." If the
instructions recited above, and the prac-
tice founded upon it were free from ob-
jections, tho offer to adjust tbe oveMhargo
In this wise would obviate anv need of
further comment. Hut we think that the
custom of charging shippers upon maximum
car load weights, leaving the shipper to
seek adjustment with the company after-
wards upon actual weights. Is so objection-
able as to merit all the condemnation and
objurgation heaped upon It by tbe indig-
nant shippers In this case. Here Is a
party whom upon a shipment of a load of
corn th'rty-thre- e miles is overcharged, ac-

cording to the evidence now before us, six
dollars This is not done either bv acci-
dent or through mistake, but according to
rule and custom. Tho company takes the
sh'pper's money and leacs him to fret and
complain and go to the trouble and expense
of getting back from the cotnpnnvthat por-
tion of his money that wns unlawfully ex-
acted. As the complainant justly observes,
many men whose overcharge is a compara-
tive trifle, will grn and bear it, take their

out In curbing the companr rather than&ay vexed with to recover their
money. It Is the duty of tho com-
pany to know, at the time it preents
a freight bill to n man, the correct
amount it 1ms a right to charge, and
to collect that and no more. The time
to make adjustments Is before the money Is
collected or demnndpd. Tho we'ghtsenn bo
ascertained as well beforo as after, and fre-
quently much more easily. It must be evi-
dent that such a rrnctlceas theone pnrued
In this case must be a fruitful source of
overcharge to shippers, entailing absolute
loss to somp and icxnt on. trouble and ex-

pense to others, who resort to the .tedious
and uualiv dilatory methods devised for the
establishment of cla ins through railroad
offices. It is true that tbo company had no
track scales between the two points of ship-
ment, but th'a Is no excuse. It was not the
dutv of tho shipper to furnish the scales, and
their absence enn never justify anv
in basing chnrces for service rendered,
wh'ch tho law requires shall be upon estab-
lished and uniform rates, upon Its own arbi-
trary guess or presumption, and establish the
actual fact as best ho may.

The shipper also eomp'nlns that the com-
pany's agenta refused to Inform him, or put
upon the expense bill tho rata or freight
charged. Tho orig'nal expense bill Is before
us. and we And th-i- t it falls in that respect to
conform to the requirements of the law hs
stated br us to the general manngerof the
Atchison road in letter of date April 2. Inst
Wo are of the op'nlon that the overcharge
in this case should bo refunded to the ship
per without ilelay. and that the objectionable
custom set forth In Mr. Hvnc3' letter should
bo at once abolished, anil lurther. that tho ex-
pense bills of tho Southern Kansas
should bo made to conform to the require-
ments heretofore pointed out by the board.

LYNCHED.

An Altered Rapist Manged by a 3Iol at
Hebron, Neb. '

Hebron--, Neb., June 18. EH Owens, the
rapist, was lynched at three a. m. yesterday
morning by a crowd of fifteen masked men
from Alexandria, who broke down the cell
door with a sledge hammer, threw a rope
around the prisoner's neck and dragged him
to a wagon. His cries for help were heard
throughout the town, but were unheeded
for some time. Judge C. L. Richards and
W. D. Galbrich attempted to rescue the
prisoner, but revolvers were placed
to their heads and they were told
If they called for aid they would die. Tho
prisoner nas then dragged out. He re
sisted strenuously and fought like a tiger,
and with a knife of some kind he cut one
of his assailants on the hand or wrist.
Two other prisoners confined In the jail on
small charges Prince and Henry

say that the first intimation they
had was the appearance of a masked man
at the outside window of the cell occupied
by them. A gun was thrust through the
bars and its owner, in a gruff voice, said :

"I want Eli Owens." He was answered
that Owens was not in that cell.
They say Owens seemed to realizo
from the first that he was wanted.
The wretched man was conveyed to a place
about four miles east of Hebron. The
sheriff followed the crowd post haste, but
through some mistake took the wrong road.
It was some time before tho track of the
lynchers could be discovered. A trail was
struck, however, and in about one hour's
time from starting the body was discovered
swaying to and fro in the cool morning
breeze on a tree. The lynchers' work was
done, and Owens paid the penalty
with his life. The body was still
warm when the sheriff cut it down.
Several bruises were on the
body, showing the prisoner had been mal-

treated by the crowd before he was hung.
Eli Owens went to the residence of F.
Church, near Alexandria, where Ida Grim,
his sixteen-year-ol- d sister-in-la- was em-
ployed as a domestic, and invited the girl to
go riding. She accepted the Invitation,
and, as her story goes, the couple rode to a
place about two miles west of Alexandria,
where he made an assault on her.

FEARFUL EARTHQUAKE.

WJcarniriia Visited by a Terribli. Earth-
quake The Capital Destroyed.

NnwYoBtf, June 17. An Albany dis-

patch to the Sun says: "Mr. John Uotch
kiss, a prominent manufacturer of Birming-

ham, England, arrived here yesterday from
Realjo, Nicaragua. He says that the day
before he sailed (May 22) there was a terri-

fic eruption from the volcano Mommom-
tombo. Telegraph information was re-

ceived at Realjo on May 23 to the effect
that the city ot Manague, capital of
the country had been practically destroyed
by a violent earthquake which accompanied
the eruption. The earth upon which the
city was built suddenly sank soon after the
convulsions began, three feet below the
former level. All buildings of any con-

siderable value were completely wrecked.
It was reported that there was loss of
life, but how great Is not known.- - When
the Pacific Mail steamer sailed telegraphic
intelligence from the town at the terminus
of the railroad, forty miles from Real-

jo, states that it was being fast burled be-

neath hot volcanic ashes. Many lives havo
been lost. The situation in Realjo began
to grow somewhat threatening and the de--,
parture of the steamer was somewh.d
hastened on that account. The sky
became dark and of a strange dark
tinge. Fine volcanic ashes began to
fall and the atmosphere became op-

pressive. Breathing was painful. Ilotcii-kis- s
