In compliance with your request, I
will give you a brief account of our trip
to the above named city.

We left Topeka at 3:15 p. m.op Wed
nesday and ate breakfast at the Amer-
ican hotel in Toronto, at 0 o'clock this
morning, having arrived a half hour
early. We came over the Chicago,
Burlington & Quincy to Chicago;
thence on the Grand Trunk to Toron-
to, making the distance of nearly 1,100
miles in less than forty-on- e hours.

Mercury was up in the nineties and
stdl aspiring when we left Kansas City
but before we had gone halfway across
Missouri, we felt the need of heavier
clothing. The weather was cool and
pleasant all next day, becoming de-
lightful ;when, after leaving Chicago,
we came under the influence of breezes
from the lakes. Arriving at Toronto
we found it raining. It has rained here
every day this week except Tuesday.
This is very much like a dull, gloomy
April day.

The effects of dry weather were visi-

ble all along the route and I have been
told that the recent showers are the
first that have fallen here for a month.
No where does the corn look better
than in Southern Kansas. Crops of
all kinds are at least two months later-her-e

than they are there. I noticed
that oats and different kinds of tame
grasses arc excellent, while corn
and potatoes are just well started; the
former two and three feet in height
and the latter scarcely large enough to
cultivate. Other important growing
crops are peas and barley.

Toronto is a small (5) town on the
north-we- st coast of Lake Ontario, hav
ing a population of 125,000, but as I
have only been here a very short time,
I will leave a further description for a
future letter. I expect to visit Niaga-

ra and other places of;note before I
leave here. It is estimated that there
have been 23,000 K. of P'a. in the city.
