There is a rumor that the Sunflower
Route is soon to pass into the bands of
a new company, ostensibly, and that
its name is to be changed to the Fort
Scott, Wichita and Western. This is
probably the last move of Jay Gould to
freeze out the municipalities and other
small stock holders which is us.

The County Commissioners had a
special meeting Tuesday at which they
let the contract for building the wings
of the Geneva bridge and grading the
approaches, toB.Mc Williams.of Neosho
Kalis. The matter of the appeal from
School District 18 was also brought be-
fore them, but they concluded they
had no jurisdiction over the case.

As foreshadowed in our report last
week the Samuel preliminary resulted
in the defendunt being bound over to
the District Court, with the privilege
of bail, the sum being fixed at $5,000
The bond was executed on Monday, S.
C. Varner, B. D. Lee, George Mc-
Laughlin, J. D. Moore and J. M. Sam-
uel appearing as sureties, and the pris-
oner was released. He returned at
once to Moran and will conduct his
business as usual pending his trial.
In this connection, in reply to surprise
that has been expressed in certain
quarters that the Register bad not
commented on the facts in this case as
published last week, we will simply
say: The Register does not believe it
to be tbejprovince of a newspaper to use
its columns to. create a prejudice either
for or against an individual accused of
a crime. Under our present system it
is difficult enough at best tosecure a
competent iury: and the Register
docs not hold itself justified in increas-
ing the difficulty and thereby increas-
ing the cost to the county, by urging
its own opinion and thereby prejudic-
ing others. This question of Mr. Sam-
uel's guilt or Innocence is one for the
courts alone to determine, and it is
one that they should be left to deter-
mine as free as possible from the em-
barrassment of a manufactured public
opinion. The .Register gave a full
and impartial account of the affray
which resulted in the death of W. L.
Allard. It has no wish to usurp the
functions of a court in pronouncing
judgment either of acquittal or con-
demnation upon his slayer.

By reference to the minutes of
the Horticultural Society, published
elsewhere, it will be seen that the
organization has done the Register
the honor to adopt almost literally the

izens of Iola generally, and that any
reasonable demands that they may
make will be cheerfully granted. We
have talked with a number of 'people
about the project and we have found
no one who was net willing to do his
very best for Allen County's first An-

nual Horticultural, Agricultural and
Stock Exhibit.

BROOM CORN HARVESTER.

Tho above cut represents Mr. Burk-

holder's new Broom Corn Harvester,
recently alluded to in these columns.
As will be seen; it is a simple frame,
built so as to rest ou top of an ordinary
wagon bed. The wagon is driven so

that the row of corn p:isses inside of
the iron rod which projects from the
lower left hand corner. A man sitting
on the end of the board "2," breaks it
over a notched kuife fastened to the
board as seen under tbe rod, and
which cuts it off. He then passes it
along the tabic "3" to the cutters who
sit ou board "2". They cut it, laying
the straight beads on the table"!"
aud dropping the crooked heads down
iutothe wagon box.

This, in brief is the modus operandi,
and broomeorn raisers will at once see
the many advantages the harvester
offers over the old method. Some of
these advantages may, however, be
briefly enumerated.

1. It can be operated with from two
to five hands, two working it with tbe
same advantage as five.

2. All hands ride.
3. Qait of team may be regulated

according to thickness of corn, thus
enabling men to handle asmuoh brush
in a day of tlnri earn as of thick .

, Tho stalks are cut from 5 to 8
feet high, the brush and cut off stalks
being separated easily and rapidly.

, T!l0 ci'ookeU and straight brush
are separated without trouble orv loss
of time.

6. Easy on men aud team.
7. Each man's labor shows lbr i tself.

leaving no chance to shirk.
8. Brush never has to lie out over

nigbt,or be bleached by morning dews
and sun. It is loaded as it is cut and
is housed directly from the harvester.
This feature atone is worth more than
the cost of the implement.

9. Leaves the stalks standing
straight and in good condition for
plowing.

In short, tbe inventor, af-

ter a thorough trial, is certain that tbe
Harvester will reduce the labor of sav
ing a crop of broom corn from one
third to one half. In order, however,
that broom corn raisers may have a
chance to see for themselves, he asks
us to say that the Harvester will be
tried at the farm of H. BttsIey.U miles,
north of LaHarpe, next Wednesday
July 20, beginning at one o'clock. Mr
Busely has someoarly corn which will
be ready to out at that time and the
Harvester will be given a
thorough test. We would
advise all broom corn growers tn be
present and witness the trial. If the
Harvester does what is claimed for it,
no farmer can do without it.

As the Implement can be made at
slight expense by mechan
ic, Mr. Burkholder will not attempt to
manufacture them but will sell farm
rights at low rates.
