"If this outrage had been committed by
Canada against the United States Presi-
dent Clavotand would issue a proclamation
pf retaliation within forty-eig- hours, or
else the poople would rise in their might
and demand such action."

The dispatches are still held private, but
your correspondent has secured positive
nnd authentic knowledge of their contents.
Their substance is statod by an affidavit
forwarded by Andrew Lang, first oJTleerof
the British sealing schooner Say ward.

Ho testlfiad undr oath that theSayward
left Victoria on May 18, bound on a seal-

ing voyage with seven man and
sixteen Indian huntsrs. He says:
"We commenced sealing off Cnpe
Bcott, off the north of Vancouver
Island, and killed 429 fur seals in the Pa-

cific ocean. Our vessel then cnterod
Behring sen, July 7. the weather being
thick and fogy. On July 9 we were
captured by the United Statos stoamor
Richard Rush, being then thirty or
forty miles off the nearest land. We were
ti.ken in tow to Ounalaska nnd laid along-
side the steamer St. Paul, of the Commer-
cial Company. They removed the
sealskins, taking them ashore and
placing them In the company's
warehouse resetting tho skins with salt
taken from our vessels. Thoy put an off-

icer of the Rush on board the Sayward,
towed us out to sea and sent us to Sitka.
The vessel was left in charge of an United
States officer and we wore only allowed to
remove our clothing. The Indians were
left to find their bomoi as best thoy could.
They were about seven hundred milos
from their village when we were taken. I
spoke to the captain of the Rush and told
him wo had not captured a seal in Bohring
sea, and he replied: "1 am sorry for you.
I have to obey orders and tako every
thing I come across in Bearing sea."

ing a British ship on the high sons, but a
gross inhumanity to the crow. Thoy say
that tho Captain of the Rush stating that
he would seize evorything shows the course
Secretary Bayard has determined on.

The information has been
forwarded to the British Government, and
it is oxpected that a vigorous and perhaps
warlike protest will at onco be made.

A NARROW ESCAPE.

FTovldenro and a Ilurket Interposes to
Save the Stiiuihlp Propitious from Ie- -
struetlon Tho Captain Swept Overboard.
Baltimork, Md., Aug. 23. The BritU

steamship Propitious, from Carthagena
arrived at this port yesterday afternoon
in a badly battered condition and without
a captain, that officer having been lost on
the voyage. The chief officer reports that
on Saturday at seven o'clock, sixty miles
off Cape Henry, the Propitious encoun-
tered a terrific gale 'which lasted until
three o'clock in the afternoon. It swept
every thing before it. Some falling stan-
chions knocked a circular hole
in the deck through which th'
water poured into the bold. As it
sent by a kind Providence, a large, heavy
galvanized iron bucket was torn from its
fastenings aft and was swept up to tho
hole, into which it fitted as snugly as
though specially made for the purpose.
This alone prevented the water from filling
and sinking the ship. In the meantimo
Captain Nichols was swept overboard and
lost. The plankin? of the deck is badly
sprung. The first officer was quite badly
injured about the knees by falling spars.

AMONG THE CUBANS.

Hetee Taken at Random In the Far-Fa-

City of Havana.
The island has more fine harbors

than any other country of its size, and
it is no wonder that the buccaneers of
the Spanish main selected it as the
center of their piratical enterprises. It
has two hundred and sixty rivers and
plenty of fresh water springs. It never
snows in Cuba, though the ice some-
times forms upon the mountains. The
babies can go naked here" the year
around, and as for the stocking trad
of Havana its customer are confined
to the higher classes. Neither stock-
ings nor suspenders are used by the
laborers, and I doubt whether there
arc one thousand pairs of suspenders
worn by the 1,500,000 people who make
up that Island's population. They use
instead a belt strap, nnd the majority
of the workingmen of tho island con-

fine their apparel to an undershirt and
trousers. The better class of men
dross in white duck, with Panama
hats.

The lower class of women wear few
underclothes, and a calico wrapper
and a pair of hcclless slippers are a
wardrobe. There are no carpets on
the floors or plaster on ceilings. Iron
bars take the place of glass windows,
and there is not a chimney nor a cook-

ing stove in Havana. There arc no barns
and the horses arc washed in the har- -

i bbrs instead of being curried. There
arc no bricks used in the sidewalks,
and tho average sidewalk is three feet
wide and of stone. The building
stone used is a porous one, and this
is covered with stucco. Havana has
parks, but there is no grass in them,
and as for shade, it can be got only by
going to the mountains.

The policemen carry swords and
guns, and the offices of all kinds arc
filled by Spaniards. There are no
mattresses on the Cuban beds, and as
for feather pillows, there are not

L enough feathers used hereto make a
wad for tho earache. There arc few
china pitchers used in Havana, and the
drinking-mu- g is of porous clay, with
a hole at the top, out of which the
water is poured into the mouth in a
trickling stream. Itcd brick tiles tnke3
the place of shingles, nnd the tops of
the houses arc used evenings for
sitting-room- s. Tho gardens of Havana
are inside tho houses, instead of be-

hind them.
The Cuban Likes oranges, bread and

butter and coffee for breakfast. He
pares his oranges as we do apples, and
you find plates of pared oranges be-

fore you on the tabic when you sit
down to the morning meal. The way
to cat these oranges is to drive a fork
into them, plant your teeth firmly into
the lucious fruit and suck the juice.
Tho Cuban breakfast is taken on ris-

ing, and then another breakfast about
nine or ten o'clock. This is more like
the American meal, and the whole city
knocks off for it. Passing along tho
street at this time you may see fami-
lies at their meals through the open
windows and doors, and an hour or
two later the whole town seems to be
taking a siesta. Dinner is e ttcn be-

tween five and six o'clock, and the
stores keep open until about nine
o'clock in the evening. Home Journal.

Rev. Ilippolytu Smoothtoxt'a Model
Srrinon.

Last Sunday Uev. Hippolj tus Smooth-tex- t,

B. A., of the Church of St. Sleep-
ers, preaehed an anniversary sermon
which we cm commend to all pastors
who are given to preaching anniversary
sermons as a model of its kind. True,
it did not possess that unfathomable
depth of bottomless profundity and
limitless breadth of encyclopedical eru-
dition so characteristic of the discursive
expositions of Rev. Philetus Dobiis, D.
D.. but nevertheless, taken nil in all, it
may lc considered a model anniversary
sermon. Especially instructive and
suggestive were the statistics which, so
lar as wc have oberved, were of a kind
never before introduced in a discourso
of this nature, and it is to this model
feature of the sermon that we desire
especially to direct the attention of
young ministers, who have yet to make
their mark in anniversary cflurts.
Rev. Hippolytus Smoothtcxt, B. A., in
reviewing the work of his pastorate,
stated among otherthings, that he had,
during the year of his Christian min-itr- y,

just closed, preached 104 sermons,
18 mortuary discours-- s, solemnized 21
hvmcneal ccrem-mics- , delivered 17
lectures, of which 16 were on secular
and all the others on religious sub
jects; made 32 addresses of which all but
27 were on matters most nearly touch-
ing the vital religious concerns of the
church; had read aloud in public 136
chapters of the Bible, 149 of which were
very long ones; hail made pastoral
calls, 312; taken tea on such occasions,
S12 times; distributed 804 tracts; visit-
ed the sick several times; sat on tho
platform at temperance and other pub-
lic meetings 47 times; had the headache
Sabbath morning and so compelled to
appear before his people in a condition
of physical pain, nervous prostration
and lwdily distress that utterly unfitted
him for public preaching, 104 times;
picnics attended, 10; dinners, 37; suf-
fered from attacks of malignant dys-
pepsia, 37 times; read 748 hymns; in-

structed the choir in regard to selec-
tion of tunes, 1 time; had severe eolds,
104 times; sore throat, 104 times; ma-
laria, 104 times; had written 3,120
pages of sermons; declined invitations
to tea, 1 time; started the tunes in
prayer meetings, 2 times; started tho
wrong tunc, 2 times; sang hymns that
nobody else knew, 2 times; received
into church membership, 3; dismissed
by letter, 49; expelled, 16; strayed or
stolen, S7.
