At about ten o'clock Generals Grier and
Fairchild rode to Franklin and Third,
whero tho first division was forming.
General Gricr was mounted on a large dark
bay; General Fairchild was on Judge 's

little) bay, that danced and prancod
most eautifully, and yet which was as
gentle ns n lamb. General Faircbild had
wrapped himsrlf closely in a long rubber
cloak, over which tho water poured in
stream!. Ills Grand Army
hat was peaking wot, and the empty right
sleeve of his coat was strapped closoly to
bis side, while with his right hand ha
guidid his horse.

The signal was fired at a quarter of
. eleven o'clock, nnd the great procession

moved.
It was headed by a special detail of

thirty-si- x mounted police, dressod in the
regulation uniform, with bluck helments;
heavy plain sabers and large buckskin
gauntlets. They wore by chief of
Police Anton HueMer, and wero under
the command of Captain Fruchto of tha
mounted district.

Tho chief's saber is somowhat lighter
than those used by tho romainder of the
men, and is handsomely mounted in brass,
with a gold hilt.

General Fairchild, surrounded by eighty-foa- r
aides, came next. Fourteen carriages

followed. In the first was General IV. T.
Sherman, accompanied by Mayor Francis.
General Pope, of the regular army, accom-
panied by Major Rainwater, Governor
Rusk of Wisconsin and staff in four car
riages. General 8. H. Heath nnd Louis
Wagner, of Philadelphia, and Geo. S. S.
Burdctt, of Washington, D. C, and others.
Past Commanders General Merrill and
General Clarke, of New York, and six
carriages containing war governors ana
department commanders.

During tho wait before tho start General
Sherman's carriage was surrounded by
veterans who stood nearly an hour with
bared heads for tho privilege of shaking
hands and speaking a word with the old
hero.

The First division, under the command
of Colonel Nelson Cole, came next. This
included tho Dopartmnt of Missouri.
The six St. Louis posts wero represented
nnd forty-eig- outside posts, making
about eight thousand veterans in all in this
division, which was headed by tho Excel-
sior (colored) band. It had also Kilter's
St. Louis Band in the canter of tha division.

Tha Second division under command of
Colonel J. G. Butlor, was made up of
about l,rC0 Illinois veterans. There aro
between P.COO and 10,000 Grand Army men
from Illinois now in tho city, so this shows
bow well they turned out.

"We believe in a protective tariff, recog-
nizing the benefits it brings to our country
by giving our people moio varied indus
tries, moro constant cmploymcntand better
remuneration: furnishing an incentive for
tho full development of cur resources nnd
securing our market, the best in the world,
to our producers.

l e favor liberal appropriations for the
reconstruction of our navy, for internal im-

provements, and for national aid to educa-
tion, also pensions for disabled soldiers and
sailors. To meet further the question of a
treasury surplus, we recommend such a re-

duction of internal revenue tuxntiou us tho
exigencies of the case may require.

" e believe In nn honest ballot, North
and South, nnd that every citizen should bi)
aliowed to vote and have his vote counted.
We condemn tho systematic suppression of
tho Republican vote in the Southern States
and the recent unblushing election frauds
in certain Northern States.

"Wo pledgo ourselves to maintain tho
existing law of this common-
wealth. Wc approve of the National e

law passed by a Republican Con-
gress and dcinind that it bo extended to
other departments not now under its pro-
visions.

"Wc demand tho cessation of the com-
pulsory coinage of silver, tho passage of n
national bankrupt law and protection of
our fisheries interests without yielding any
or our international right3.

"Recognising intemperance as tho most
fruitful source of pauperism, crime, etc., in
politics and social degradation, we affirm
our belief in the most thorough restriction
of the liquor traffic and tho enforcement of
the law for its suppression."

The platform also favors the submission
to a vote of tho people of a prohibitory
amendment to the constitution. The rest
deals with Stato matters. They were
unanimously adopted, uot one dissenting
Voice being heard.

Mr. Hoar then, in a brief address, nom-
inated Oliver Ames, of Easton, for Gov-
ernor, and the convention unanimously ac-
cepted him by acclamation. J. Q. A.
B racket t was nominated for Lieutenant-Governo- r

unanimously. H. B. Pierce wa
nominated for Secretary of State, and An-
son W. Benrd was chosen for State Treas-
urer.

A Letter From tlie Attorney-Gcner- In
Which the l'rralrient Orders the Kelease
or the Seized British Sealer.
Ottawa, Ont, Scpt.28. The Government

has just received the report of Mr. Drake,
the Queen's counsel, who was sent to Alas-
ka to investigate matters in connection
with tho Behring sea seizures. The follow-
ing is a copy of the dispatch addressed to

Washington:

Still greater breadth
of brim and a profusion of feathers
were fashionable characteristics of the
hats in the time of Charles IL, and the
gradual expansion of brim led to the
device of looping or tying up that por-
tion.. Hence arose various fashionable
"cocks" in hats, such as the "Mon
mouth cock," etc., and ultimately, by
the looping up equally of three sides
of the low crowned hat, tbe cocked hat
whicli prevailed throughout the eight-
eenth century was elaborated. Since
Hie beginning of the present century
the cocked hat as an ordinary article
of dress has disappeared. The Quaker
hat, plain, low in crown, and broad in
brim, which originated with the sect in
tho middle of the seventeenth century,
is now becoming uncommon.

GAIT OF CRIMINALS.
Discoveries of an Interesting Character

Made by a Noted Physician.
A curious study has been made by

Dr. Fcracchia of the differences be-

tween criminals and citi-
zens, as exhibited by their walk. The
author first made a number of observa-
tions to determine the conditions of
normal progression, and found that in
good people the right pace is longer
than the left, the lateral separation of
the right foot from the median line is
less than that of the left, and the an-

gle of deviation of the axis of the foot
from a straight line is greater on tlie
right side than on the left.

But this is not all. Dr. Fcracchia
lias not only shown us how wo may
distinguish criminals in general, but
has laid the beginnings of the differ-
ential diagnosis between various sorts
of s. The following are tlie
distinguishing characteristics which his
observations have enabled him to
formulate:
, 1. Thieves. In those who are pre
disposed to appropriate the property
of others there is a pronounced widen
ing of tho baso of support together
with a very long step.

2. Assassins. In those who have
murder in their hearts the base of
support is not as wide as it is in thieves,
since the angle formed by the axis of
the foot with the median line is less
obtuse, but the sinistrality betrayed by
their foot-prin- ts is very marked.

lliese discoveries are of a very in
teresting character, and if the criminal
could be induced to walk before the
honest man, instead of following him
as he usually does, they might also be
put to a practical use, for then good
citizens could diagnose the rogue by
his tracks, and might thus be enabled
to escape ronuery, or assassination, r.s
the case might be. Medical Jlecord.
