The Amount Aecording to the Varien
Corn-Producisg States.
Cmicaco, Bept, 58 —The Farmers’ Re-
visw publishes the following: Fressnt in-
dications polat to & larger erop of corn
than has been snticipated Ily statiaticlans
genorally. The quality, however, will
not be equal o that of IM8 except In
Iowa, Missouri, EKesntucky and Kanass
The latter Btate will barvest & fine crop
this year to offset the fallure of lnst. The
condition of corn in Nebrasks was exoel-
leut during the early part of the growing
wseason, but-bhot winds ln August brought
down the high sverage In some counties,
and sarly frosts damaged laie planted
corn in localities. The low condition of
maize in other Btates is easily accountsd
for by the unfavorable seascn; Illinois,
Indianas, Ohio, Michigan and W
suffered from a cold, wet spring, wh
was very favorabis for eut wormm, fol-
jowed by a loag drought in July and Au-
gust. Minnesota and Dakota suffersd for
rain the season through.: It is as yot too
sarly to estimate the probable yield of
sholled corn, but from the reports of cor-
