The People of the Flooded Regions
In a Predicament.

Immense Extent of tho Crevasses A, Tel-

egrapher's Difficulty A Planter Who
Fear the Effect of Isaaluc

Rations.

St. Louis, March 31. Mr. J. Hogan,
of tho Memphis Commercial, arrived
yesterday direct from along tho flooded
listricts of tho Mississippi rlvor, having
just completed a thorough tour and in-

vestigation of the devastated districts,
tie says tho situation is alarming, and
in his opinion tho flood has not reached
tbo highest notch.

In tho Laconia circle, which is situ-
ated in Dosha County, Ark., and com-

prises about 20,000 acres, the sacno is a
heartrending one. This strip of country
Is now inundated to a depth of from five
to twenty feet, and the Inhabitants,
numbering between 2,000 and 3,000
men, women and children aro perched
in trees, houso tops and barns and hay-
stacks.

Starvation is tolling on tho stock that
has not already perished, whllo the
human victims aro in a not less deplor-
able condition.

From Helena the entiro Mississippi
delta reaching from Vicksburg west to
Shrcvoport and down to Now Orleans
seemed doomed to destruction. Mr.
Hogan reports that all tho peoplo in the
wldo district threatened who realized
tho truo situation aro fleeing for tholr
lives.

MISSISSIPPI TOWNS SURROUNDED.
Vicksruko, Miss., March 31. Latest

ANOTHER CREVASSE.

Bad tereo Break Seventy SOlea Above
Vlckaburr. Miss.

ViCKSBURO, Miss., March 37. The
lovee in front of Skipwith, Issaquenna
County, Miss., about seventy miles
abovo Vicksburg, broke at ono o'clock
yesterday morning and at night the
crevasso was said to be 400 feet wldo
and cutting rapidly, while the water in
tho town was up to tho eaves of the
houses and people wero reported as
swimming for their lives.

Tho water from tho crevasso will
flood an immense tract of country south
and east of it, embracing part of Issa-
quenna County, Sharkey south of Roll-
ing Fork and all of Warren County north
of tho Yazoo river.

Superintendent Sharp, of the Missis-
sippi railroad, said ho believed tho
rivcrsldo division of tho road would bo
flooded six miles west of Rolling Fork,
thus cutting Greenville oil entirely, but
that by raising tho track at Katzmair he
thought tho main lino would be safe.
Other eminent authorities say tho main
lino, which is only ten or twelvo miles
from tho crevasse, will be flooded and
trains stopped in less than forty-eig-

hours, though tho water may not cross
Deer creek, whero tho banks aro very
high.

A great number of fino plantations
will be flooded in fact nono but tho
highest, lands on Deer creek and tho
river front can escape south of a lino
drawn from Skipwith to Rolling Fork.
D. Mayer & Son, the largest planters to
tho valley except tho Richardsons, havo
chartered the steamers Elliott and Sar-
gent to bring down their stock from
Maycrsville. Both vessels loft about
noon yesterday.

As usual tho crevasso was entirely un-

expected, there having been no unfavor-
able reports from Skipwith 'sinco the
high water began.

SHOT IN THE STREET.
The Superintendent or a New York Street

Car Line Shot Ily a Discharged Driicr.
Lono Island City, N. Y., March 27.

In broad daylight and in tho busiest
thoroughfare of this city, whilo scores
of peoplo wero passing along Borden
avonue, near tho ferry, John Ronan, an

on tho Fourth avonuo horso
railroad in Now York, shot Alfred D.
Moulton, general superintendent of tho
Stoinway & Hunter's Point railroad, tho
bullet entering Mr. Moulton's back at
tho left shoulder blade. Tho wound Is
bolicved to be mortal, tho bullet pass-
ing around tho ribs and lodging in tho
muscles just under tho left nipple. Tho
wounded man was convoyed to his homo
at 112 Lexington avenue, Now York. .

Ronan was caught by Polico Sergeant
Roulotto just as ho was preparing to firo
a second time at Mr. Moulton, whom ho
had followed into tho middle of tho
street Ho was taken to tho Second
precinct station houso whore a
revolver, new and of tho latest pattern,
was taken from him. no gave his ad-

dress 13 647 West Forty-sovcnt- h street
On his way to tho station houso Ro-

nan said to Captain Woods: "That man
has hounded mo and my family for eight
years. He killed my son and has driven
mo crazy. I used to drive a car for him
when ho was a conductor on tho Fourth
avenue road."

Mr. Moulton whilo being taken from
tho scene of tho shooting stated that
when ho was assistant superintendent
of tho Fourth avenuo road ho discharged
Ronan, who was a driver on tho road,
and that tho latter had had a grudgo
against him over since.

THE WAGE SYSTEM.

It is Denounced in tho Strongest Way Ity
Dr. Lyman Abbott.

Chicago, March 27. Dr. Lyman Ab-

bott tho successor of Henry Ward
Beecher in Plymouth Church, Brooklyn,
made a notables address to a good-size- d

audience at Music Hall last night Dr.
Abbott squarely attacked tho existing
wago system. The attendance wildly
applauded timo and again. "It is a
system full of inherent evils," said
he, "a system that denies tho laborer
oithcr a chanco of profits or a chance
of work. I don't know how you live in
Chicago, but in New York there aro
many who aro denied even thoso three
God-fre- o gifts, pure air, clear sunshine,
fresh water, and as for tho ownership of
tho land, why that is a dream to them
untold of. Tho wage system is a sys-

tem that diffuses poverty, makes a coffin
of the cradlo and a bier of the bed. It is
timo for us to learn no longer how to
mako wealth, but how to distribute it
Wo havo developed In our midst a plu-
tocracy and tho worst possible govern-
ment on earth. Let it not go down to
our shamo that wo do not know or caro
to know that such facts exist and need
reforming."

The doctor closed with an eloquent
appeal for tho universal brotherhood of
man; for an industrial government
wealth for tho people, of the people, by
the people.

A KonrinfT Waterspout.
New York, March 27. A roaring

waterspout and tbo German ship
camo near having a collision Feb-

ruary 17, about 1,000 miles west of tho
coast of Portugal. Tho waterspout
was observed when four or fivo
miles away apparently heading for
the ship. Tho vessel got out of tho
course of tho monster just In
time. Tho waterspout passed within
000 feet of her. Tho spout was about
200 feet high. It was at least seventy
feet in diameter at tho baso and as thin
as a man's waist in tho center. Tho
Camella passed on March 6, about 1,500
miles east of tho coast of Florida, a ves-

sel bottom up. Nothing could ho seen
to Indicate her name.

Election Cases.
Washington, March 27. Tho nouso

Committee on Elections has disposed of
two contested election cases, Posey vs.
Parrott, First Indiana district, and
Bowen vs. Buchanan, Ninth Virginia
district In both of these cases tho
committeo will recommend that tho sit-
ting member bo allowed to retain the
seat, so that in tho seven election cases
passed upon by it up to tho present
timo tho committee has favored four
Republicans and threo Democrats.
Probaoly before the end of tho week
decisions will bo reached in the Ala-
bama caso of McDuffie vs. Turpi n and
the Vitginia caso of Waddell vs. Wise.

Sheriff Flack.
New York, March 27. ThcMail and

Express says: "From an official source
it was learned late this afternoon that
Sheriff Flack is fast breaking down,
mentally as well as physically. From
tho saJio source it was learned definite-
ly that the sheriff will positively resign
his official position despite the reports
to tho contrary. Ho may reservo his
decision on this point until Friday next,
when the motion to set asido tho verdict
rendered on Sunday morning will bo
mado and argued. But his mind is
mado up to tender his resignation as
soon as circumstancespermit"

f STORM STRICKEN.
Ballatln, Tenn., and uther Fiacre Damaged

Detraction at Metropolis. lit Kola at
Bowling Greea and Marlon, Ky.
Gallatin, Tenn., March 29. The

worst storm that over visited this sec-
tion passed over this city Thursday
night Two miles from Gallatin houses
were blowm down. Tho brick residence
of John Hibbet was completely blown
away. Tho walls fell In and killed an
eighteen-months-ol- d baby, also a boy
twolvo years old, son of Palo Langford.
Hibbet Is dying and his wlfo Is horribly
mangled.

Across tho plko from Hlbbot's Wil-
liam Patterson's residence was blown
down, injuring fivo persons.

In this town residences wero com-
pletely wrecked and largo trees wero
uprooted and carried somo distance.
Tho town is nearly wild. Jim Patter-
son's house was unroofed and Mr. Pat-
terson and threo ladies were in ono room
when tho roof fell In. Patterson re-

ceived painful injuries and his wifo was
also hurt Tho storm was only of short
duration and passed over about ten
o'clock. All tho dead and wounded are
being moved to tbo residence of Mrs.
Van Allen, about ono mile from town.

After sweoping up Rogana, tho storm
king began its dreadful march. It took
a northeast course and for twenty-fiv- e

miles carried every thing In front of it
All houses beyond Bledsoe, up to Enlia,
Macon County, havo been blown into
atoms. Fully a hundred peoplo aro
crippled in that section and are undei
tho caro of doctors. Men, women and
children aro in a horrible condition in
that section.

J. W. White, of Bledsoe, arrived here
last night and says every thing is a
barren waste. Several peoplo wero
killed, but he could not learn their
names. Tho march of thocyclono was
about fivo milos northeast of Bledsoe.

Many peoplo wero horribly mangled
at Rogana, and tbo town Is entirely
swept away, only ono houso remaining.

Postmaster Wood had his little daugh-
ter killed at Rogara and is also danger-
ously hurt

Nat Turner's residenco Is a complete
wreck. Miss Alice Turner and Erskino
Turner aro both seriously crushed and
It is reported hero that neither will sur-
vive.

It will bo impossible to give a com-

plete list of tho injured. Thoso that,
wero killed were:

John Hibbot and his llttlo baby.
Ireno Langford, daughter of Palo

Langford.
Tho daughter of Postmaster Wood at

Rogana.
Mrs. Tatum, living at L. A. Green's.
Thoso that aro so badly Injured that

fears aro entertained that they can not
recover are: Miss Alice Turner, Erskino
Turner, young son of John Hibbctt de-

ceased, and a young son of William C
1'atterson.

THE METROrOLTS DISASTER.
Mhtiiopolis, 111., March 29. Acyclono

Thursday night cut a clean swath about
a quarter of a mllo wido clear across tho
town, wrecking property of all descrip-
tions and burying men, women and
children in tho debris of falling build-
ings. Several hundred people were
killed or wounded and between two
hundred and threo hundred houses
wero swept from their foundations
abovo tho heads of their unfortu-nat- o

occupants. Tho storm was past in
a moment, and then came a blinding
rain, which greatly retarded tho work
of rescue. Peoplo outside tho p3th of
tho storm were quickly on tho streets
and as fast as possiblo the victims were
taken from tho ruins.

The rain soon ceased and tho full hor-
ror of tho situation becamo apparent
On every side could be heard tho groans
of tho dying, and all around lay tho
mangled bodies of the dead. Scores of
bodies wero removed from tho ruins.

In the business district stores that
had been considered substantial wero
demolished in an instant Tho cyclono
entered the town on tho south and west,
sweeping overy thing beforo it Small
barns and outbuildings were caught up
by tho whirlwind and carried with
crushing forco against larger
structures. Trees wero twisted
off short and hurled long dis- -
tances. Fences wero levoled in tho
country for miles beforo tho cyclono
reached Metropolis, and for miles be-

yond.
Every church and every other prom-

inent building in the placo is either de-

stroyed or badly damaged, including
two school houses, tho court house and
jail and many smaller structures.

TnE STORM AT EVANSVILLE.
Evansville, Ind.. March 29. Tho ico

houso and a portion of the storo room of
tho Fulton Avenuo Brewery caved in at
2:30 yesterday afternoon burying two
men in the ruins. Tho storm of Thurs-
day night, it is supposed, unsettled the
building to such 'an extent that it was
unablo to bear tho weight of tho, malt
and ice stored in it Tho names of tho
men killed are: Claude Tilley and Jo-
seph Vinegar. A man named Kelly is
also supposed to havo been in thedebris,
but this has not been verified. Tho
damage will probably reach S25.000.

bowling green gone.
Cincinnati, March 2& Late dis-

patches stato that tho tornado struck
tho town of Bowling Green, Warren
County, Ky., and completely wiped it
out As the wires are down no detailed
report can bo obtained. Bowling Greon
has a population of about 5,000 inhabit-
ants, and tho loss of life is conjectured
to be correspondingly large.

RUIN AND DEATH AT MARION.

Marion, Ky., March 29. This city
was devastated by the same storm that
brought such ruin to Louisville. Thero
was great loss of life.

Louisville, Ky., March 29. Tho
scenes at tho ruins of Virgil Wright's
cigar storo yesterday afternoon when
tho four mangled bodies of the Louis-vill-o

Hotel laundry girls were found wa3
simply terrible. A hugo mass of human-
ity actuated by curiosity made a rush
for the debris when it was announced
that tho bodies were protruding and it
took er of a squad of polico
armed with billies to keep them back.
Tho Jour unfortunates were" found In a
collar directly under what was tbo

front room. They were wedged
in so tightly that suffocation must have
been swift

Maggio Ryan was sitting upright and
her face was first fully exposed to view
by tho removal of a piece of plank. Shb
bad tho awful pallor of death on her
face and agony was written in every
feature.

Maggie Campbell was also sitting up-

right
Mary Crowe was lying prostrato on

hor back and her hands wero elevated
above her head as if to shut out the
awful destruction she saw impending.
Every muscle was tensely drawn and
thero wero ugly cuts and bruises as If
tho awful suffocation was not complete
Of'itsclf.
