Farmers on Vital Quesiions—oesidentini
refecences—Clevrland and Bialne in the
Lend.

Srmixorieen, Mass, Dee. 24.—An
elnborately planncd eanvass to asoer
tain the opinions of farmers throngh-
out the comntry on practical, economic-
al und political questions hns been eon-
ducted on un extensive scale for the
past three months by the agricultural
press of Springfield, liberal prizes being
arranged 50 a5 to ereate diseussion in
farmers’ onanizations everywhere and
induee n large poll of postal cand bal-
lots. Nearly 110,000 cards were re-
ecived nnswering these questions, among
others: Is Federal aid to agricultural
colleges and experiment stations wise
poliey; should the rudiments of the
agricnltnral science be taught in the
public sehools:  will the new tariff help
American farming as o whole; will the
proposed reciprocity with Sonth Amer-
ica benefit our farmers; will reciprocity
with Cannda help the farmers of the
United States; wounld it be wise to sas-
pend the homestend and pre-emption
laws, withdrawing from sale or osenpa-
tion sll pullic lands for agricultural and
| grazing purposes for a period of years,
| in the hope that population and eon-
sumption might catch up with prodoe-
tion and thus relieve agricnltural de-
pression; should the Government own
and operate the telegraph: shonld the
Government own the railroads; who
should be the Republican aml Demo-
erntic nominees for the Presidency in
1Eoa?

The answers have heen fully tabu-
Inted only so far as they relate to the
last gquestion, but enough has been done
to show that Federal aid to agriceltural
education and the teaching of agri-
cultural science in rural public schools
are  overwhelmingly indorsed.

Attorney-Genernl Levse Thinks the Necrss
sary Solution of Difflenities ls Governs
ment Control.

Liscors, Neb., Dec. M4.—In his re-
port to the Governor, giving an aceount
of the eonduct of his office for the last
two years, Attorney-livneral Leese hns
added some fuel to the exeitement
growing out of the present political mud-
dle in this State by handling the trans-
portation question without gloves and
advocating Government control of rail-
ronds. In speaking of the board of
tronsportation, which is composed of
five State officers, including the Attor-
ney-Genernl, he says the present sys
tem is o compiete follure. Experlence
fully demonstrates that the railroads are
too powerful in their influence for the
people to expect much reliefl under the
present  system. He recommends
that 4 maximam scheduoles of rates
shonld be adopted by the Legisluture on
& basis with other States similarly situ-
atod. He thinks the railrouds shonkd be
| made to understand that it is to theie
interest to lighten the burdens of the
people and not merely to make ox large
a per cent. as possible for the Eastern
investor.

“The rates charged to-day,” he sayw,
“are lnrge enough to yield a dividend
amounting in some cases 1o S per cent
on stock thot cost the stockholders noth-
ing whatever but for the printing, and
the officers of these rouds use every ef-
fort and strain every point to have the
stockhaolders of their roads receive their
annnal dividends and they have tode
this to hold their jobs.”
