Foreigners are paying tho most atten-
tion to bakers, and are free buyers. In
tho aggregate, sales of patents show
up pretty well. Low grades aro in
good request, but with tho pro-
duction light millors, aro cautious
about selling too far ahead. Tho ex-
port sales for forward dolivery are un-
derstood to have been at rather low fig-
ures, wheat options being bought to
cover them. Some firms have refrained
from doing tnis on account of the un-
certainty of freights and the same
class arguo that w ith a largo crop of
wheat as now seems certain to be real-
ized, there will soon be a jrood market
for flour at a liberal margin, and they
do not see tho necessity of taking such
chances when so little is to bo gained
by it Local millers continue
to get tho benefit of cheap frcijrht
rates on flour and millstuff.

Mr. Clarkson was chosen chairman of
the oxecutlvo committeo, and Mr. IIo
bart was elected vice chairman, in the
place of Mr. Clarkson, the chairman be-
ing authorized to select a treasurer to
succeed Mr. Dudley.

In the Xtciial City.
ROME, Aug. 1. The Holv Sec ha- -

ust appointed an extraordinary com-
mission of cardinals to reorganize the
Catholic missions. Two years ago
Cardinal Simconi prepared and commu
nicated to tho pope n plan ol reforms in
order to bettor regulate the action of
the Propaganda. But the coining of
General Simmons from England on a
special mission to Pope Loo in reference
to colonial questions had the effect of
postponing tho execution of the pro-
jected reform, as the propaganda did
not wish to awaken tho idea that tho
reforms were mado in consequence of
the arrangement with England. Any
suspicion of biicb an arrangement would
have roused the greatest jealousy in
Franco. Leo, who has always lwen in
favor of tho missions taking a leading
part in tho work of colonization, had
revived these projects of reform. The
inquiry of the commission of cardinals,
it is said, extend over tho whole of the
apostolic works.

Tho Vatican does not intend to let tho
question of social reform drop now that
tho jiope's encyclical letter has been
published. It is stated that inquiries
are still being mado and instructions
sent to tho prelates, of all countries to
encourage Catholics to do their utmost
toward ameliorating tho condition of
the poor and effecting the social re-
forms urged in the encyclical.

Herr Schlosor. the Prussian minister
to tho Vatican, will soon loavo Home
for his ordinary vacation. His recent
negotiations with tho holy see have had
littlo success. Tho Vatican is greatly
dissatisfied with the tardiness witn
which Prussia is inclined to treat the
most urgent ecclesiastical affairs.

Tho recent economic crisis at Homo
has almost ruined many of the groat
ancient families, such as the Borghcsc,
Sciarra and Barborini. Tho Borgheso
families appear to have been tne great-
est sufferers, fatil Borghesc. Its pres-
ent head, is said to havo ordered tho
most rigorous economy in the manage-
ment of his properties in order to get
over tho great losses recently sustained.
He has distributed the works of art
which composed tho celebrated Bor-
ghesc gallery among his nine brothel's,
so as to enable them to lease the apart-
ments given up to tho art collection to
a bank. One hears expressions of re-
gret on all bides at this action, ft is
feared that the example may find imi-
tation on the part of tho other great
families, and that there may thus be a
general breaking up of tho fine private
art gallery collections at Rome.

Kitten by a 3Iad Dog.
Leavenworth, Aug. 4. A. II. Cor-lo- tt

of High Prairie, this county, wa
bitten Wednesday afternoon by a small
black and tan dog. The bite made a
trifling wound. The dog was a house-
hold pet and nothing was thought of
the matter until tho day following,
when the dog went mad and had to be
killed. Corlett went at once to Kansas
City to try the mad stone. The stone
adhered eight times satisfactorily, but
to make the cure sure, Corlett wus ad-
vised to go to the Pasteur institute at
Paris, a.id was to have started last
night.

The Allianco Invasion ot Georata.
Rome, (Ga.,) Tribune: Why this in-

vasion of Georgia by men who are
mouthpieces of strange teachings, the
enimisarrles of an unknown God? Why
this bringing from afar these evange-
lists of a now doctrine, those propagand-
ists of a mottled and unsanctlficd faith?
Has the glory departed from Georgia,
and aro there none of her sons brave
enough and capable enough to lead
their brothers Into way3 of pleasantness
and paths of peace? Has it cams to this
that tho name Georgian is but
another for paltroon. demagogue, trait-
or and coward? Has It como lo this
that Georgians must bo taught their
duty as citizens by a crazy-qul- lt politi-
cian from Iowa and an acefBont from
Kansas?

The national meet
ing at Ocala never authorized me to
talk third party. They never in
structed me to talk democratic party.
I will never go to an allianco meeting
and talk democratic party. If there is
a democratic meeting it may bo dif
ferent. I don't ask Weaver and Simp-
son what thoy talk at republican or
third party mettings. mat is none ot
my business.

"it is said that a guilty conscience
needs no accuser, and when alliance
men stand up and talk straight alliance
doctrine there is always somebody to
call it third party."

Atlanta Constitution: It would bo
interesting to know how tho reforms
demanded are to be brought about by
breaking un the democratic nartv in
tho south, and thus destroj-in- the
strength and efficiency of an orgnniza
tion which is not only working with
the alliance, but which Is practically
controlled by it. Such a movement
would have neither reason nor common
senso behind it for when the democratic
party of tho south is weakened the
alliance Is weakened in tho same pro
portion, and its hopes of success post
poned.

If they lind that they can
do so, whether it be by reason or tne tngusn
makers indulging In stop months or quarrels
with their men, either of hich will raise
prices to an artificial level, then we may be
very sure that the davs of tho tin pate trade
of this country with America are numbered.
And what this msans will bo readily apprccl
atcd when we add that of the entire output of
tin plates the United States consumers take
about
