Time b Only a Piece of Kternlty Chron-
ology Engaged in Dividing Up a Portion

Now Tear's Sermon.

Kev. Dr. Talmage Sunday morning
tippropriately took for the subject of his
Xcw Year's day sermon "The Chronol--og- y

of the Bible, or God Among the
Centuries."

The text chosen was Deuteronomy
occrii, 7, "Consider the years of many
generations."

At 12 o'clock last night, while so
many good people were watching, an
eld friend passed out of our homes and
a stranger entered. The old friend
making valedictory was 1692; the
stranger arrivinsr is 1S93. The old
friend was garrulous with the occur-

rences of many days, but the stranger
put his finger over his lip and said noth-

ing and seemed charged with many
secrets and mysteries. I did not see
cither the departure or the arrival, but
was' sound asleep, thinking that was
for me the best way to be wide awake
sow. Good-b- 18921 Welcome, 1S93!

As an army is divided into brigades
and regiments and companies, and they
observe this order in their march and
their tread is majestic, so the time of
the world's existence is divided into an
rmy divinely commanded; the eras are

the brigades, the centuries are the regi-

ments, and the years are thecompanies.
Forward into the eternity past, out of
the eternity to come! Forward is the
command, and nothing can halt them,
even though the world should die.
While obeying my text, "Consider the
vcars of many generations," 1 propose
o speak of the "Chronology of the

Uiblc, or God Among the Centuries."
Wc make a distinction between lime

.nd eternity, but time is only a piece of
eternity, and chronology has been en-

gaged in the divine work of dividing
xip this portion of eternity that wc call
lime into compartments and putting
events in their right compartment. It
is as much an injustice against the past
to wrongly arrange its events as it would
le an injustice if, through neglect of
chronological accuracy, it should in the
a"r distant future be said that America
was discovered in 1770, and the declara-tio- n

of independence was signed in 1492,

and Washington born on the 22d of
March, and the civil war of the United
States was fought in 1849.

As God puts all the events of time in
the right place, let us be careful that
wc do not put them in the wronir place.
The chronology of the Bible takes sis
steps, but they are steps so long it
makes us hold our breath as we watch
the movement From Adam to
Abraham. From Abraham to the
exodus out of Egypt. From the exodus
"to the foundation Solomon's temple.
ITroci the foundation of Solomon's
temple to the destruction of that
temple. From the destruction of the
temple to the return from Babylonish
captivity. From Babylonish captivity
Xo the birth of Christ.

Chronology takes pen and pencil, and
calling and history to help
sa.-- "'Let us fix one event from which
"to calculate everything. Let it be a
star, the Bethlehem star, the Christmas
star-"-" And from that we go back and
see the world was created 4,004 years
before Christ; the deluge came 2.S4S
years before Christ; the exodus out of
Egyptoccurrcd 1,491 years before Christ
and Solomon's temple was destroyed
5SG years before Christ

Chronology enters the first chapter
of Genesis and says the day mentioned
there is not a day of twenty-fou- r hours,
"but of ages, the word there translated
us "cay" in other places meaning ages,
and so the Bible account of the crea-atio- n

and the geologists' account of the
creation are completely harmonious.
Chronology enters the book of Daniel
and says that the words "time and a
half" mean a year and a half.

Chronology enters at another point
and shows us that the seasons of the
year wore then only two summer and
winter. We find that the Bible year
was SCO days instead of CC5; that the
day was calculated from G o'clock in the
morning to 6 o'clock at night; that the
.night was divided into four watches
namely, the late watch, the midnight,
the cock crowing the early watch. The
clock and watch were invented so long
after the world began their mission
Ahat the day was not very sharply

in Bible times. Ahaz had a sun--dta-l,

or a flight of stairs with a column
st the top, and the shadow which that
column threw on the steps beneath in-

dicated the hour, the shadow lengthcn-Js- g

or withdrawing from step to step.
But the events of life and the events
t the world moved so slowly for the

most part in Bible times that they had
ao need of such time pieccs'as we stand
on our mantels or carry in our pockets
in an age when a man may have a half
dozen or a dozen engagements for one
day and needs to know the exact minute
rfor each one of them. The earth itself
m Bible times was the chief time piece.
and it turned once on its axis and that
was a day, and once around the sun and
that was a year.

It was not until the Fourteenth cen-

tury that the almanac was born, the
almanac that we toss carelessly about,
not realizing that it took the accum-
ulated ingenuity of more than 5.000 years
to make one. Chronology had to bring
into its service the monuments of
Egypt and the cylinders of Assyria,
and the bricks of Babylon, and the pot-

tery of Nineveh, and the medals struck
atAntioch for the battle of Actium,
and all the hieroglyphics that could be
deciphered, and had to s m tnc ex"
trcmely delicate business of asking the
ages of Adam and Seth and Enoch and
ilethuselah, who after their 000th year
wanted to be thought young.

I think it must have been in recogni--tio- n

of the stupendous work of making
an almanac that all the days of the
week arc named after the gods. Sunday,
after the sun, which was of old wor-

shiped as a god. Monday, after the
moon, which was also worshiped as a
god. Tuesday, after Tuesco, the god
of war. Wednesday, after Woden, the
chief god of the Scandinavians. Ihurs-da-

after Thor. the god of thunder.
Iriday, after Frea, the goddess of
marriage. And Saturday, after Saturn.
The old Bible year began with the 25th
of March. Not until 1752 did the first
of the month of January get the honor
in legal documents in England of being
called the first day of the year.

Improvements all along have been
made in chronology until the calendar,
and the almanac and the clock, and the
watch seem to have reached perfection,
and all the nations of Christendom have
similarity of time calculations and have
adopted what is called "new style,"

Russia, which keeps what is called

the "old style," and is twelve days dif--

ferent so that waiting from there, if
you wish to be accurate, you date your
letter January 1 and January 13, or De-

cember 10 and December 22. It is some-
thing to thank God for that the modes
are so complete for calculating the
cycles, the centuries, the decades, the
years, the months, the days, the hours,
the seconds.

Think of making appointments as in
the Bible days for the time of the new
moon. Think of making one of the
watches of the night in Biblo times a
rooster crowing. The Bible says, "Be-
fore the cock crow thou shalt deny me
thrice." "If the Master cometh at the
cockcrowing," and that was the way
the midnight watch was indicated. The
crowing of . that barnyard bird has
always been most uncertain. The crow-
ing is at the lowest temperature of the
night and the amount of dew and the
direction of the wind may bring the
lowest temperature at 11 o'clock at
night or 2 o'clock in the morning, and
at any one of six hours. Just before a
rain the crowing of chanticleer in the
night is almost perpetual.

Compare these modes of marking
time with our modes of marking time,
when 13 o'clock is 12 o'clock, and 6
o'clock is 0 o'clock, and 10 o'clock is 10

o'clock, and independent of all weath-
ers, and then thank Uod that you live
now. But notwithstanding all the im-

perfect modesof marking hours oryears
or centuries Bible chronology never
trips up, ncverfalters, never contradicts
itself, and here is one of the best argu-
ments for the authenticity of the Scrip-
tures.

If you can prove an alibi in the
courts, and you can prove beyond doubt
that you were in some particular place
at the tim you were charged with do-

ing or saying something in quite an-

other place, you gain the victory, and
infidelity has tried to prove an alibi by
contending that events and circum-
stances in the Bible ascribed to certain
times must have taken place at some
other time, if they took place at all.
But this book's chronology has nev-e- r

been caught at fault It has been
proved that when the Hebrews went
into Egypt there were only seventy of
them, and that when they came oat
there were 5,000,000 of them.

"Now," says infidelity, with a guffaw
that it can not suppress, "what an ab-

surdity! They went down into Egpyt
seventy and came out .",000,000. That
is a falsehood on the face of it Nations
do not increase in that ratio." But, my
skeptical friend, hold a moment The
Bible says the Jews were 430 years in
Egypt, and that explains the increase
from seventy persons to 3,000,030, for it
is no more, but rather less than the or
dinary increase of nations. The pilgrim
fathers came to America in the May
flower, one small shipload of pas
sengers, loss tnan auu years ago,
and now we have a nation of 00,000,000.
Where, then is impossibility
that the seventy Jews who went into
Egypt in 430 years became 3,000,000?
Inlldelitv wrong and Biblo chronology

Now stop and reflect Why is it that
this sublime subject of Bible chronology
has been so neglected, and that the
most of you have never given ten min-
utes to the consideration of it and that
this is the first sermon ever preached on
this stupendous and overwnelmmg
theme? We have stood bv the half day
or the whole day at grand reviews and
seen armies pass.

Again and again and again on the
Champs Elysees Frenchmen by the hun
dreds of thousands have stood and
watched the bannered armies go by.
and the huzza has been three miles long
and until the populace were so hoarse
they could huzza no longer. Again and
again and again the Germans by hun-
dreds of thousands have stood on the

most interminable lines of military on
the streets of our American capitals,
whiie mayors and governors and presi-
dents, with uncovered heads, looked on!
But put all those grand reviews to-

gether, and they are tame compared
with the review which on this New
Year's day you from the pew and I
from the pulpit witness.

Ilear them pass in chronological order
all the years before the Hood; all the

years since the flood; decades abreast;
centuries abreast; e.pochs abreast; mil-

lenniums abreast; Egyptian civilization.
Babylonian populations, Asyrian do-

minions; armies of Persian, Grecian,
Peloponnesian and Roman wars; Bynan- -

line empire, caracenic nusu, iniwuna
of the first the second, third and the j

last avalanche of men; dark ages in
somber epaulets and brighter ages with
shields of silver and helmets of gold;
Italy. Spam, France, Russia Germany, j

England and America, past and pros--
j

ent; dynasties feudal domains, despot--,
isms, monarchies, republics, ages on
ages, ages on ages, passing y in a
chronological review, until one has no
more power to look upon the advancing
columns, now brilliant now squalid.
now trarlanded with peace, now crim
son with slaughter, how horrid with
ghastliness, now radiant with love and
joy.

This chronological study affords,
other practical thoughts, espe--among

. .. .. . ..,
cially two-t- ne one encourap.n w ,

last degree and the other startling. The
encouragintr .thought is that the main f

drift of the centuries lias been toward
betterment with only here and there a
stout reversal. Grecian civilization
was a vast improvement on Egyptian
civilization, and Roman civilization a
vast improvement on Grecian civiliza-
tion, and Christian civilization is a vast
improvement on Roman civilization.

What was the boosted age of Pericles
compared with the age of Longfellow
3nd Tennyson? What was Queen
Elizabeth as a specimen of moral worn-auho-

compared wfch Queen Victoria?
What were the crael warriors of olden
times compared with the most distin-

guished warriors of the last half cen-

tury, all of them as much distinguished
for kindness and good morals as for
prowess the two military leaders of
our civil war on northern and southern
side communicant members of Christian
churches, and their homo life as pure as
their public life?

Nothing impresses me in this chrono-

logical review more than the fact that
the regiments of years are better and
better regiments as the troops move on.
I thank God that you and I were not
born any sooner than we were born.
How could we have endured the disas-

ter of being bom in the eighteenth or

.A

seventeenth or cixteentcenth century?
Glad am I that we are in the regiment
now passing tbo reviewing stand, and
that our children will pass the stand in
a still better regiment God did not
build this world for a slaughter house
or a den of infamy.

A good deal of cleaniag house will be
necessary before this world becomes as
clean and sweet as it ought to be, but
the brooms and the scrubbing brushes,
and the upholsterers and plumbers are
already busy, anil when the world gets
fixed up, as it will be, if Adam and Eve
ever visit it as I expect they will, rhey
will say to each other: "Weil, this
beats paradise when we lived thi-- e,

and the pears and the plums arc betw
than we plucked from the first trees,
and wardrobes are more complete, and
the climate is better.

Since I settled in my own mind the
fact that God was stronger than the
devil I have never lost faith in the
emparadisation of this planet With the
exception of a retrogression in the Dark
Ages, the movement of the world has
been on and on, and up and up, and I
have two jubilant hosannas one for
the closing year and the other for the
new year.

But the other thought coming out of
this subject is th.at Biblical chronology,
and indeed all chronology, is urging the
world to more punctuality and immedi-ntencs- s.

What an unsatisfactory and in-

definite thing it must have been for two
business men in the time of Ahaz to
make an appointment, saying; "We will
settle that business matter
when the shadow on tho dial of Ahaz
reaches the tenth step from the top," or
'I will meet you in the street called

Straight in Damascus in the time of the
new moon," or when asked in a court-
room what time an occurrence took
place should answer, "It was during
the time of the latter rain," or "It was
at tho time of the third crowing of
the barnyard!"

You and I rcmembsr when ministers
of the gospel in the country, giving out
a notice of an evening service, instead
of saying atC or 7 or 3 o'clock, would
S33--

, "The service will begin at early
candle light" Thank God for chron-
ological achievements which have
ushered in calendars and almanacs and
clocks and watches, and at so cheap a
rate all may possess them! Chronology,
beginnincr by appreciating the value of
years and the value of days, has kept
on until it cries out "Man, immortal;
woman, immortal; look out for that
minute; look out for that second!"

We talk a great deal about the value
of time, but will never fully appreciate
its value until tho last fragment of it
has passed out of our possession forever.
The greatest fraud a man can commit is
to rob another of his time. Ilear it, ye
laggards, and repent! All the fingersof
chronology point to punctuality as one
of tho graces. The minister or tho lec-

turer or business man who comes to his
place ten minutes after the appointed
tim commit! a crime the enormity of
which ean only be estimated by multi-
plying the number of persons present
by ten. If the engagement be made
with five persons, he has stolen fifty
miviutes, for he is ten minutes too late,
ar.d he has robbed each of the five per-
sons of ten minutes apiece, and ten
titles live are fifty.

If there be 500 persons present and he
b.i ten minutes too late, he has commit-
ted a robbery of 5.0J0 minutes, for ten
times 503 are 5.C0U. and 5.000 minutes
are eighty-thre- e hours, which make
more than three days. The thief of dry
goods, the tiiief of bank bills, is not
half so bad as the thief of time.

Dr. Rush, the greatest anil busiest
physician of his day, appreciated the
value of time, and when asked how he
had been able to gather so much infor-
mation for his books and lectures he re-

plied: "I have been able to do It by
economizing mv time. I have not spent
one hour in amusement in thirty years,
And taking a blank book from his
Pc"ct- - he said "I fill a book like this
ercry week with thoughts tnat occur to
uie nd facts collected in the rooms o;
"V paueuis.

But do not let us get an impression
from chronology that because the years

timc have been so long in procession
they are to goon forever. Matter is "ot
eternal. No, no! If you watch half a
day, or a whole day, or two days, as I
once did, to see a military procession
you remember the last brigade, and
the last regiment and the last com-

pany finally passed on, and as wc rose
to go we said to each other, "It is all
over."

So this mighty procession of earthly
years will terminate. Just when I have
no power to prognosticate, but science
confirms the Bible prophecy that the
earth can not always last Indeed there
has been a fatality of worlds. Tho
moon is merely the corpse of what it
once was, and scientists have ugain
and again gone up in their observato-
ries to attend the deathbed of dying
worlds and have seen them cremated.

DISEASE EXTERMINATED.

Secretary Kusk 5ntiMlrd IVIth tlie Work
of Ills lieiurtment.

W'asiunqton, Jan. 0. According to
tho reports of Secretary Busk on tho
operations of the bureau of animal in-

dustry for the ycarlS92, laid before the
senate, the work of stamping out pleuro-
pneumonia has been carried on as rapid-
ly as was possible under the prevailing
conditions of the country and the dis-

ease has completely disippcarcd. "The
scope of thu branch of the work of the
bureau has, therefore," Secretary Rusk
adds, "been complete, and Ihis danger-
ous and much dreaded disease has been
eradicated from our soil and the United
States is the first of the large nations
of the word which, having been once
extensively affected, has been able to
completely exterminate. The time re-

quired was five years and the total ex-

penditure a little in excess of SI, 500,000.
"The regulations for preventing the

dissemination of Texas fuver have not
hindered the shipment, of cattle fiom
the infected districts to markets for
slaughter, nor have they depreciated
the value of these cattle. The numer-
ous large outbreaks of the disease which
have been the rule in former seasons
have not occurred, and with the excep-
tion of nn outbreak in western Texas
and one in Lyons and adjoining coun-
ties in Kansas, none have been report-
ed."

It is shown that one of tho main
causes of the appearance of the fever
among export cattle is the shipment of
the animals in cars which had not been
disinfected, and the prevention of the
disease, the secretary says, will not be
absolute until congress cnaets some
legislation that will comp;l railroads
to comply with regulations for clean-
ing and disinfecting cars. Durinjr
1S92 there were reported 131 head
of cattle in the export trade af-

fected with this di lease, as com-

pared with 52 (during 1S91. Animalsiiu-porlo.- l
from Canada are inspected, ow-

ing to the prevalence of foot and mouth
disease and a in Eu-
rope, and the constant importation of
animals from Europs into Canada.
There is no authority to inspect import-
ed horses, but these animals are not
liable to be contaminated by infectious
diseases The work of most inspection
has more than justified the hopes of its
promoters and fully warrants the com-

paratively small expense incurred by
the government for its maintenance.

INSOLVENT RAILROADS.

Tho Tear 18!):: MttMT a Fulll .7 OIT In the
Mile of Largo I,lti.

CmcAao, Jan. 0. While the yearlS92
was a period of comparatively small
railway construction it was not marked
by a correspondingdecreasein the num-
ber of insolvent railways. The Rail-
way Age will say:

"We find that during 1S92 there were
sold under foreclosure twenty-eigh- t
railways, having an aggregate mileage
of 1. 922 miles and an apparent capital-
ization of $95,S9S,000. While the num-
ber of roads is larger than in the pre-
vious year it is encouraging to
find that the mileage and
capitalization show a large de-

crease compared with the three preced-
ing years. Of the twenty-eig- roads
sold during the year four belonged to
Texas, three to Oregon, three to New
York and two eacli to New Jersey,
Pennsylvania, Florida, South Carolina.
Tennessee and Georgia, while Rhode
Island, Maryland. West Virginia, i,

Iowa and Washington each have
one.

"Xo great and important line is 5n

this year's mortality table, the largest
in point of mileage being the Florida
Southern with 307 miles aid a capitali-
zation of about $5,500,000. while the
largest in respect to liabilities is the
uncompleted Oregon Pacific, whoso 10(i

miles represent securities aggregating
23.003,000. The narrow gauge rosvls

continue to swell the number of fail-
ures, there being five of that class in
this year's sales."

The article sets forth that in the last
twelve months thirty-si- x companies
having 10,10S miles of road and repre-
senting ?35S,O0O.OOO have been placed in
the hands of receivers.

In the past month the gold
exportation amounted to 512.000,000,
and most of this came from the treas-
ury. This outgo was altogether unex-
pected by financiers, and struck the
treasury hard, yet more than half of
the losses of this repository have been
made up in the interval. The treasury's
gold surplus, which was at $25,000,000
when at itshighest point about a mouth
ago, reaches S21.000.000 now.

Here is some justification for the sec-

retary's prediction that the treasury
will be in a fairly satisfactory condi-
tion when the present administration
steps down. Gold shipraeuts have
fallen off. and no conditions are in
sight which would naturally lead to
their return, --vithin the next month or
two at any rate. This is the opinion of
those most capable ot forming a rea-
sonably accurate judgment in the mat-
ter. Wall street's alarm has subsided.
Money on call is again down to low
rates. Those who were trying to
spread a ranie throughout the commu-
nity and to send gold to a premium
have closed their efforts in this direc-
tion, knowing that the conditions arc
altogether against the success of their
conspiracy. The one dark cloud on the
financial horizon is the silver law of
1S90, and the great number of repub-
licans and democrats who arc working
for its repeal gives some reason for the
hope that it will be stricken from the
statute book before the expiration of
the Fifty-secon- d congress. This would
inspire renewed confidence all over the
world in the stability of our financial
system, and lead to heavy purchases of
our securities by Europe and the move-
ment of gold to this country. Mean-
while the gold in the treasury is slowly
but steadily, increasing. --- Lor.is

The democrats of the United States
senate recently appointed a committee
to look after the disputed elections in
the states of Wyoming, Kansas, Mon-

tives and the executive. If in any one
of these states the republicans are en-

titled to an honest majority in the leg-
islature under the law, they should, at
whatever hazard, secure and exercise
their rights. But if their majority can
only be established by a resort to im-

proper methods, then it is to be hoped
that the democrats will be permitted
to have their way. We cannot afford,
as a party, to maintain our supremacy
in the senate at the expense of the
party honor. It is better, on every
ground, that we should lose that su-

premacy than maintain it by sharp
practices, or a resort to corrupt or
questionable means. That sort oi
thing should be left to the democracy.
A victor gained by any such methods
as were employed by the democrats in
the state of New York a year age
would inevitably bring disasters in its
train which would more than outweigh
any temporary advantages which that
triumph might assure.
