the text being takien from Job xix. 20:

“l am eéscaped with the skin of my
teeth.” Following is the sermon:

Job bad it hard. What with boils,
and bereavements, and bankruptey,
and a fool of a wife, he wished he was
dead; and 1 do mot blame him. His
flesh was gone, and his bones were dry,
His teeth wasted away until nothing
but the ennmel seemed left.  He eried
out: “I am eseaped with the skin of
my tepth.”

There has been some differcnce of
opinion about this passage. St Jerome
and Schultens and Dr<. Good and Poole
and Barnes have all tried their forceps
on Job's teeth. You deny my in-
terpretation, and say: “What did
Job knmow about the ennmel of
the teeth?™ He know evervihing
nbout it.

The mummies of
Egypt, thousands of vears old, are
found to<day with gold-filllng in their
teeth.

Tho
dinner was progressing in o satisfacto-
ry manner and everyhody wns happy,
when suddenly Sheridan, the guest of
bonor, avose froan bis chair, looked
towands the center of the table, mised
his right hand to his tomple, gove a
military salute, and resumed his seat.
Everybody present ealled in chorus
for an explanation of the remarkable
performance, when Sheridan responded
with a langh: 1 always salute in the
presense of my superiors. [ama ma-
jor general and am commpnding the
army of the Middie Military division,
but that butter outranks me.”

Sheridan snd the Mule Driver.

Gen. Crras Dussey, Iate nssistant
wecretary of the interior, was c¢olonel
of the Third Iovwa cavalry, and served
for a time under Sheridan. Gen.
Bussey narrates an incident of the
pugnacious character of the greal cav-
olry general, which ooccurred long be-
fore he attained eminenco asa com-
mander of troups in the field. Sheri-
dan was a captailn dolng duly as a
quartermaster In southwest Missour]
in the early days of tho war. A pro-
vision wagon with a team of ten mules
was stuck in the mud near Springfleld
snd the driver began to unrcasopably
