THE TERMS OF LITTLE CONSEQUENCE

The Protaeol Provides for ths Cesslon of
Munile wnd Leaves the Disposition

| Washington, Aug. 2% —Among the
war officinls the wrms of the enpitiulu-
tion of Manile, us cabled by Gen, Mer-
rity, was a tople of discunsion. No
1rht hins been thrown upon the terms
by Gen, Merritt. e enbled the terms
| themselves, expecting probably to for-
ward by mail the construetion placed
\ upon them by the Americsn and Spun-
ish ofticers a1 Maniln.  Unofficial ad-

vices from Manils received previous w

the arival of the text of the terms in-
| dicnted that the capitulation of the
city Included the surrender of the
Philippines and that Spanish sover-
elgnty over the entire archipelugo
wis, temporarily at lenst, at nn end,
This view is not sustained by the
conditions of the surrender s cn-
bled by Gen. Merritt aod, it may
be suid, it is pot the view taken by the
beat-informed officials of the ndminis-
tration. While some of the war pu-
thorities last night were inclined to
the opinion that the articles of capitu-
Intion, necessarlly temporary snd
patarally somewhat elustie in their
phraseology, might be construned to
wenn the surrender of Spanish control
over the entire Philippine group, the
prevalent opinlon now is that they
mean  precisely what they say and
thut the surrender includes only the
city of Munila and It lmmedinte sur-
roundings, or “suburbs™ as it is ex-
pressed in the articles

It ean be snid suthorltatively that
the president is guite sotisfled with
the terms ns made by Gen. Merritt and
Admirnl Dewey. Their instroctions
pfforded them considerable Intitude
for Individunlity of setion, the prosi-
dent feeling confidant thatthey wonld
pecure the best possible terms in the
| eirrumsianees.  That they have done
wo e Is eurtnin, It s poloted oot that
the terms of the copltulation of Munila
can have but lintle effent npon the ac-
tion of the Paris peace comminsion, in
uny #vent.  The protoeol us signed by
the noeredited representatives of the
governments of the United Stutes
und Spain provides for the cession of
the ¢ity, bay snd bharbor of Maniia to
the United Stntes und legves to the
penee commission to detsrmine the
disposition and government of the
Philippine islands. Whether, there-
fore. Spain s to retuin her soversignty
over the island s u question to be
aeeided by the Paris commission. The
ucetion of the commission Is circum-
scribed by the provisions of the pro-
tocol, while the terios of the capltula-
tion of Maniln, 1t is suggested, can
huve very little more serious effect
upon  the commission's work than
those of the surrender of Santiago,
