Annlston, Ala., Oct. 25. Tho war In-

vestigating communion sat from nlno lug
o'clock until 5:30 yesterday and exam-
ined about a dozen witnesses, includ-
ing a number of oftlcers and men of
the regular troops, as well as a
number of volunteer ofllcors.

noxt witness. He stated that the
medical supplies had been amplo from
tho beginning, but tho hospital corps
had proved incfllclcnt us nurses.
"They wore, as a class," ho said, "tho
very worst material that could have

been found out of which to mako
nurses."

Mai. David VIckers, who was Inspect
or general for tho Second division of ii

tho. Third corps nt Chlckamauga, at-

tributed tho troubles In that camp to
tho shallowness of tho sinks. He said
also that soma of tho regimental
ofllcors Insisted ou making poor selec-
tions of camp sites, and In one lnstanco
a Mississippi colonel who had put
his men In a swamp had Insisted on
remaining on the ground that the

had a natural aillnlty for
swamps. Nevertheless his men were
taken sick. Maj. VIckers also com-

plained that tho drinking water was
poor. Asked as to the compotency of
tho surgeons at tho hospitals, ho said
there wus ono man In tho hospital
whoso pronetiesH to profaulty unfitted
him for tho service. This man was
Maj. Hubbard, surgeon of tho Ninth
Now York. His profanity was of such
b villainous character, said MaJ. VIck-
ers, It pretty nearly made mo sick nnd
I know It could not have had a pleas-
ant effect upon patients.

Llout, Col. Ilisbec, In command of
tho First Infantry, told the story of
the transportation of his regiment to
Santiago, briefly described tho fight-
ing about Santiago, spoke of his ex-

perience in Cuba, of the return to
Montauk point and of the stay at that
place and the transfer south. Asked
if tho landing ut Santiago could have
been accomplished If opposed, ho re-

plied: "The facilities were so poor
that I think not; at least I should say
if I had been on shoro no enemy would
havo been permitted to land. I can-
not Bay how It was with the Span-
iards." Ho said there was consider-
able dlfllculty In getting food while in
front of Santiago, "biu wo had
enough." Ho said: "If there had been
moro to cat the men would probably
havo been sicker." Ho expressed the
opinion that tho only deprivation had
been In not having proper food for tho
sick. They could not take tho army
food In their condition, ho said. He
thought the rations contained too
much fat meat for the climate.

Mnj. Dumpsoy, of tho Second regular
infantry, covered much of the humo
ground us Col. Itlstice. He said that
his command hud never, during tho
Santiago cuiupiilgn, su tiered for want
of supplies. Men had home times ut
night felt the wunt of covering, but
not of food. Not more than half tho
men In the regiment were lit for duty
nt tho time of the surrender of San-tiug-

Ho hud heurd a doctor bay that
quinine und cantor oil were tho only
medicines he could get. Ho said the
only deficiency discovered at Montauk
point wus In the mutter of transporta-
tion facilities, which seemed to bo
taxed. He hud also heurd a doctor
bay there were not Hiilllcicnt cots In
tho rcglmontul hospital for tho accom-
modation of the sick.

Col 11. M. Seumuu.of the Fourth Wis-
consin, complained that the supplies
his regiment hud down ut Camp Doug-
lass., Wis., Including clothing, shoes
and arms, had been poor. He did not
consider the inert Milllelently well oluil
for the harsh weather, und said they
had suffered somewhat ou account of
tho recent cold.

Col. Jnmes l'fyll'o, of tho Third Ton-ncssc- e,

Washington, Oct. tfO. The navy will

not be called upon to tako any pur.t In
Bending the army of occuputlon into
Culm, which movement will begin In

the eurly purt of November. Tlienuvy
bus gone out of the business of trans-
porting troops. United Stutcs ships,
however, will bofore long bu seen In
tho hurbor of Hnvauu. It Is thought
vory deslrublo thut a United Status
warship or two shall be In Havunu har-

bor during the tlmo when Cuba Is in a
statu of transition. The nuvv will not ba
culled upon to do any of tho work of
administering atfulrs In Cubu, for thut
Is naturally tho province of the army,
but It Is believed to bo a wtso thing to
place both military and naval re-

sources iu plain sight of Havana nnd
othor Spanish towns, for some time to
come. Tho president and tho members
of Ills cabinet decided yestorduy that
tho United States would take formal
control of tho affairs in Cuba on Jan-
uary 1, 1609. nnd thus begin tho now
voar by giving Cuba thu benefits that
go with thu American ling.
