Editorial Notes.

.IOIIN W MCOIT.

He was a man, take him for all in all.
I shall not look upon his like again

My fnthor istlertd. The greatest
and the best man I ever knew, the
noblest example, the wisest coun-

sellor, the tenderest ami most
steadfast friend I ever had. What
shall I say in tribute to his mem-

ory? What can I say that would
not .scent like extravagant eulogy
to those who did not know him,
and yet would seem in some degree
adequate to those who loved him?

The truth only.
Not all the truth, for that would

be to write a volume rather than a
column,, but enough of .the truth to
bring before the minds of those
who read it something that may
approach an appr- - !fition of the
manner of man he was.

My father was not a learned man,
out I think he was the best educat-
ed mm: I ever knew. All his life
he was an omnivorous reader and
he had a memory "like wax to re-

ceive and like steel to retain."
And so he acquired a marvelous
store of knowledge, covering the
widest range of subj'ects. It was
accurate and circumstantial knowl-

edge, too, and was instantly at his
command, so that his family rarely
felt the need of either dictionary or
encyclopedia, because it was easier
and just as satisfactory to "ask fa-

ther." His intellectual processes
were as clear as a summer sky, as
logical as a problem in Undid. He
never had a foggy idea and his
statement of a proposition was so
clean-cu- t and definite that it
amounted to a demonstration. lie
was never a student of the arts of
oratory, but his deep, musical
voice, the ready and logical flow of

his ideas, the rythmical balance of
his sentences, the elegance and ex-

actness of his diction, and above all
the sincerity and earnestness of his
convictions, made him a public
speaker of greatly more than usual
power. And this rare mental en-

dowment remained unimpaired
down to the hour of his last illness.
Ivven in the delirium of the fatal
fever, when he imagined himself
making a public address, his ideas
were as connected and his words
as exactly chosen as they were
wont to be in perfect health. The
bodily powers waned, though slow-
ly, with the creeping of long years;
but the flame of that splendid in-

tellect burned with steady and
lustre till the dark waters

quenched it.

lie was a steadfast man. It is
the testimony of all who knew him
that he never lost his balance, his
perfect moral and mental equipoise.
He never spoke or acted on im
pulse or in passion, lie was never
swept off his feet by any sudden
wave of popular feeling or senti
ment. His conclusions on all pub-

lic questions were reached by such
careful and deliberate methods,
they were so securely anchored in
his sincerity and common sense,
that piey held fast, no matter how
strong the adverse winds and tides.
He was not unduly elated by sue

cess and disaster did not terrify
him. Many reverses befell him
more through fault of others than
himself and many heavy sorrows
beat upon him; but his spirit was
never daunted, his courage never
failed, his calm resolution never
wavered. Patient, strong, endur-
ing, the fibre of his steadfast soul
was proof against the arrows of

misfortune as against the allure
ments of success, so that we who
leaned upon him can realize, now
that he is gone, the full force and
meaning of the pathetic words of
Tennyson:
"till. Km ii I giny heiiil thut nil men Knew
t)h nlro fimii which thi'lronii'iisull nicii iln'Vt,
Oh, nn ui'iM' tint tic iM't'iislim true.
Oh. fullcii nl length. Hint timer of strength,
'fins t MikmI if lii nil tin' winds Hint

lie was an honest man aud he
spoke the truth. In the course of
his life he had the administering of

large affairs and the expenditure of

immense sums of money, but he
was never so much as charged with
the misappropriation or the loss of
a dollar. I never heard of him be
ing charged with uttering or act
ing an untruth. lie was a con
spicuous factor iu the politics of
Kansas, when the political methods
of the state gained for it the epithet
of "the rotten commonwealth,"
but he came through the furnace
without so much as the smell of
fire on his garments. Some ot his
associates of that early day have
told me that he might have held
the richest Kcderal oflicesj in the
state, in the days when Jim I.aue
was the king maker aud when
Federal oflices were much richer
than they are now, if he had been
a. little more pliant and a little less
unbending in his integtity. He
died poor; but who can measure
the riches of the inheritance he has
left his children in the memory of
his stainless honor, his unspotted
reputation!

He was a gentleman. "A gen
tleman always," said one the other
day who was intimately associated
with him for four years in the In-

dian service. "No matter whether
it was the chief inspector or the
dirtiest Indian on the reservation
who came into his office, it was the
same pleasant greeting, not obse-

quious to the one and not supercil-
ious to the other," I never met
anyone who knew mv father, no
matter what his color or what his
position in the social scale, who
did not honor him and admire him.
His unfailing and unstudied cour-

tesy, the natural fruits of. a gentle
nature and a kindly heart, could
not but win such reward. Always
a staunch partisan and for many
years an active participant in polit-

ical contests and controversies, he
yet commanded the respect always,
and often the affectionate regard,
of political opponents, because he
was never betrayed by partisan
rancor into personal discourtesy.
And he was a gentleman, not to
the outside world alone, but iu the
family circle, which is a much
rarer thing. To his wife he was a
lover all his life. To his children
he was comrade, friend, counsel-
lor. "A gentleman always."

He was a good citizen. Wher-
ever he made his home and in
whatever occupation he engaged
he identified himself at once and
effectively with the ambitious, pro-

gressive, law-abidin- g and order-lovin- g

element of the community.
Every worthy cause found iu him
an sylvoeate. livery enterprise
having in view the promotion of
the public good could count on his
substantial support. He deserves
especially to be remembered by
Iola, for he passed through the
legislature the act which incorpor-
ated the city, and was president of
the original town company. As
long as he lived he worked lor the
town iu every possible way, being
especially instrumental in securing
its two railroads, aiid, although
living elsewhere for the last five

years, he has had unbounded pride
and satisfaction in the new pros-
perity that has come to Iola during
that time. In the new home he
made in Oklahoma he stepped at
once into the place of leadership he
held wherever he had lived. The
people came very soon to look to
him for counsel and direction, and
when conditions arose which de-

manded legislative action for the
relief of the people, they begged
him to become their representative.
He had long ago given up politi
cal ambitions, but believing that
great injustice was being done and
that he could have it remedied, lie
yielded to the importunities of his
neighbors and was sent to the service
in which he died. He lived long
enough, however, to prepare and
introduce the measure which he
believed would afford the needed
relief, and it will undoubtedly be
come a law. "The good that men
do lives after them."

Had this man then no faults?
Perhaps so, because he was hu-

man. Hut I do not know what
they were. If he had any they
were so dwarfetl by his great vir
tues that they were lost sight of
and forgotten. To the day of his
death, although his children had
all grown to maturity mid some of
them had children and grandchil-
dren of their own, he remained the
head and high priest of his family.
his advice constantly sought and
his approval eagerly coveted.

He loved life. He loved the
dumb animals with which he sur
rounded himself. He loved the
trees and the grass and the birds
and the flowers and the rich colors
in the sunrise and sunset skies.
Above all, he loved his family with
all the strength of his rich, full
heart. Hut as the time drew near
when he knew he must leave these
all and go out alone into the dark,
he did not flinch or complain. He
saw the shadow coming and he
walked down into it composed, se-

rene, .undahnted Oh, the stead-
fast soul of him! down into the
shadow, out of which God's hand
has led him into the eternal light!
