New York, April 18 —A dlapateh to
the New York Hernld from Muanoils
snys:  Lawton's commnnd esptured
the villages of Pagsajan and Lumban
yeaterdny, with some resistance nt the
latter pluce. The mouth of the river,
commanded by Lumbun, was efloo-
tunlly blocked agninst the enteanee of
the gunbonts Shells from the Logunn
de Bay drove most of the lusurgents
in flight up the mountain side. A
smpll  foreo  remalned In an  old
chureh slde, offering roalstance until
it was rushed by the troops  About
B0 were enptured aond severnl killed.
Thoere was one casualty wmong the
Amerionns, that being nn arm wounild,
The river mouth was o be dredged
tovday nnd the obstroetions removed,
Hantn Crug and Pugsnjan  ste now
punrded by the men of the Fourth
ceavalry, art of the Fourteonth ine
fantry with Gen. Lowton are in Lume
bun.  Moro troopsare neoded out here.
The fighting has only just begun.

While it Is probisble that there 18 nn
end to the big engagements ln the
Philippines betwden the Americnns
and the Filipinos, the war s not at an
end by any moans. It is the uulversal
opinion among nrmy men here that it
will require the pressnce of 60,000
American troops to ocenpy the tereie
tory that has been taken snd to keep
cpen communiention nmong the s
lunds,

Gen. Lawton's advance promises to
meet with & hoarsssing  resistance
Tronches nre built by the enemy from
town to town., On all sides the rebels
nre In nightly communication by
means of sigoal fires, They avold be-
ing caught In a teap und are qulck to
hiurass the flank, Sinee the 25th the
enemy’s losses hnve not been more
than double ours Ouoar kindoess to
the rebel prisoners does not ullay the
dogged enmity, Only o small porvion
of the population of the north have
rotnrned to thelr homes. Only the

FILIPINOS NEFORE COMMISSION,

Manila, April 18-—~The United
Btates I'hilippine commission is heur-
ing the leading residenta of various
nationslities, priests and Spaciards,
numbers of them appearing volun-
tarily on the subject of the future of
the islands. The questions put to all
are: “Do you believe the Filipinos nre
cnpable of self-government in the
townships? *“Do you belleve the
Filipinos are capable of self-govern-
ment in the provinees? "Do you
bolieve the Filipinos nre capable of
self-government In the archipelago®
All of those who have been intorro-
gated, Including Filipinos who sym
pathize theoretionily with Indepand-
endce, huve replield to the third question
with remarksble unanimity o the nog-
ative. londependence, they say, would
result in chaos, endless tribal wurs
and Buropenn intervention, A few of
them think that provineial self-goye
ernment Is pravtienble, but nost of
them fpovernmant in the
townshlps with uw tarm of Amerienn
Fuperyision proteeting  the inbabit-
anta newinst the peenlntions and ox-
tortions whiah thelr exporionce with
tho Spanish rogime has led them to
