There wore applications for more than
100,000. Their work did not Include
tho distribution of tickets to tho munic
ipal assembly and tho school children's
stands. These tickets will bo at the
'disposal of tho municipal legislators
and tho president of the board of cdu--
cation.

actly what will bo tho capacity of tho
w w stands. If tho eommltteo stands
for all tho expenditures It has author-
